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1.1What Is Prostitution

The act, practice or occupation of engaging in sexual activity with someone for payment applicable for both males & females.

It can be defined as well as engaging with someone who is not your partner or spouse sexually for pleasure purposes without any payment involved.


1.2Evolution Of Prostitution 


Prostitution has been described as "the world's oldest profession" although the oldest professions are most likely farmers, hunters, and shepherds.

The word is derived from the Latin prostituta. 

Some sources cite the verb as a composition of "pro" meaning "up front" or "forward" and "stituere", defined as "to offer up for sale".

Another explanation is that prostituta is a composition of pro and statuere (to cause to stand, to station, place erect). A literal translation therefore is: "to put up front for sale" or "to place forward". ( R-0002)

The word prostitute was then carried down through various languages to the present-day Western society. 

Most sex worker activists groups reject the word prostitute and since the late 1970s have used the term sex worker instead.

However, sex worker can also mean anyone who works within the sex industry or whose work is of a sexual nature and is not limited solely to prostitutes. 

The Roman language also had words for many different types of courtesans, such as meretrix, prostibula and scortum, as well as the act of employing courtesans, which was scortari. ( R-0005)

Similarly, the Greeks also had different names. The most basic was termed a πόρνη (porne), which came from the verb πέρνημι (pernemi), meaning ‘to sell’.

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Unsurprisingly, this is where the English word ‘pornography’ comes from. Other types of workers could be identified by the places or ways in which they worked, and brothels were euphemistically known as οἰκίσκοι (oikiskoi), or ‘little houses’. ( R-0005)

During the Middle Ages prostitution was commonly found in urban contexts. 

Although all forms of sexual activity outside of marriage were regarded as sinful by the Roman Catholic Church, prostitution was tolerated because it helped prevent the greater evils of rape, sodomy and masturbation. 

Augustine of Hippo is quoted saying, "if you expel prostitution from society, you will unsettle everything on account of lusts. (R-0003)

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By the High Middle Ages it was common to find town governments ruling that prostitutes were not to ply their trade within the town walls, but they were tolerated outside, only because these areas were beyond the jurisdiction of the authorities. 

In many areas of France and Germany town governments came to set aside certain streets as areas where prostitution could be tolerated.

In London the brothels of Southwark were owned by the Bishop of Winchester. 
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After this, it became common in the major towns and cities of Southern Europe to establish civic brothels. 

This allowed the government to outlaw any prostitution taking place outside these brothels. 

In much of Northern Europe, a more tolerant attitude could be found towards prostitution. Prostitutes also found a fruitful market in the Crusades (R-0003)

200 BCE and 250 CE

Prostitution has been around for a very long time, often referred to as the worlds oldest profession. When studying the past, I think its important to study all aspects of it. 

If we pick and choose which parts of history is most important, we can lose valuable information and understanding of how people lived.

People may try to remove themselves from history. Assume humans only ever evolve and that we in modern times don’t share any similarities to those of the past. 

This can be unfortunate and perhaps create a bias in someones writing. This is why prostitution can be seen as very important. It can help show that no matter how much humans evolve and technology changes, modern humans can relate back to their ancient ancestors. Therefore prostitution is a very important subject to study and to understand.

Many prostitutes didn’t become prostitutes because of wanting to do that job. 

Many were forced into the position because it was the easiest way to make money. 
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Most prostitutes were slaves and ex-slaves that would not be hired anywhere else.

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Therefore, the women would join brothels to make some sort of money. Even though it was one of the only ways to make an income as a female ex-slave, the pay wasn’t that great.

While prostitution was legal in ancient Rome, it was similar to modern times in that prostitutes were not looked upon well. 

Prostitution was looked upon as a shameful profession. though, unlike today, the prostitution were looked down upon for a different reason.  

In ancient Rome, prostitutes were looked down on because they used their body to make money.  For the same reason, gladiators, actors and musicians were all viewed as shameful professions.

One of the way men were able to tell a women was a prostitute was by her clothing. 

Prostitutes would be identified by only two forms of clothing they would wear. 

One was a special toga, and the other was to be completely naked.

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The toga the prostitutes were actually of a male design. 

In ancient Rome, women and men wore two different styles of togas. It was seen as disrespectful if a women wore a male toga. But, prostitutes were allowed to wear a male toga. 

This was because prostitutes were viewed as having a male sexual desire. 

Men were supposed to have strong sexual desires, which is part of the reason why prostitution was legal. Having or wanting to have lots of sex was viewed as a sign of a strong male. 

Therefore, a prostitute, whose job was to engage in sex, was allowed to wear a male toga.

The main place that prostitutes work is the brothel.

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A brothel would not only hosts prostitutes but was a main hall that served beer and food.

While the most common place to hire a prostitute would be a brothel, prostitutes would also work outside a theatre after performance times to find men.  

There is graffiti on the walls of some brothels that show reviews of a prostitute.

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The men who hired a prostitute would write  review of her on the walls of brothel to let other men know how she was. 

Interestingly, the prostitutes would also write reviews of the men. 

If the men were bad at sex, didn’t pay well and things like that, the women would write it down. 

This would let other prostitutes know whether to entertain the male or not.

Pompeii is currently famous for having a lot of brothels. Though modern archaeologists do disagree on the amount of brothels that are there. That being said, the most well-known and surviving brothel of today is the one in Pompeii. 

It is called Lupanar.

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It is where we find most of our graffiti about prostitution because it’s in such good condition. 

Whats fascinating is that in ancient Rome, lupanare was the word to describe all brothels, meaning wolf-den. (R-0004)

16th and 17th Century Prostitutes

By the end of the 15th-century attitudes began to harden against prostitution. 

An outbreak of syphilis in Naples during 1494, which later swept across Europe, may have originated from the Colombian Exchange.

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The prevalence of other sexually transmitted diseases during the earlier 16th century may have caused this change in attitude. 

By the early 16th century the association between prostitutes, plague, and contagion emerged, causing brothels and prostitution to be outlawed by secular authority. 

Furthermore, outlawing brothels and prostitution was used to "strengthen the criminal law" system of the 16th-century secular rulers.

Canon law defined a prostitute as "a promiscuous woman, regardless of financial elements."

The prostitute was considered a "whore ... who [was] available for the lust of many men," and was most closely associated with promiscuity.

The Church's stance on prostitution was three-fold which included; 

	the "acceptance of prostitution as an inevitable social fact, 

	condemnation of those profiting from this commerce, 

	encouragement for the prostitute to repent.


The Church was forced to recognize its inability to remove prostitution from the worldly society, and in the 14th century "began to tolerate prostitution as a lesser evil."

However, prostitutes were excluded from the Church as long as they continued with their lifestyle.

Around the 12th century, the idea of prostitute saints took hold, with Mary Magdalene being one of the most popular saints of the era. 
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The Church used Mary Magdalene's biblical history of being a reformed harlot to encourage prostitutes to repent and mend their ways.

Simultaneously, religious houses were established with the purpose of providing

	Hand job/hand relief – the sex worker masturbates you, usually happens towards the end of an erotic massage/body rub







	Spanish – the penis is masturbated by rubbing it between the breasts







	Oral sex – also known as French or fellatio (oral on a male) or cunninglingus (oral on a female). This is where a person uses their mouth to stimulate another person’s genitals







	Full service/Fully inclusive – sex. Can also include an erotic massage and oral before having sex







	Anal sex (also known as Greek) – penetrating the anus with a penis or penis-like object







	Tie and tease – the sex worker gently ties your hands and feet to the bed or massage table and touches your whole body without you being able to touch them. Can also incorporate the client being blindfolded for extra sensory pleasure. May also include a hand job, French and or full service (R-0026)







	Happy ending – When a sex worker finish your massage session with oral sex or manual release.
