Just a few days ago, I happened to be visiting the downtown area of a small town here in New Hampshire. As you’d expect from a typical small town, it doesn’t have any huge buildings, featuring instead a modest town square and low population density. The summer day was wonderful—warm but not oppressive, with just the right amount of humidity—setting the stage for what I needed to do that day: confronting a mindless drone at the local cell phone carrier’s storefront. I accompanied my mom into this place, knowing what we’d be facing.

As we entered the storefront, we were greeted by a mindless—but cheerful—corporate drone. The minute he realized we weren’t there to get a new phone, he shifted into “helpful but not helpful” mode.

My mom’s phone had been shut off. The company said the account was past due, but a payment had been made—just a few hours late. A few hours.

My mom: It’s been paid. The account shows a positive balance.

Clerk: Yes, but it says you haven’t paid. You’ll have to make a full payment.

Mom: I made that payment. There’s a positive balance. See?

Clerk: We can’t access that information.

Mom: (Holding out phone) See?

Clerk: Yes, but there’s nothing I can do. You’ll need to make another full payment.

And so on. Until I traced a small sigil to make this drone a bit more helpful. All it took was a secret code tapped into my mom’s phone to get a person online. A deep flaw was exposed at that moment: this storefront suffered the same flaw as where we live—no coverage. Just Wi-Fi.

Anyway. Yes, the magik worked.

After my triumphant victory, achieved with the assistance of that simple bit of magik to override the bureaucratic complexities of modern cell communication corporations, I took some time to relax and savor the moment. While I sat there, I observed a few individuals casually walking past my shady spot. One in particular struck me. As she ambled along the sidewalk, a woman voiced her complaints about the way the universe was treating her to whomever she was on the phone with. Using earbuds, it looked like she was talking to the world at large.

I wanted to stop her and tell her she wasn’t alone. The hostile nature of this planet—and our reality—is apparent to all of us who are awakening to our own suppressed powers.

It’s by design.

To say that the Earth (and the greater Universe during its existence) is a hostile place for humans isn’t an exaggeration; it’s true. Humans cannot simply fly into space and survive. They won’t survive the trip unless they have a ship with life support. Humans are at the mercy of radiation and the vacuum of space, and it is a race between these two forces to see which will kill them first. When you also consider the extreme cold and high temperature of space, along with the possibility of being struck by meteors and man-made debris, it is truly miraculous that any of our spacecraft have been able to make it this far. Luck has been on our side so far.

On the planet, we’re surrounded by hostile elements. Despite the fact that the atmosphere supports our bodies and natural food contributes to our health, we are concurrently exposed to numerous harmful factors. The weather is often volatile and includes extreme temperature swings, as well as floods, tornadoes, and much more.

And that’s only the natural side of the equation—the parts we can easily see. Then we have other humans who openly prey upon other humans, triggering suffering.

One way to push back against this, including the low-grade hostility aimed in our direction, is through what people like to call manifestation. I don’t use that word. I call it magik. All it means is taking a desire and forcing it into appearance. Nothing mystical about the definition, even if the process itself runs deep. It works when internal energy lines up cleanly enough to move something from intention into fact. The problem is that something always pushes back. Sometimes that resistance comes from inside us—habits, fear, old agreements we forgot we made. Other times it comes from outside, from specific people or from larger structures that profit from keeping us small. Religions do this openly. Corporations do it quietly. They don’t need you powerful or awake. They need you predictable, compliant, and spending your time earning just enough to stay tired.

Work, buy, then die.

Hacking Reality

The first book, Hacking Reality, gave you the tools to start moving. If you actually used them, you’ve already seen something shift. Maybe you pushed deeper into High Magik. Maybe you started getting results, small but undeniable. The kind that crack open the structure and prove it’s not just theory. That was the point. That was the entire reason I wrote it: to wake something up and set it in motion.

Now we go further. This isn’t a smooth continuation of what came before. It’s a break-in. This book doesn’t just talk about resistance; it exposes it. It shows how the system pushes back, how magik gets mocked, buried, and quietly erased before it can spread. This isn’t some abstract energetic drag you meditate your way through. Its structural suppression. Power gets noticed the moment it begins to work, and once it’s noticed, it gets flagged. That pressure usually doesn’t come from faceless forces. It comes from other humans. People who benefit from the current order and stand to lose if you stop playing your assigned role.

So they keep a lid on it. They call it delusion. Or evil. Or coincidence. Or “something you probably shouldn’t be messing with.” The message is always the same: don’t try, it won’t work, and if it does, you’re dangerous.

That’s why people who get good at this either go silent, or disappear entirely. One minute they’re posting sigils or decoding systems. The next, they’re gone. Not because they were wrong, but because they were right. And someone noticed. That’s frightening. 

Especially if the magik worked.

Because success that doesn’t follow the rules is the one kind that’s never forgiven.

A Hostile System

In 2024, my brother-in-law was in prime physical shape, and then he dropped dead. No illness, no warning. He was hiking a trail in Hawaii when he collapsed. When I reached out and made contact with his essence, his ISBE, his soul, whatever you want to call it, I asked why. Why now? Why like that?

He told me it was the agreement we had.

That answer stopped me. An agreement?

He was following the New Age death script, the one mediums parrot constantly. The idea is that our lives are governed by pre-life contracts, that everything we go through is something we “agreed” to because it helps us grow. Trauma as a teaching tool. Pain as a spiritual path. Death as a lesson. I flag all that as bovine excrement.

You see, after decades as a working medium, I already knew the truth. We’re inside a hostile system. It’s not random or chaotic; it’s designed. It feeds you suffering and calls it evolution.

But it wasn’t always this way.

Our souls were never meant to be stuck on a pain track. We were already evolved. The next phase should have been a return to full capacity, reclaiming our state as non-physical intelligences operating at the twelfth density level, or even reintegrating with Source.

Instead, we’re trapped here, not by karma, not by soul choices, but by hijack.

The system didn’t drift into this shape by accident. It was taken over more than ten thousand years ago, and history still carries the imprint. Once you stop reading events as isolated moments and start looking at the pattern, it becomes obvious. Control structures repeat. Programming loops reinforce themselves. Cultures form nets that look harmless until you try to move. Religion, government, commerce are not neutral developments. They were engineered to suppress power, not only in the body but also in the field and in the will that directs it.

They don’t want you powerful; they want you profitable and obedient. The suppression starts before you can speak. It comes from parents, teachers, cops, churches, and every figure who says they ’re doing it for your own good.

To awaken is to reject that structure, not through protest unless that’s your calling, but through precision, through clarity, through moving in ways they can’t track, understanding how the game works and choosing not to play it by their rules.

Years ago, we had a dog, a springer spaniel mix. Well-behaved, smart, and sweet. We lived out in the country near Austin, and she had free range of the land. She came when called and stayed inside when needed. She was the first dog we kept indoors when we weren’t home.

One day I tied her to a tree with a thin string. Not a rope, just a fragile piece of thread. She didn’t fight it and simply sat there. In her mind, she was tied. She could have broken free with a single tug, but the idea never crossed her mind.

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​Interference Is the Norm

Reality Pushes Back

When you initiate magik, and I mean real magik, not just journaling or Pinterest mood boards, the system doesn’t just ignore you. It notices. And it responds. You’re not doing it wrong. You’re not sabotaging yourself with unresolved trauma. The system just has a script it wants followed. Try to rewrite it, and it pushes back.

The system doesn’t test you. There’s no Universe giving you some type of pop-quiz. This system defends itself. That whole story about lessons and growth is bait, just meant to keep you inside the loop while calling it progress. What’s really happening is structural: You push. It responds by tightening. You’re not being refined. You’re being contained.

I learned early that the pushback wasn’t random. Every time I got serious about shifting something, be it financially, energetically, or ritually, something else would break. If it wasn’t the car, it was a missing payment or a client who vanished. Sometimes it was illness. Mine or someone close. Most people call that “life.” But magik reveals the pattern. You press against the edge of the simulation, and it clenches.

I think of reality as a non-Newtonian fluid. If you’ve never played with cornstarch and water, it’s worth the mess. Mix two cups of cornstarch with one cup of water and you get this weird goop in a bowl. Let your hand slide in slowly, and it yields. Push fast and it locks up like concrete. I once hit it with a hammer, and it bounced off. The harder the impact, the more resistance you meet. Reality acts the same way. Ease into it, and it flows. Jam a demand into the field with force, and it stiffens.

That’s why brute-force affirmations don’t work. You can stand in front of a mirror screaming “I am wealthy” all day until your voice gives out. But if your field is full of contradiction and desperation, that repetition just makes the system clamp down. The more it senses pressure, the more it locks up. Like you’re trying to mug the simulation and it’s calling in backup.

Magik doesn’t respond to pressure. No, it responds to precision. The field doesn’t care how badly you want it. It listens for resonance; it waits for coherence. Magik waits for alignment. If you skip all of that and just hammer your will into the ritual, you might get a flicker. But it’s not going to hold. The reality you’re trying to call in will hit resistance and slingshot back into chaos.

What many individuals fail to recognize is that resistance functions as a signal, not a punishment. A signal. The minute something starts to push back, whether that be an unanticipated expense, a bug in the code, even a case of apathy, that is the point at which you know the system felt you. That is the time to be even more committed, but not to be more aggressive. You go around the pushback. You go under the radar.

Magik works best when it moves like a whisper. You encode the desire, set the command, and step aside. You stop checking the weather of your manifestation every five minutes. Your field carries the command like a carrier virus, not a blinking sign. You want the new timeline to land before the system knows it’s been breached.

I call it stealth casting. It’s how you get results without triggering alarms. Because the more real your magik becomes, the more the system treats it like a threat. If you haven’t figured out yet that your evolution is seen as hostile by the structures around you, then this is your warning.

Reality can be bent, but not by pounding on it. It folds. It slips. It yields to precision, not pressure.

This is not passive resistance. It’s active interference.

And it’s not going anywhere.

The Reactive Matrix

When magik begins to function, the response is immediate: a command lands, a ritual opens space, and something shifts at the edge of what reality normally allows. The system does not answer with randomness; it responds with intent. The interference is not chaotic; it follows pattern and logic.

Most people expect resistance to arrive as self-doubt or hesitation. Sometimes it does. More often it shows up as disruption that looks ordinary if you are not paying attention. A working aimed at money coincides with a sudden banking glitch. A dream delivers a clear instruction, then vanishes on waking as the mind snaps back into baseline function and discards the message. A ritual for clarity runs smoothly until the phone starts ringing nonstop with other people’s problems. These events present themselves as coincidence, but they are not; they are containment.

I see this constantly in my own work. When I take control of the environment and remove obvious interruptions, what remains is telling. The majority of disruptions come from people who suddenly feel an urgent need to contact me. Clients panic over a ritual they performed the day before and are convinced it failed. Messages arrive that supposedly cannot wait, even though nothing meaningful is actually happening. I call these false urgencies. They exist to fracture attention.

The structure that governs this world does not tolerate conscious interference. You can call it code, field logic, or script enforcement; the name does not matter. It allows daydreaming. It allows casual wishing. It even tolerates shallow ritual that never reaches depth. What it cannot allow is structural override. Once someone’s internal state becomes capable of shaping external conditions, the risk is no longer isolated. Others might notice and others might follow. The system is built to prevent spread.

When you move out of the lane assigned to you, the pullback begins. It does not arrive as force; it arrives as destabilization. The field fills with noise. Technology misbehaves. Emotional spikes appear without clear cause. People from the past resurface with unresolved drama. The body reacts and sleep breaks down. To anyone unfamiliar with the pattern, it looks like a refusal, like reality saying no.

That interpretation is the trap itself.

What is actually happening is a response. The system is reacting to authorship.

The danger comes when the interference is mistaken for failure, when friction is read as proof the work did not land, when the magician withdraws just before the structure yields. That withdrawal is the outcome the system is engineered to produce.

This is not speculation. I have run enough serious workings to watch the sequence repeat itself with consistency. When I deploy commands tied to money, sovereignty, or timeline movement, disruption follows: equipment fails, websites go down, and people around me become erratic or physically unwell. Sometimes I do too. I no longer mistake this for error; it is feedback. The grid is being stressed.

The response is not to shut the work down; it is to stabilize. The command stays active, the field recenters, attention holds, and persistence is applied precisely where the system hopes it will collapse.

It took years to understand that this interference was never personal. It had nothing to do with karma, trauma, or unresolved childhood narratives surfacing to teach me a lesson. That explanation exists to keep people compliant. The truth is simpler: the system reacts because awareness threatens it, wakefulness disrupts it, and rewriting defaults endangers it.

Magik works. That is why suppression exists. If it did not work, there would be nothing to interfere with, no alarms to trip, no protocols to engage. Most people stop not because their work failed but because it succeeded just enough to be noticed.

False Synchronicities

One of the most dangerous traps in magik is not failure. It’s the false yes. A sign shows up right when it is most needed. A dream signifies something important. A certain number combination appears just as doubt is about to take over. All these signs make one feel they are in the flow of things and that the universe is giving them a pat on the back. This last point, however, is the exact reason for the problem. 

Folks, not every sign comes from Spirit. In fact, most signs do not. This comes from the habit of treating every coincidence as guidance, and this keeps people stalled, endlessly interpreting instead of moving. Some signals are generated by the system itself, not deliberately, not with intent or malice, but as part of the same self-correcting structure that tightens when pressure is applied. The system knows how to offer just enough confirmation to keep you inside the loop. It does not block the exit outright. It distracts you from taking it.

I’ve watched this happen more times than I can count. Someone runs a working that actually lands and their field shifts. The default pattern begins to loosen and they are halfway out. Then something familiar appears: a song from another time, or a name that carries emotional charge, maybe a face from the past. It feels like confirmation. More often than not, it’s a reattachment point, the old reality pulling itself back into position, dressed up as guidance.

The system is not crude. It knows how to imitate resonance and how to feed you material that mirrors your inner state closely enough to feel meaningful. The goal of the system is to create hesitation. Real change requires the ability to move forward without checking for permission. False synchronicities exploit the urge to look back and offer meaning at the exact moment movement is required.

This shows up constantly in relationship work. Someone casts a ritual to release a bond and they actually sever the pattern. This opens the field for something new to arrive, then the past reappears. A text might arrive, or a dream might resurface old dynamics. A reminder slips into view. Most people read this as fate calling them back. It isn’t. It’s the tether snapping tight before it breaks. It’s not a reunion, it’s a containment attempt.

Even number sequences fall into this pattern. At one point, they may have carried a genuine signal. Now they often function as reinforcement loops. Doubt arises and the clock answers with familiarity, just enough reassurance to soften resolve, just enough comfort to delay command.

Real synchronicity does not pull you backward; it alters your current trajectory. It clears the next step instead of reopening the last one, and it sharpens focus instead of stirring nostalgia. Any signal that drags you toward what you already outgrew deserves scrutiny, and anything that replaces action with interpretation deserves suspicion.

The system does not rely on resistance alone; it uses familiarity, memory, emotional residue. It feeds you echoes of who you were to keep you from becoming something else. Without discernment, you end up chasing reflections that feel profound yet go nowhere.

Magik will show you what’s real only if you learn to ignore the noise that sounds sacred.

The “Protection” Narrative

There’s a moment, right as you start breaking orbit, when someone will try to stop you. Not directly, not with a fight. They come at you with concern, with care in their faces, with some version of “I just don’t want you to get hurt.” It sounds reasonable, protective even, but if you look closely you’ll see the net tightening, because what they’re really doing is pulling you back into range. Hell, I once had a person tell me I’m working TOO much magik. Why? I was working outside their comfort range, not mine.

It can come from anyone: a friend or a healer, perhaps a teacher you once respected, or even a spirit guide you thought was on your side. They’ll warn you not to go too fast, that you’re risking too much, not to break something that can’t be put back. They’ll suggest that what you’re doing is “dangerous
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
