      You are holding the first volume of what we have come to call The Living Library—a growing collection of short handbooks created for a world that is remembering itself.

      These writings were not designed to be read and put on a shelf. They were written as companions - sources of guiding insight amended with outlines of embodied practices - to assist us on a path of rediscovering what it means to be human in a time of a profound and necessary transformation.

      Each handbook, together with meditations and songs, can be experienced in about 20–30 minutes. But their purpose is not about the speed of absorption. Their purpose is to generate presence, a state of heightened sensitivity and awareness within which certain insights can dawn and take roots.

      We created them because we noticed something simple and troubling about the modern world:

      People are surrounded by information, yet starved for meaning that can be deeply felt and recognized as true to our deepest sense of our self-recollection.

      There are endless explanations of the world, endless solutions about how to “fix it,” yet few invitations to pause, breathe, reflect, and remember the deeper truths that most of us already carry within.

      The Living Library was born from a question:

      What if certain words or music could help people remember what they already know?

      Not through argument.

      Not through ideology.

      But through reflection, story, poetry, and shared human inquiry.

      These handbooks can be read alone and experienced in quiet moments of personal contemplation but they also can be shared with others—in conversations, classrooms, circles of friends.

      Some readers may choose to read a short section to others and simply ask one question afterward:

      “What stayed with you?”

      In that moment, the book becomes something more than a text.

      It becomes a living conversation, a potentially transformative, embodied encounter.

      The seven handbooks in this first volume explore some of the most essential themes of our time. Each handbook approaches its subject from a slightly different doorway, yet they share a common foundation:

      Human beings are not separate from each other, from nature, or from the deeper intelligence of life.

      We are participants in it.  And remembering this changes everything.

        The Color of Belonging explores the illusion of separation between human beings and calls us back to the profound truth of our interconnectedness.
      

      	
        On Purpose, With Purpose asks one of the most fundamental questions a human being may ask: Why am I here? And it offers reflections about living with intention and meaning.
      

      	
        To Be a Hollow Bone invites us to become clear channels for creativity, compassion, and life itself—to allow for something greater than our fears to move through us.
      

      

      

      The Living Library is called living because it is not finished; it will continue to grow with new handbooks, reflections, songs, embodied practices and shared inquiries. It is meant to evolve alongside the people who tune into the resources it provides.

      Our hope is that these pages will be experienced in a way that will further us on a path of reconnecting with each other and the world around us.

      We hope that sentence may pause you.That a question may follow you through the day.That a conversation may open where one had never existed before.

      If that happens, then the Library is doing its work. Because the real library is not the pages you are holding.The real library is what awakens inside the reader.

        The Lakota called it Mitákuye Oyás’iŋ — all my relations. It is not a metaphor, but reality: the hawk, the bear, the river, the mountain range and you are not separate entities but threads in a living web where each strand is a relationship. Science now affirms this knowing. It describes entanglement, where particles are mysteriously linked across galaxies. It maps the pathways of the shared breath that drifts from whale to tree to your lungs. It studies the quiet exchanges of nourishment in a forest where roots feed the hungry saplings while steadying the trunks of giants.

The trees know what we have forgotten -  survival is not solitary. Balance and reciprocity, are their protection. No cedar rises alone.
