Franklyn-Miller’s portrayal emphasizes this gap between appearance and internal readiness, showing a young officer who is frequently aware that he is being tested but not always sure how to respond.
    

    
    
      What makes this early phase significant is not competence, but formation. Leadership identity here is unstable, shaped more by reaction than intention. Every interaction with superiors, every encounter with Virginia troops, and every decision made under British Empire command adds pressure to define who he is becoming.
