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Imagine you spend hours preparing an important presentation. You research, organize your ideas, and rehearse several times in front of a mirror. However, when you finish, you notice that people do not seem interested, ask few questions, and remember very little of what you said.

What happened?

In many cases, the problem is not the quality of the content, but the fact that the message was not designed for the audience. One of the fundamental principles of effective communication is understanding that a speech does not revolve around the speaker, but around those who listen.

Before thinking about the words you will use, the slides you will show, or the stories you will tell, you must know the people who will be in front of you. The better you understand your audience, the higher the chances of capturing their attention, generating interest, and making your message memorable.

Why Is It So Important to Know Your Audience?

People interpret any message through their own perspective. Each member of the audience has different experiences, knowledge, concerns, expectations, and goals. When a speech ignores these differences, it becomes difficult to create connection.

On the other hand, when the message responds to the needs and interests of those listening, communication becomes much more effective.

Think of a doctor explaining a treatment to another doctor. They will likely use technical terms and scientific details. However, if the same treatment must be explained to a patient, simpler language and easy-to-understand examples will be used.

The information is the same, but the way it is communicated changes depending on the audience.

This adaptation does not mean changing the truth or manipulating the message. It means presenting it in a way that people can understand and find valuable.

The Mistake of Speaking to Everyone

Many people try to create speeches that work for any audience. The result is usually a message that is too general and fails to deeply connect with anyone.

When you try to please everyone, you risk impacting no one.

The most effective speeches are those that feel as if they were created specifically for the people present. The audience feels that the speaker understands their circumstances, recognizes their challenges, and offers relevant solutions.

For this reason, the more specific your understanding of the audience, the stronger the connection will be.

These variables will help you choose the appropriate language and depth of content.

What do they know about the topic?
One of the most common mistakes is assuming that the audience has the same level of knowledge as the speaker.
If you explain basic concepts to experts, you may bore them. If you use overly technical language with beginners, you may confuse them.

Understanding the audience’s level of experience allows you to find the right balance.
