Its study is fundamental to understanding biology, heredity, disease, and our own history.
· Information Transcription & Translation: RNA polymerases, ribosomes (composed of rRNA and proteins), tRNAs, and ATP as energy currency.
· Selective Barrier: A phospholipid bilayer membrane with embedded protein channels and pumps (e.g., sodium-potassium pumps) that maintain homeostasis.
· Metabolism: Enzyme-catalyzed pathways like glycolysis and the Krebs cycle.
· Energy Conversion: ATP synthase motors, rotary engines that convert proton gradients into chemical energy with near-100% efficiency.
