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March 7 is one of the most important days in the astrological calendar. Saturn, the severe teacher, and lord of karma must face Pisces, the dreamer. This transit of Saturn in Pisces, which will last until February 2026, will not be a well-received mix.

Saturn is a planet of strict responsibility and authority, which disciplines and structures us as it transits through the zodiac. Saturn wants to make sure how we are reaching our goals, and when this planet moves through Pisces, the most spiritual sign, some important proposals are directed towards us. Pluto and Saturn, changing so in unison, will bring a gigantic energetic volcano, and guaranteed to be an unforgettable period. This may resonate as a formula for battle, but this energetic combo can be effective and rewarding. 

Saturn is not satisfied in Pisces. It is difficult for him to found structures and construct reality when everything is moving. Pisces is a dual sign, so it can be expressed in opposite ways; It can be the same transcendental, as practical. There is a possibility that Saturn in Pisces indicates the construction of forms above or below water, or to dominate water, such as conduits, aqueducts, and harbors. But it can also reveal the collapse of these structures due to hurricanes or structural fragility.

The archetype of Pisces is contradictory to Saturn. It represents utopia, creativity, spirituality, and esotericism, as well as dreams, illusions, lies and escapism. It symbolizes the aspiration to flow like the sea, undoing borders and restrictions.

The last transit of Saturn in Pisces was from May 1993 to April 1996, and this stage saw the results of the collapse of the Soviet Union in 1989 that caused sequelae around the world and crushed the Russian economy. Russia launched the first Chechen War in 1994 that lasted until 1996. The International Criminal Court for the former Yugoslavia was established in The Hague in May 1993 to prosecute war crimes committed during the Yugoslav belligerencies in the early 1990s. On the other hand, the Bosnian war, between Croats, Bosnia’s and Serbs spread with cruelties and ethnic expurgation, and various executions. The war ended in 1995, and most Bosnian Serb commanders were charged with genocide and crimes against humanity. In 1994 the Rwandan genocide began when Hutu gangs murdered more than 700,000 Tutsis, and an untold number of women were raped during the massacre, which ended in July. The crisis of Iraq's disarmament, after the end of the first Gulf War, was at its height with much noise and no confidence among those involved. A sect in Switzerland dubbed the "Order of the Solar Temple" conducted a string of mass crimes and suicides, and here in the United States, Timothy McVeigh murdered 168 people in the Oklahoma City bombing.  During that transit of Saturn by Pisces, it was  when O.J. Simpson was arrested for the murder of his ex-wife and boyfriend, and released after an extensive trial that was a Hollywood-style spectacle. In London, Fred West and his wife Rose were jailed after extractions in their backyard of the bodies of multiple murder victims. South Africa had its first multiracial scrutiny, and Nelson Mandela was elected president, later abolishing the death penalty in that country. Russia and China signed an agreement to stop provoking each other with their nuclear devices, and the "Nuclear Non-Proliferation" Treaty was endlessly amplified by 170 countries. In Australia, it was agreed to compensate indigenous people who were evicted during nuclear tests in the 1950s and 1960s.

Other events during the transit of Saturn in Pisces include religious currents, ideological movements such as socialism and leftism, the transmission of diseases and contagions, destructive behaviors induced by panic, an increase in the use of drugs and development of all kinds of art, as well as maritime means of transport.

Saturn in Pisces will ensure that we cannot use spirituality or fear to avoid certain conflicts that we must face. We can meditate, spend a hundred years in Tibet, and use the most powerful mantras in the universe, but at some point, we must also act. 

During the last few years that Saturn has transited Aquarius, there has been a need to focus on individuality and be more genuine, rather than tolerating the coercion of those around us. Although Aquarius is a sign known for dancing to its own rhythm, as Saturn is all about limitations, it has pushed us to sit alone with ourselves (remember the restrictions during the pandemic) and look at where we can stand to create healthy boundaries. 

All those lessons prepared us for what lies ahead with Saturn in Pisces. We will begin to be more sensible about how to add spirituality into our daily lives, while retaining an understanding of how to structure ourselves. Many people will abandon or question religions or dogmas. 

Of course, there are many who will not savor this period, among them are religious guides and those who promote conspiracy theories. We will see conflicts between individuals of dissimilar religions, and many tendencies to try to dominate what others choose to believe. We need to accept that just because others disagree with our beliefs, does not mean they're wrong. It simply indicates that their views are different, because at the end of the day, Pisces advocates inclusion. Something we lack.

As Pisces and Neptune run the entertainment business, major studios and record companies will close, and many artists who have been connected to those studios will decide to create their own. If you are an artist, you will want to use your work beneficially, rather than letting the big companies at the top enjoy the dividends.

Interest in special effects and a greater orientation towards standalone films, and themes that reflect the everyday, will diminish. We will appreciate the beauty around us, and we will be less motivated by glamour.

Karma often tends to be seen as something evil, but reaping what you sow is not bad, if you have behaved well. Working with our karmic and subconscious baggage, understanding the past and being ready to let go, is decisive to develop in this transit and get out of it successfully. If you dodge is t, Saturn will sanction you, but if you embrace it, you will arrive at a place that is predestined to something great.
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
