The Kingdoms of Sabrina’s World


Underwater Realms
The Sea Kingdom  – The central oceanic power, home to the main merfolk and governing many of the underwater realms. It acts as a political hub and trade center for oceanic magic.
Kelpies – A warring kingdom of shapeshifting water spirits who are cunning and territorial. Their realm is filled with kelp forests, treacherous reefs, and enchanted whirlpools. Known for raiding the Sea Kingdom and rival merfolk territories. It is ruled by Coreopsis and Hannah, Sabrina’s aunt.
Merfolk Territories – Several smaller merfolk clans exist, each with its own distinct culture and magic. Some are allied with the Sea Kingdom, others oppose it. They often serve as spies, diplomats, or warriors in oceanic conflicts. Aaden and Gilda rule the Mercity. 
Sky Kingdoms
The Seven Fae Kingdoms – Floating realms suspended in clouds and sky currents. Each has its own culture, hierarchy, and magical specialty. They interact politically and magically with the underwater realms through emissaries and portals.
Cloud Kingdom – One of the most powerful of the Fae kingdoms. Its rulers maintain strong ties to the Witch Council and serve as a center for sky-based magic and diplomacy. The Cloud Kingdom is the home of Heston and his family.
Cumulus Court – Another major sky kingdom, known for its strategic influence and intricate political webs. They often act as brokers between Fae factions and occasionally involve themselves in mortal or magical disputes.
Other Notes
	Travel between kingdoms is primarily via flying with wings, using magical portals, flying creatures, or enchanted vessels (like Arigalla’s narwhal carriage).

	Magical law is enforced differently in each realm. For example, the Witch Council regulates magic among witches above and below the seas.

	Conflicts can arise from territorial disputes, magical experimentation, or alliances between warring factions in the sea and sky.
