Far be it from me to attack anyone here or to judge anyone. Rather, it is my view of things, as I interpret it below. 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Trump against Merz

It seems to be the same as always. If he does not find opponents at home, he must move on the international level. Two days earlier, German Chancellor Friedrich Merz had criticized the American Iran course unusually sharply and said that Tehran was humiliating Washington with sham negotiations. It is interesting to observe that whenever Trump is attacked with words, there is immediate feedback that lacks nothing in intensity. That he threatens to withdraw his troops from Europe is also very unrealistic, considering how many soldiers there are. It's not just about a lot of tens of thousands, but also about the weapons and everything that goes with them. If he were to really tackle this, it would lead to serious problems in the USA, because what to do with these soldiers and their weapons? In addition, this would also be a security problem for the whole planet. This vacuum that is created would be an excuse for other great powers to fill this empty space. One might think that such projects are not only avoided but also implemented, because this would lead to a major escalation that no one needs. So why do such statements have to be made without even thinking about the consequences of such actions? Are there only threats in society to achieve goals come hell or high water? One should again push diplomacy more than making dangerous statements. Apparently, this very president has to come up with such threats, since he has no solutions ready in the Middle East conflict, in Ukraine or in Iran.
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Deadline has passed

Whenever the American president puts his statements into practice, he partly ignores existing laws and requirements of his own country. This is also what happened in the war with Iran. Before he started this conflict, he would have had to ask Congress in his own country for approval. But since he assumed that he would not receive it, he struck without their consent. One could probably assume that Congress would not have let him get away with it. Only now the deadline for such an action has passed with 60 days. However, the American Secretary of Défense does not see it that way in this case. He thinks that the weapons are silent in this war and thus the deadline for this has not yet passed. You could possibly consider 2 sides for this. One would be that Trump was chasing an illusion that says: Into a country, bomb everything, overthrow the regime and then withdraw from the country again and this within a very short time. The other side is that he wanted to show his omnipotence. But he didn't succeed in either one or the other and so it's there as always. The Americans are interfering in conflicts, massively destroying infrastructure and killing an enormous number of people who would probably prefer to live in peace. And if the stated goals have not been achieved, one would prefer from the American point of view to "say goodbye" to such belligerent actions. There are some examples of such wars in history and the population has to suffer again and again.
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New tariffs?

U.S. President Donald Trump wants to increase tariffs on cars and trucks imported into the U.S. from the European Union to 25 percent starting next week. He justifies this by saying that the EU is not adhering to the agreed trade agreement. Whether this pretext is comprehensible can probably be doubted. But what can be the background of such statements? Did he not achieve his goals, which he articulated in his election campaign? Hardly, because he was unable to implement his plans both in the Middle East conflict and in Ukraine. In addition, he also uses a statement by the German Chancellor as an excuse to minimize his troops in the EU. Can you do world politics in this way, where one day this is valid and the next day the opposite. Could it be that such a policy has significantly different backgrounds? The American budget, for example, has to look at the fact that it is moving to exorbitant heights and there are no measures that could prevent this. Trump devotes himself to his favourite topic "tariffs". It may well be that he can refresh this budget in the short term with such an increase, but the European Union will certainly not stand idly by and take countermeasures. Now, however, such movements are not exactly appreciated by his own population, but also rejected. Isn't it enough to impose even more sanctions on the problem of raw materials fuelled by such wars? In the end, this can only lead to a world economic crisis, which probably no one on this planet needs. Whether Trump is also aware of this still has to be questioned. Is it possible to award the Nobel Peace Prize to such a person in the end?
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Netanyahu without conviction

For years, the Israeli president has been tried there and now they may want to force an acquittal. Doesn't the thesis apply: Everyone is equal before the law? Benjamin Netanyahu is accused of fraud, bribery and embezzlement, the trial has been going on for six years – or more precisely, it is sneaking. Netanyahu has to appear in court three times a week. That's the theory. The practice is: Netanyahu comes – and goes again. How he wants to explain this to his voters, he meets with silence. But whether the citizens of his country will accept this is probably another question. However, this phenomenon does not only apply to this regent, but it is an international problem. As soon as a person takes up a high-ranking office in the state, he or she also tries to "cement" his power, which is created by this. Finally, you can also see that they also influence political decisions. The fact that a certain enrichment may then also be the result is thus also promoted. Only then it is about funds that the citizen of his own state has to shell out with his taxes and duties. If you then put such people on trial, you can observe again and again that there are lenient sentences or even acquittals. That has something to do with democracy, when power should come from the people. But such rulers also repeatedly exerted influence on the independent judiciary in order to make it submissive to them. 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The end of Putin?
