	Understanding Cancer Development and Pathophysiology

	Cellular Changes, Carcinogenesis, and Tumor Progression

	One of the most frequently tested concepts involves the transformation of proto-oncogenes into oncogenes. Proto oncogenes normally support healthy cellular growth during tissue development and repair. Following genetic mutation, however, these genes become permanently activated, continuously stimulating cell division even when growth is unnecessary. Candidates often confuse proto-oncogenes with tumor suppressor genes. Remember this simple memory cue.

	Proto oncogenes push growth. Tumor suppressor genes prevent excessive growth.

	Tumor suppressor genes perform the opposite function. They monitor cellular integrity, stop unnecessary cell division, repair damaged DNA, and activate apoptosis whenever severe genetic injury occurs. When tumor suppressor genes become inactivated through mutation, damaged cells continue dividing instead of being removed. This combination of excessive growth stimulation and absent growth inhibition creates the biological environment necessary for malignant transformation.

	Carcinogenesis is rarely the result of one isolated mutation. Instead, it is a gradual multistep process requiring the accumulation of multiple genetic alterations over time. This explains why cancer incidence generally increases with advancing age because opportunities for DNA damage accumulate throughout life. Environmental carcinogens, tobacco smoke, ultraviolet radiation, ionizing radiation, occupational exposures, obesity, chronic inflammation, and certain viruses further increase mutation rates by repeatedly injuring cellular DNA.

	Stages of Carcinogenesis

	Initiation

	A permanent genetic mutation occurs within a susceptible cell. The mutation itself may not immediately produce cancer, but it creates the foundation upon which additional abnormalities can accumulate.

	Promotion

	Growth promoting influences stimulate repeated division of the initiated cell. Unlike initiation, promotion is often reversible if the promoting factor is removed before additional mutations develop.

	Progression

	Genetic instability accelerates, allowing increasingly aggressive cellular characteristics to emerge. Cells acquire the ability to invade surrounding tissues, stimulate blood vessel formation, evade immune surveillance, and eventually metastasize.

	For examination purposes, remember the phrase: Initiation starts. Promotion stimulates. Progression transforms.

	Tumor progression involves more than increasing tumor size. As cancer cells continue dividing, additional mutations accumulate, producing populations of cells with different biological behaviors. Some become resistant to treatment, others acquire enhanced invasive capability, and some develop the ability to spread through blood or lymphatic vessels. This phenomenon, known as tumor heterogeneity, explains why two patients with apparently similar cancers may respond very differently to identical therapies.

	Another essential concept is angiogenesis, the formation of new blood vessels supplying the growing tumor. Small tumors obtain nutrients through
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
