Kimi Antonelli simply put on his helmet and got to work.

	His debut season in Formula 1 shattered records. His first podium. The youngest driver to set a fastest lap. And then came 2026, with victories in China, Japan, and Miami, the youngest polesitter in the history of the sport, and the youngest driver ever to lead the Formula 1 World Drivers' Championship.

	This is not a story about luck. It is not a story about being in the right place at the right time. This is a story about a young man who was built for greatness, who was guided by the right people, and who never once blinked when the pressure was at its highest.

Chapter 1

	 Bologna Boy

	Every great story has a beginning, and for Andrea Kimi Antonelli, that beginning is a city steeped in history, culture, and passion. Bologna, the capital of the Emilia Romagna region in northern Italy, is a city that has long been associated with excellence. It is home to the oldest university in the world, some of the finest cuisine in Europe, and a people who carry a deep pride in craft, precision, and dedication. It is the kind of city that shapes its sons and daughters in ways they may not fully understand until much later in life. For Kimi Antonelli, Bologna was not just a birthplace. It was the foundation of everything that was to come.
