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	If so, there's considerably more to it than simply writing an ebook, converting it to the appropriate digital format, and putting it up for sale. Those steps are enough to get a book listed in the Kindle Store, but listing it is only the beginning. Your real aim is to maximize what you earn. So what steps should you take?

	Produce a quality ebook. Whether you're crafting a how-to guide or a work of fiction, the content itself must be strong. Readers won't pay for a subpar book. Beyond that, the Amazon Kindle Store features a customer review system.

	A well-written book benefits enormously from this system. A poorly written one, however, risks attracting negative reviews that discourage potential buyers from making a purchase.

	Edit and proofread your ebook thoroughly before submitting it to Amazon's digital text platform. Quality writing isn't enough on its own — it must also be carefully refined. When reviewing your work, adopt the perspective of a reader rather than the author. Consider whether your storyline holds together logically, or whether your instructions are genuinely easy to follow. Keep in mind that your objective is to earn favorable reviews on Amazon.com, and those positive reviews translate directly into increased sales.

	Craft a compelling product description. Once your ebook is written and polished, you'll head to Amazon.com and access the digital text platform. Writing your product description is one of the first things you'll do there — and it's your single best opportunity to capture a buyer's attention.

	Make the description thorough and specific. For a how-to guide, outline the subjects the book addresses. For a novel, pull a compelling passage from each chapter or summarize the plot in a way that intrigues without revealing too much.

	Preview your ebook in digital text format. Selling on the Amazon Kindle Store requires converting your ebook into digital text, and Amazon handles that conversion automatically — making the process relatively simple.

	That said, the conversion isn't always flawless. Always review the converted document for any formatting problems. An ebook needs to display cleanly and be comfortable to read on a Kindle. Formatting issues like run-on paragraphs will hurt your ratings and drag down your sales.

	Price your ebook fairly. A common error among first-time authors in the Amazon Kindle marketplace is setting their prices too high. It's worth remembering that Kindle owners already spent more than $300 to purchase the device itself.

	That's a significant investment, even considering the technology involved. It's unreasonable to expect those same buyers to spend $20 or more per book on top of that. Don't undervalue your work, but be aware that the Kindle titles with the strongest sales tend to be priced between $5.99 and $12.99.

	Actively direct readers to your Amazon sales page. Because Amazon.com is such a widely visited website — and the exclusive destination for Kindle owners buying compatible ebooks — your page will naturally attract some traffic. Still, that's no reason to sit back. Seek out online communities built around the Amazon Kindle.

	Engage with community members. Post questions, contribute to ongoing discussions, and launch your own conversations. List your title in any sections designated for buying, selling, or trading. Where permitted, add a link to your Amazon sales page in your signature.

	As this overview makes clear, earning real money from an Amazon Kindle book takes far more than writing something and uploading it. The Kindle Store contains hundreds of thousands of titles competing for attention. To maximize your earnings, you need to make your book stand out — and in all the right ways.

	Maximizing Your Profits With an Ebook

	Are you a writer who produces ebooks on a freelance basis? If so, have you considered writing your own ebook for self-publishing? If not, there's no reason to keep putting it off. Ghostwriting ebooks for clients has the clear advantage of immediate payment for your work.

	Self-publishing, by contrast, can take months before you see comparable earnings. Even so, it's worth taking a long-term view. A self-published ebook generates residual income — a revenue stream that continues to build over time.

	So how do you get the most out of a self-published ebook?

	Begin by exploring every available sales channel. Your strongest option is to sell directly through your own website or dedicated sales page. Your second-best option is a self-publishing platform like Lulu.com. As an added layer, convert your ebook into an Amazon Kindle Book.

	Selling through your own website is the most profitable approach because you retain every dollar of revenue. There's no platform taking a share of what you earn.

	To build a sales page, start by securing an affordable web hosting plan. A basic starter package will serve you well. Choose a domain name that reflects your ebook's title.

	For the page itself, open with an attention-grabbing headline. If your book teaches readers how to work from home, your headline might read something like: "Want to cut the daily commute, reduce transportation expenses, and reclaim time with the people who matter most? Let me show you how to work from home!" From there, list the key topics or chapter titles, include a brief excerpt, and feature customer testimonials.

	To gather those testimonials, offer your ebook at no charge through Craigslist.org in exchange for a short written review.

	For processing payments on your sales page, look into purchasing shopping cart software, which will allow you to accept both credit and debit cards. If that's not feasible, PayPal is a reliable fallback. As for pricing, find a fair point that appeals to buyers. Lower prices generally drive higher volume. Create a sense of value by displaying a higher original price — say $19.99 — and then showing a discounted price of $9.99, whether as a permanent or limited-time offer.

	A third-party self-publishing site like Lulu.com extends your reach to a broader audience. If your own sales page is limited to PayPal, using a marketplace allows you to accommodate a wider range of payment methods.

	This expands who can buy from you. Lulu.com also gives buyers the option to order a printed copy in addition to the digital version.

	As noted earlier, converting and uploading your ebook to Amazon's digital text platform is an easy win. There's genuinely nothing to lose by doing it.

	Listing your ebook on Amazon.com costs nothing, and converting your document into Amazon's digital format — the version compatible with Kindle devices — is free as well. Amazon processes each sale and pays you accordingly. Under their Terms and Conditions, that amounts to a 35% royalty on every transaction.

	The case for converting your PDF ebook to Amazon's digital text format and listing it in the Kindle Store is simple: the risk is zero. At the same time, you tap into a dedicated readership.

	The Amazon Kindle is a compact, lightweight device that lets readers enjoy a good book anywhere — without the bulk of a laptop or a tangle of cables.
