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Introduction: Seeing in the Spiritual "Open my eyes, that I may behold the wonders of Your law!"   - Psalm 119:18 Why see in the spiritual? 

In our time marked by materialism and pure rationality, many have lost sight of a fundamental dimension of human existence: the spiritual world. Yet, since creation, God has 

established an invisible reality that influences and governs

the visible world. Seeing in the spiritual is not an option for the authentic believer; it is a vital necessity. 

The Apostle Paul exhorts us in 2 Corinthians 4:18:

"For we do not look at the things which are seen, but at the  things which are not seen; for the things which are se en are temporary, but the things which are invisible  re eternal."  This spiritual perspective transforms our unde rstanding of reality and our approach to the challenges of l  fe.   

Seeing in the spiritual allows us to: 

Discern the true nature of events:

Beyond appearances, we can understand the spiritual stakes that lie behind the situations of our daily lives. What our natural eyes perceive as a simple conflict can reveal, to spiritual eyes, a battle between the forces of good and evil.   

Receive divine direction: God desires to communicate with His children. He has not left us orphans to navigate the complexities of this world without guidance. Through spiritual vision,

we can receive His instructions, His warnings, and His encouragements. 

Participate in the work of God: Those who see in the spiritual become collaborators with God in His plan of salvation and restoration. They can intercede accurately, prophesy with authority, and act with supernatural effectiveness.   

Foresee and prepare: Spiritual vision allows us to anticipate God's movements and the enemy's strategies. Like the sentinels of old who watched the horizon to announce the approach of an army, today's spiritual seers can warn the Church and society of the times to come.






The prophetic call today  

Contrary to what some may think, the age of prophets is not over. Jesus Christ, in His infinite wisdom, has established gifts and ministries to build up His Church until His return. Ephesians 4:11-13 teaches us that God "gave some as apostles, others as

prophets, others as evangelists, others as pastors and teachers, for the

the perfection of the saints for the work of the ministry and the edification of the body of Christ, until we all reach the unity of the faith and of the knowledge of the Son of God. 

The prophetic call today has several crucial dimensions:   

The urgency of the times: We are living in the last days, an era characterized by an intensification of spiritual activities, both divine and demonic. The Church needs prophetic voices more than ever to navigate these tumultuous waters. Today's prophets are called to be beacons in the growing darkness of this world.

The restoration of truth: In the face of the rise of false teachings and misleading doctrines, the authentic prophets have the mission to

bring the Church back to the pure biblical truth. They must

denounce apostasy, encourage repentance, and proclaim the justice of God. 

Spiritual awakening: God raises prophets to wake up a Church often asleep in comfort

and routine. Just as John the Baptist prepared the

The way of the Lord, contemporary prophets prepare the Church for the second coming of Christ.  Strategic intercession : Today's prophe ts are called to bear the burden of intercessi on for the nations, the leaders, and the Ch urch. They see God's plans and can pray accur  tely for their fulfillment.   

The demonstration of divine power: In a skeptical world that rejects the supernatural, true prophets manifest God's power through signs, wonders, and miracles that authenticate their message. 

It is important to understand that the prophetic call does not limit itself to a few exc  ptional individuals. Joel 2:28-29 prophesies:  "A

fter that, I will pour out my Spirit on all flesh; yo ur sons and your daughters will prophesy , your old men will dream dreams, and your you ng men will see visions. Even on the servants a nd on the maidserv

nts, in those days, I will pour out my Spirit."






The difference between biblical prophecy and false visions 

In our quest for authentic spiritual vision, it is imperative to distinguish between true biblical prophecy and the dangerous counterfeits that abound in our time. This distinction is not only theological; it is vital for our spiritual security and our growth in the faith. 

The characteristics of authentic biblical prophecy   

The divine origin: True prophecy finds its source in God alone. As stated in 2 Peter 1:21: For no prophecy was ever brought forth by the will of man, but men spoke from God as they were moved by the Holy Spirit. The authentic prophet does not draw from his own imagination or desires.

personnels, but receives a direct revelation from the Most High. 

Compliance with the Scriptures : Every true prophecy perfectly aligns with the written Word of God. Isaiah 8:20 teaches us: "To the law and to the testimony! If they do not speak according to this word, there will be no dawn for the people."  A prophecy that

Any assertion that contradicts or diminishes the authority of the Scriptures cannot come from God. 

The building of the Church: Paul specifies in 1

Corinthians 14:3 that"he who prophesies speaks to men, edifies them, exhorts them, consoles them." Biblical prophecy always aims to build up, encourage, and console the people of God, even when it brings necessary correction. 

The precise fulfillment: Deuteronomy 18:22 establishes an infallible criterion: "When what the prophet says does not come to pass and does not happen, it is a word that the Lord has not spoken. It is by presumption that the prophet has spoken it: do not be afraid of him." True prophecies of God always come to pass with perfect accuracy.

The glorification of Christ  : Revelation 19:10 reveals th  t  "the testimony of Jesus is the spirit of the pr

phecy."  Every authentic prophecy places Jesus-Chris t at the center and glorifies Him, directly or indi  ectly.   

The dangers of false visions  The impure sources : False visions can come from three main sources: the flesh human (imagination, personal desires, pride), the demons (seduction, deception, forgery) or psychological disorders. These sources produce "revelations" that distance from God rather than bring closer to Him. 

Spiritual pride: False visions often feed the ego of the self-proclaimed "prophet." They place him on a pedestal and separate him from the body of Christ instead of integrating him further into it. Authentic humility is replaced by disguised spiritual arrogance. 

Foreign doctrines: Many false visions introduce teachings contrary to the Bible: "new" revelations that claim to complete the 

Scriptures, messages that minimize the cross of Christ, or prophecies that advocate a distorted prosperity gospel. 

Manipulation and control: False prophets use their "visions" to manipulate and control their listeners. They create an unhealthy dependency by claiming to hold exclusive revelations necessary for salvation or blessing.   

Destructive fruits: While the Spirit of God produces "love, joy, peace, patience, kindness, goodness, faithfulness, gentleness, self-control"  (Galatians 5:22-23), false visions generate confusion, division, fear, pride, and disobedience to the Word of God. 

Criteria for discernment  

To distinguish the true from the false, the mature believer must develop several spiritual reflexes:   

Systematic biblical examination: Every  prophecy must be carefully compared to the Scriptures. The Bereans are praised in Acts 17:11 because they "examined the Scriptures daily to see if what was said was true." 

Prayer and meditation: Before accepting a  prophecy, take the time to bring it before God in prayer and meditation. The Holy Spirit, who dwells in every believer, can confirm or reject what claims to come from Him.   

The council of spiritual elders : Proverbs 11:14  affirms that "where there is no guidance, the people fall; and safety is in the abundance of  counselors."  Mature spiritual leaders can 

to shed valuable light on the authenticity of a prophecy. 

The observation of fruits : Jesus teaches us that "you will recognize them by their fruits" 

(Matthew 7:16). Observe the long-term results of the prophecies and those who proclaim them. 

This introduction lays the essential foundations 

for understanding the importance of spiritual vision in the life of the believer. It establishes the legitimacy of the prophetic call today while stressing the critical necessity of discernment. As we prepare to explore more  deeply the mechanisms of spiritual vision, let us  keep in mind that our ultimate goal is not to satisfy  a spiritual curiosity, but to become more  effective instruments in the hands of the living God. 

The path to prophetic maturity is demanding, but the rewards - for ourselves and for those whom God places in our path - far exceed the sacrifices required. May the Lord open our spiritual eyes and grant us the grace to walk in His perfect ways.

Understanding the nature of the human spirit 
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To authentically develop spiritual vision,  we must first understand the complex constitution  of human beings according to the Scriptures. This  understanding is not an abstract theological exercise,  but the key that opens the door to a true and  balanced prophetic experience.






The triple nature of man 

The Apostle Paul reveals to us in 1 Thessalo  ians 5:23 the tripartite nature of man:  "May th

e God of peace himself sanctify you completely, and may your whole spirit, soul, and body be  kept blameless at the coming of our Lor  Jesus Christ!"  This revelation is funda mental to understanding how God commu nicates with us and how we can receive His rev  lations.

The human spirit (pneuma)  : The spirit is the deepest part of our being, the one that connect s us directly to God. It is in the spirit that our ability to commune with the divine and re ceive heavenly revelations resides. Proverbs  0:27 teaches us that  "the spirit of man is th

e lamp of the Lord, which searches the inner  ost parts of

"Entrails." The regenerated spirit becomes the  temple of the  Holy Spirit and the receiver of divine communications. 

When Adam was created, God breathed into his nostrils the breath of life, thus establishing a unique spiritual connection between the Creator and His creature. This spiritual dimension distinguishes us from all other creation and enables us to perceive the invisible realities of the kingdom of God. 

The soul (psyche)   : The soul encompasses ou r intellect, our emotions, and our will. It is t he seat of our personality, our thought s, our feelings, and our decisions. The soul  processes and interprets what the mind receives from God. This is why the sanctificatio n of the soul is crucial for a pure spiritual visio

n. An unsanctified soul can distort, filter, or eve n rejec  divine revelations.






The unrenewed mind tends to rationalize or spiritualize according to its own 

desires and limited understandings. Romans 12:2 urges us: "Do not conform to the present age, but be transformed by the renewal of

the intelligence, so that you may discern what is the will of God, what is good, acceptable, and perfect. The body (soma) : The body is our physical envelope  interface with the material world.

Although it is the least spiritual part of our being, the body nevertheless plays an important role in receiving divine revelations. Paul reminds us in 1 Corinthians 6:19-20 that "your body is the temple of the Holy Spirit who is in you, whom you have received from God, and that you do not belong to yourselves. For you were bought at a great price. Therefore glorify God in your body and in your spirit, which belong to God."






The process of divine communication 

The communication between God and man generally follows this path: 

God → Human Spirit → Soul → Physical Expression 

God first communicates with our spirit through His Holy Spirit. This communication can take various forms: impressions, direct revelations, spiritual visions, or inner testimony.

The spirit receives these communications in their divine purity.   

Then, the soul processes this spiritual information. The intellect seeks to understand
