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Hello there,

If you already follow me you know me as Sports Trader Mick.

A few of my longer term followers will know that I started as a forex and crypto trader, before getting into sports trading.

The idea of this ebook came after the 2020 coronavirus outbreak deminishing the sports market and leaving sports traders with almost nothing to trade.

I decided to hop back onto forex trading until everything got back to some kind of normal.

While trading the forex an idea came to mind.

Can I teach people to trade similar to how they trade sports?

There is a difference but with a bit of tweeking and sleepless nights I came up with a few ideas and new indicators to run alongside the market indicators.

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Mindset 
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If you have had any experience in sports trading with software you will find I have tried to make this very similar.

As you will have experienced with any trading it is hard to take a loss.

Hopefully my indicators when followed correctly will make it clearer where to start the trade, where to take profit and most importantly, where to add a stop loss!

For some reason when looking at the amounts below most people see the red £10 loss first and ignor the green £20 profit

-£10 

+20 

I see the above as a win because my green exceeds the red, however most people dwell on the loss.

There are many others so the choice is yours. At the time of writing the eBook I don't receive any affiliate commission on these, they are just the ones I prefer.

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Starting out 
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Most of the trading sites have a very similar process when joining.  

I would advise starting with a demo site, these work exactly the same as a full account but will give you a better understanding and you can practise without losing your own money.  

Both the sites I have shown you have a demo site.

Most of the sites work the same, it would take me months and 100's of pages to go through them all, so I am going to base this around ETX capital for now.  

Also I will run through some of the basics of putting the trades through.

We are going to use one main indicator, our push lines and also our strength indicator. 

Main indicator: Moving average convergence/divergence (MACD) 

Second indicator: Strength indicator that can be seen on our site View Here

Third indicator: Push Lines

Some people like to read the

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So lets start at the very end results 
and then work forward.

I am going to use ETX capital for the ebook demonstration as it is easier to use.

most company's work the same way and have similar layouts.
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Finished Chart Before we start I am just going to show you an example of a finished chart to try and give you an idea of what it will look like and how it performs. 

Once you get used to using it you wont need all the lines as you will start to see the movements without them.  

We will focus on the end part of the chart to show you how it works and how it helps you. 

Chart 1
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On the next page is the enlarged section from the chart on the other page. 

I will explain step by step how to use and trade with the lines that are added, also where you need to add the lines and what to look for.

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You would have bought in at 0.89233 and sold at 0.89369

creating 0.00136 pips
For a £10 Trade amount that would be a profit of
£136 
––––––––
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This is classed as about 13 pips because
technically it starts from the fourth digit on from
the decimal point e.g. 

0.89233 the black digit is 3 pips

PIP is the fourth numeral

after the decimal place, i.e.

0.89233.

Yes, this can be a bit

complicated to understand at first, but once you have calculated PIPS difference a few times, it should become fairly easy for you.
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So, for a £10 Trade amount that would be a 

profit of £136 

The move would be around £1 for every move 

on the fifth digit

and £10 for every move on the fouth digit
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
