This walk wasn't just a stroll; it was a daily audit of my soul. Every mile was a foot deeper into the subgrade of my own history.

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​Chapter 1: The Mushroom Cloud

I’ve stood in the center of the "Big House" at Michigan and Camp Randall, and I’ve sat across from Presidents and Governors. People ask if I was starstruck. I tell them no. I was more impressed by the local Sheriffs I knew back in Muncie than I was by the politicians in D.C. To me, the history and the foundation of those stadiums was far more real than the teams playing on top of them. I wasn't there for the autographs; I was there to build.

In 2003, we were putting the turf in at the University of Michigan. It was a "Gladiator" feeling, standing in that history. My crew—men who were struggling with their own demons, men who would later lose their lives to the black hole of addiction—wanted to leave a mark. They signed their names to dollar bills and buried them under the Michigan "M" logo. They wanted the world to know they existed. I never signed a bill. I didn't need my name hidden under a rug to know I was there. I was too busy watching the friction.

While we were in Ann Arbor, the machine back home was hitting the breaking point. CR3—the tire recycling plant—was catching fire. I came around Dead Man’s Curve on Highway 67 and saw it: a black mushroom cloud rising over Muncie. It wasn't just rubber burning; it was the hydrogen, the steel, and the sweat of a maintenance-heavy business finally succumbing to the heat.

The partners had scattered. One couldn't handle the conflict and simply walked away. Another was spinning out in a Tahoe, fighting bipolar ghosts. So, I was the one who stood there when the fire trucks arrived. I’ve seen the highest levels of success and the blackest smoke of failure happen at the exact same time. It taught me a "square" truth: A field is only as good as the foundation you can’t see.
