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			Introduction

			Sound familiar? You’re not alone.

			There is only one voice in the universe that can answer that question. And He has been speaking all along.

			The destination was never merely forgiveness or heaven. The destination has always been the Father Himself. Millions have believed in the way but missed the destination. They have known Jesus as Savior but have not followed Him home.

			A Fatherless World

			The world has never been more fatherless than it is today.

			Our whole culture runs on results. Perform. Produce. Prove yourself. We measure worth by output and success by achievement. Relationships suffer while résumés grow. We are connected to everyone and known by no one.

			And underneath it all, a void.

			Generational trauma has closed our hearts. We don’t know how to feel. We don’t know how to receive. We armor up, push through, and wonder why we’re exhausted.

			We fill the void with careers, possessions, entertainment, even religion. But nothing satisfies. Every comfort is artificial. Every identity we construct eventually crumbles.

			There is only one voice that can tell us who we are. And most of us are too busy to hear it.

			We are asking the same question, whether they have words for it or not: Do I matter? Does anyone love the real me? Does anyone see me? Does anyone want me?

			The same question. The same ache.

			Even inside the church, many who faithfully read their Bibles, pray, lead ministries, plant churches, and counsel others find themselves exhausted. The fear of abandonment chases them relentlessly. They can serve a Master. They cannot rest in a Father. They are trapped outside of the very relationship God created them for. They read about the Father’s love but cannot feel it. They teach about adoption but live as hired servants.

			All we know is the pursuit of success. We have no idea that significance is far better, and readily available, through Father’s Heart [image: ] Beloved Identity. So we wake up another day and choose results at the expense of relationships.

			What the Father Offers

			The Father interrupts.

			Not with new information, but with revelation. Not with more to do, but with an invitation to receive. And receive truly means to receive, with no strings attached. Love based on love, not on performance.

			When God reveals Himself as Father, He invites closed hearts to open to Him as sons and daughters. This is terrifying for a world trained to keep that door locked. But for those who open it, even just a crack, He pours in.

			Love, joy, and peace that never end. A comfort that immediately exposes all other forms of comfort as artificial. A Father who protects. A Holy Father who perfectly loves His children and repeats “no condemnation means no comdemnation,” morning after morning. Genuine rest without any pressure to perform. Joy unspeakable, delight, and dancing constantly.

			He really does heal the brokenhearted and bind up their wounds (Psalm 147:3). This is not poetry. This is what He does.

			He heals the grieving parts of us that have been controlling us our whole lives. He frees His children to live with spiritual authority, able to receive every inheritance promised in Scripture. No longer begging for scraps. Finally seated at the Father’s table.

			The Wound We All Carry

			Before we go any further, we need to name something that every human shares.

			In the garden, when Adam and Eve hid from God, something shattered. Not just a rule, a relationship. The first children of the Father walked away from His presence, and every soul born since has carried the echo of that separation. It is the deepest wound in human history, and it lives in every one of us: The fear of abandonment.

			It shows up everywhere. In the child picked last for the team. In the pit in your stomach when someone says “we need to talk.” In the exhaustion of performing to earn love you were never meant to work for. In holding back part of yourself because full exposure has never been safe.

			The world sees this wound and gives it many names—anxiety, codependency, rejection, sensitivity, trust issues, control. And these are real struggles with real consequences. But the Father sees something deeper. He doesn’t see a disorder to be managed. He sees a lie to be replaced and a child to be brought home.

			The lie is this: You have been left. You will be left again. You are on your own.

			The truth is this: The Father has never stopped running toward you. Jesus was forsaken on the cross so that you never would be (Matthew 27:46).

			FHB Note: Jesus always called God “Father”—except here. On the cross, He bore the separation from the Father so you never would. The absence of “Father” is the point.

			The veil tore. Access to the Father was restored. And the Spirit of adoption, not fear, now cries out from within you: Abba, Father.

			Everyone carries this wound in some form. You are not alone in it. And more importantly, you are not left alone with it.

			The Father is here. He has always been here. And He has something to say to us.

			What the Father Sees When He Looks at the Fall

			We have been taught to read the story of the garden as punishment. Adam and Eve sinned. God was angry. He drove them out. End of story.

			But what if we’ve been reading it through the accuser’s eyes instead of the Father’s?

			The devil wants you to see the Fall as proof that God rejects those who fail Him. That one mistake cost you everything. That the Father turns His back when you get it wrong. This is the accusation he has held over humanity: You blew it. He’s done with you. You’re on your own now.

			But look again—with the Father’s eyes.

			When Adam and Eve sinned, they did not just break a rule. They chose a path of rebellion that, left unchecked, would have separated them from the Father forever. And there in the garden stood the Tree of Life. If they had eaten from it in their fallen state, they would have lived forever in rebellion, permanently cut off, eternally locked into separation with no way home.

			So the Father drove them out.

			Not in anger. In mercy.

			He closed the garden to keep open the way back to Himself. He blocked access to the Tree of Life so that death itself could become the doorway through which restoration would come. The Father was already planning the cross. Already preparing a way to bring His children home. Already setting in motion the redemption that would cost Him His own Son.

			And even as He sent them out, what did He do? He clothed them.
