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1. Eiffel Tower
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One of the most beautiful spots in the entire planet is the Eiffel Tower, located in the capital city of Paris of France, which stands vividly green at Champ de Mars soaring beautifully over the river Seine throughout the year. It had the tallest number of spectators visiting and visiting and has, by some token, become France and French identity's symbol.

The Eiffel Tower was placed in Paris late in the 19th century, the ingenious brainchild of a French engineer, Gustave Eiffel, and constructed by his company. Due to his popularity and success, the iciest of architects in commission with acumen and profound design gradually persuaded his father to build the Grand Palais and Gare Lyon for the fulfillment of the 1855 World Exposition, held in London. ZeroConstructorly built, the tower was proposed for the Exposition Universelle 1889 meant to commemorate the 100th anniversary of the French Revolution. It was proposed by the French Govemment as a feature intended to display their supremacy in science and engineering, and the tower indeed was towering there with its modernity in glory before the hundreds of guests, so that all day they could wonder and thrill without end at its epic heights.

Launch of the construction of the Eiffel Tower took place in 1887, and the tower was completed in 1889. It is quite modest in respect of the extent of work that was required during that period, needing nearly precisely two years, two months, and five days to be built. With the labor force numbering nearly 300, this building had sunk an amazing total of 7.8 million francs in construction outlays, which increased almost immediately to the highest investment yield in the annals of French tourism.

Basically, the design of the Eiffel Tower is unique and unconventional in comparison to most buildings. Iron was used to construct the framework and the supporting members, reinforcing a truss structure, in that the tensile force of the fasteners and joints is distributed equally through a flat surface. This kind of structure was needed because of how smart the design was for combining extreme strength and lightness all at once. The legs of the tower curve slightly outwards from their origin point, uniting at the same point at the top of the tower. It is this grand curve that causes the building to be so much stronger in the many gusts of wind that it must endure.

The tower was 330m high after showing up today. If the building were completed currently, it would never get classed as it was the tallest structure post-inauguration, a title held for over 40 years until it was nosed out by the New York Chrysler Building in 1930. The tower will take patrons to three levels. Thus, gift shops, restaurants, or general-show exhibition stands, on the first and second levels of the tower, are attractions at each level. The topmost among the three levels is the third level. Up there, the view of Paris obviously goes around.

Iron used at the time of construction and lifting, however, gave the Eiffel Tower its unique character. The iron components were prefabricated in a factory and were assembled into the final product while located at the construction site itself. Each part had to be measured accurately and fit inside the other parts to guarantee precision in the final structure. Unimaginable efforts of the workers dominated in assembling over 18,000 iron parts with more than 2.5 million rivets. The hard work of the workers saw their work being uplifted and placed into position with the help of cranes and scaffolding. Despite the tower's immense height, the team was very cautious and hardly caused any incidents, which, in those far-off days, was considered a record in itself.

Its color also slightly changes as per light and weather situations. Every now and then, its huge walls are painted to keep rust at bay. About 60 tons of paint are applied to repaint the tower once every seven years, but the magical glow of thousands of bulbs when dark falls, shining brightly at the top for a few moments at the end of an hour, is nothing but a pretty sight.

On human scale and for aesthetic perfection, the Eiffel Tower is viewed as the most magnificent and shall remain in this view. In many ways, it even stands like a huge iron sculpture from the horizon. Fascinating patterns of structural design and massive metallic amenities can be seen across the front and close to the Tower. The statue adorns an atmosphere of such overwhelming modesty, in an
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
