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CHAPTER ONE: INTRODUCTION TO DREAMS IN THE BIBLE
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What Are Dreams?

Dreams are experiences or visions that come to a person, usually during sleep, in the form of images, thoughts, emotions, or messages. In the Bible, dreams often served as a way for God to speak to His people. They can reveal His plans, give guidance, provide warnings, or offer comfort.
Job 33:14-16 (NLT): “For God speaks again and again, though people do not recognize it. He speaks in dreams, in visions of the night, when deep sleep falls on people as they lie in their beds. He whispers in their ears and terrifies them with warnings.”
The Purpose of Dreams

- To give direction – God showed Joseph in a dream to take Mary and baby Jesus Christ to Egypt (Matthew 2:13).
- To warn of danger – The wise men were warned in a dream not to return to Herod (Matthew 2:12).
- To reveal future events – Pharaoh’s dream predicted seven years of plenty and seven years of famine (Genesis 41:25-32).
- To encourage and strengthen faith – God used dreams to assure His people of His promises.
Biblical Examples of Dreams

- Joseph (son of Jacob) dreamed of his future position of authority (Genesis 37:5-11).
- Pharaoh’s dreams foretold Egypt’s coming famine (Genesis 41).
- Nebuchadnezzar’s dreams revealed future kingdoms (Daniel 2).
- The wise men’s dream directed them away from Herod (Matthew 2:12).
- Joseph (husband of Mary) was guided through dreams on how to protect the child Jesus Christ (Matthew 1:20, 2:13, 2:19-22).

2. How can you be more sensitive to God’s voice in your dreams?
3. What can you learn from how people in the Bible responded to their dreams?

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CHAPTER TWO: THE SOURCE OF DREAMS
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God-Given Dreams

Some dreams come directly from God as a means of communication. God uses dreams to reveal His plans, provide instructions, offer encouragement, and give warnings. In the Bible, God-given dreams were often clear in purpose, even if their meanings required interpretation.
Numbers 12:6 (NLT) says: “If there were prophets among you, I, the Lord, would reveal myself in visions. I would speak to them in dreams.”
Such dreams align with God’s Word and bring peace, guidance, or holy fear that draws us closer to Him.
Dreams from the Flesh

Not every dream is from God. Some dreams arise from our own minds, influenced by daily activities, worries, desires, or fears. These dreams reflect what occupies our thoughts and hearts during the day.
Ecclesiastes 5:3 (NLT) teaches: “Too much activity gives you restless dreams; too many words make you a fool.”
Such dreams may have no spiritual significance but can reveal what we need to submit to God in prayer.
Deceptive Dreams

There are also dreams that come from the enemy, intended to deceive, bring fear, or lead people away from God’s truth. The Bible warns of false dreams that mislead.
Jeremiah 23:25-27 (NLT): “I have heard these prophets say, ‘Listen to the dream I had from God last night.’ And then they proceed to tell lies in my name... By telling these false dreams, they are trying to get my people to forget me.”
We must test all dreams against God’s Word and seek confirmation through prayer and counsel.

1. How can you tell if a dream is from God or from another source?
2. Why is it important to test and confirm the meaning of a dream?
3. Have you ever acted on a dream that came from God? What was the result?

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CHAPTER THREE: BIBLICAL FIGURES AND THEIR DREAMS
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Joseph the Dreamer

Joseph, the son of Jacob, received dreams from God that revealed his future position of leadership. His dreams showed his family bowing to him, symbolizing that God had a great plan for his life (Genesis 37:5-11). Although these dreams led to jealousy and hardship, they eventually came true when Joseph became a ruler in Egypt.

Daniel and His Interpretations

Daniel was gifted by God to interpret dreams. He explained the dreams of kings and revealed God's messages about future kingdoms and events. Daniel’s wisdom and understanding of dreams came from God’s Spirit (Daniel 2:19-45). His interpretations brought glory to God and saved lives.

The Dreams of Pharaoh

Pharaoh’s dreams foretold seven years of abundance followed by seven years of famine in Egypt. God used these dreams to prepare a nation for hard times (Genesis 41:1-36). Joseph’s interpretation of the dreams helped save many people from starvation.

The Wise Men’s Dream

After visiting baby Jesus Christ, the wise men were warned in a dream not to return to King Herod. This dream protected Jesus Christ from danger (Matthew 2:12). God used the dream to guide and protect His Son.

1. What can we learn from how Joseph and Daniel handled their dreams and interpretations?
2. How did God use dreams to guide and protect His people?
3. In what ways can we seek God’s wisdom when we have dreams that seem important?
