Perjury statutes, false statement laws, securities fraud prohibitions, wire fraud doctrines, and defamation torts all impose legal consequences on deliberate falsehoods in specific contexts. The politician who campaigns on a fabricated history of events, however, remains almost entirely beyond their reach.

	To understand why this asymmetry exists, Weissmann traces the evolution of the political lie across American history. Political exaggeration, selective memory, and partisan spin are as old as the republic itself. Thomas Jefferson's allies spread scurrilous rumors about John Adams. The antebellum period was saturated with propagandistic distortions about slavery and abolitionism. 	• Demand that media institutions distinguish between political spin (exaggeration, selective framing, misleading statistics) and weaponized falsehood (specific, verifiable false claims about election integrity deployed to undermine democratic processes).
