		and embarrassing moments refuse to disappear.



	Scientists have discovered that the brain stores information more effectively when it connects learning to:

	
		emotion,

		imagination,

		humor,

		visuals,

		repetition,

		and storytelling.



	That is exactly why memory tricks work.

	Suppose you want to remember the word gigantic.

	You could stare at the definition repeatedly.

	Or you could imagine a gigantic hamster wearing sunglasses while driving a school bus through downtown traffic.

	Strong readers behave like detectives.

	When they encounter unfamiliar vocabulary, they search for clues hidden nearby.

	Writers often provide hints through:

	
		descriptions,

		emotions,

		actions,

		comparisons,

		or surrounding details.



	Look at this sentence:

	“The ancient castle looked gloomy, dark, silent, and abandoned.”

	Even if you never learned gloomy before, the surrounding clues suggest sadness or darkness.

	That is context-clue reading.

	Here are common types of context clues:

	Definition Clues

	“The desert is arid, meaning extremely dry.”

	Emotion Clues

	“She felt jubilant after winning the competition.”

	Winning suggests happiness.

	Comparison Clues

	“Unlike his boisterous brother, Marcus remained quiet.”

	The comparison helps explain boisterous.

	Action Clues

	“The frantic crowd rushed toward the exits.”

	The action suggests panic.

	The more you practice finding context clues, the easier reading becomes.

	Eventually, your brain begins solving vocabulary puzzles automatically.
