When I first read verses 36-38 of Hebrews 11 I felt betrayed. The modern church had hidden these verses from me my entire life.

I had lived for years believing what the church taught, that suffering was not for Christians, because Christ had already paid all the price and it was only up to us to enjoy the benefits and if you suffered it was because you were in sin or because you were outside of his will because the sign that you are doing God's will is that you have peace. Just today I saw a Facebook post where I read something about that and I said to myself “What a tremendous peace Jesus would have done the perfect will of God who shouted “My God, my God, why have you forsaken me?” (Matthew 27:46, Mark 15:34)”

But what could I expect from a modern church whose DNA is ease and it is not convenient for people to know that part of the gospel because it is not good publicity for its main purpose, which is obviously not for people to be saved, but to fill temples. and have many of its church-restaurant franchises. Restaurants, because they serve people what they want (Juan Manuel Vaz)

The modern church had vilely deceived me and I had the entire New Testament and church history to show me how deceived I was when even those who walked with Jesus, those who ate with him, those who heard his words from his own mouth died of horrendous ways:
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Being really sincere, or sincerely sincere, I didn't want to know that truth of the gospel either. The human part of me, even after many years, finds it difficult to accept that a good God can allow suffering, as expressed in Philippians 1:29 “For it is given to you for Christ's sake, not only that you believe in him, but also that you may you suffer for him.”

Because it is not something that is hidden in the Bible, Jesus himself never hid the truth and also clarified that it had to happen:

John 15:19 If you belonged to the world, the world would love you as one of its own, but you are no longer part of the world. I chose them to leave the world, that's why the world hates them.

John 15:20 Do you remember what I told you? “The slave is not superior to his master.” Since they persecuted me, they will persecute you too.

John 16:1 »I have told you these things so that you do not abandon your faith.

John 16:2: They will expel them from the synagogues, and the time will come when those who kill them will think that they are doing a holy service for God.

Matthew 10:34 »Do not believe that I came to bring peace to the earth! I did not come to bring peace, but a sword.

Matthew 10:35 “I have come to set a man against his father, a daughter against his mother, and a daughter-in-law against his mother-in-law.

Matthew 10:36 Your enemies will be the members of your own household!” *.

Matthew 10:37 »If you love your father or mother more than me, you are not worthy to be mine; If you love your son or daughter more than me, you are not worthy of being mine.

Matthew 10:38 If you refuse to take up your cross and follow me, you are not worthy to be mine.

Matthew 10:39 If you hold on to your life, you will lose it; but, if you give your life for me, you will save it.

John 16:33 I have spoken these things to you so that in me you may have peace. In the world you will have trouble; but trust, I have overcome the world.

Jesus never hid the cost or price of following him, Jesus did not want to give himself good publicity to attract people as is usually done now. In fact, rather he said, look if you are going to do a construction first calculate the cost:

Luke 14:28 » But, don't start without counting the cost. Well, who would start constructing a building without first calculating the cost to see if there was enough money to finish it?

Luke 14:29 If not, you may only finish the foundation before you run out of money, and then everyone will laugh at you.

Luke 14:30 They will say: “There is the one who started a building and he could not finish it!”

Luke 14:31 »Or what king would go to war with another king without first sitting down with
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
