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"God blessed them and said to them, Be fruitful and increase in number; fill the earth and subdue it..."

(Genesis 1,28)
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With every dawn, the Catholic Church reclaims the thread of a story that has been unraveling for two thousand years. A history of unwavering faith, of saints and sinners, of triumphs and trials. But every new Pope is not merely a custodian of the past; he is also a navigator who must steer the "Barque of Peter" through the tumultuous waters of the present. The election of Pope Leo XIV, on May 18, 2025, was a moment of great joy and hope, a new chapter in a millennium-long relay race that has seen 266 shepherds succeed one another in leading Christ's flock.

Jokingly, one might say that this succession resembles a great relay, in which each athlete passes the baton to the next, transmitting not only the flame of faith, but also the entire baggage, positive and negative, of human history and the Tradition of the Church. From Gothic cathedrals to the challenges of secularism and the ethical questions of modernity, every Pontiff has inherited a world in continuous evolution. Beyond the immense privilege of being the representative of Christ on Earth, every Pope receives the enormous responsibility of preserving and transmitting the Truth of the Faith received from the Son of God, a Truth that is eternal and immutable.

The greatest challenge for every Pontiff is to find the right balance: to apply the Truth of the Faith without ever distorting it or bending it to passing fashions. It is not the Faith that must adapt to human trends, but man who must rise up and adapt to the authentic Faith. Pope Leo XIV, a spiritual son of Saint Augustine, has adopted the famous motto:


"Love, and do what you will,"


understanding that true Love is the source of moral and natural law and the only way to build healthy human relationships. This is why, in this historical moment, we need an authentic Love, one capable of offering solutions that flow from compassion - a Love that does not yield to error, but corrects it with charity.

One of the greatest and most difficult "legacies" that Pope Leo XIV has received is a matter of enormous importance and sensitivity: the debate on homosexual and irregular couples. The most burning element in this succession is the Declaration "Fiducia supplicans," approved by Pope Francis and published by the Dicastery for the Doctrine of the Faith, which opened the possibility of non-liturgical blessings for such unions. This move has divided the Catholic world and raised the paradox of an official act that mandates a practice that is almost clandestine. The problem is essentially this: if the blessing is the natural effluence of God's Love towards His creature (the sinner), how can the Church deny it? But if the revealed Truth establishes that the marital blessing is reserved for the fruitful and complementary union solely between a man and a woman, how can the Church grant it without compromising its doctrine and the Truth?

In this scenario, the Church, with Pope Leo XIV at the helm
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
