Chapter 1: Understanding the NDIS Landscape

How the NDIS Works: The Participant Journey

The journey begins when a person with a disability applies for NDIS access. Once accepted into the scheme, participants work with NDIS planners to develop their individual support plan. This plan outlines the participant’s goals, current circumstances, and the supports they need to achieve greater independence and community participation. The plan includes funding allocations across different support categories, which directly determine what services participants can purchase and from whom.

The NDIS organises supports into three main categories: Core Supports, Capacity Building Supports, and Capital Supports. Core Supports include assistance with daily living activities, transport, and consumables. Capacity Building Supports focus on building independence and skills through therapeutic interventions, support coordination, and employment support. Capital Supports cover assistive technology and home modifications.

Participants can choose to manage their funding in three ways: agency-managed (where the NDIA manages payments directly), plan-managed (where a plan management provider handles the financial administration), or self-managed (where participants manage their own funding). This choice significantly impacts how providers interact with participants and receive payment for services.

For providers, understanding these management options is crucial because they determine your potential market reach. Registered providers can work with participants across all three management types, while unregistered providers can only work with plan-managed and self-managed participants. This distinction significantly impacts your business model and growth potential.

The planning process is cyclical, with plans typically reviewed annually or when circumstances change significantly. This creates ongoing opportunities for providers to demonstrate value and maintain relationships with participants. Understanding the planning cycle helps providers time their marketing efforts and prepare for potential changes in participant funding.

Participants have significant choice and control over their supports, including the right to change providers if they are not satisfied with services. This creates both opportunities and challenges for providers. Those who deliver high-quality, person-centred services can build strong, long-term relationships with participants. However, providers who fail to meet participant expectations may find themselves losing clients to competitors.



Market Trends and Opportunities
