​The Testimony of Historians

Sa'id ibn 'Amir al-Jumahi was one of the thousands of young men who gathered in the region of at-Tan'im near Mecca at the call of the Quraysh leaders to witness the execution of one of the companions of Muhammad (peace and blessings of Allah be upon him), Hubayb ibn 'Adi, who had been treacherously captured.

With his youthful energy and enthusiasm, he managed to push through the procession and get close to the leading Quraysh chieftains, such as Abu Sufyan ibn Harb and Safwan ibn Umayyah.

This gave Sa'id the chance to see the Quraysh prisoner himself—shackled in chains, being shoved by the hands of women, children, and youths as they led him to his execution. Their aim was to avenge their losses at the Battle of Badr by taking the life of Hubayb in retaliation for the Quraysh who had been slain.



​The Last Prayer of Hubayb ibn 'Adi

As the crowd and the prisoner reached the place prepared for his execution, the young Sa'id ibn 'Amir al-Jumahi, due to his tall stature, saw Hubayb stepping onto the platform for crucifixion. Amidst the noise and cries of women and children, he heard Hubayb’s firm and calm voice:


"If you are able, allow me to perform two units of prayer before my death..."


Sa'id watched as Hubayb turned towards the Ka'bah and performed his prayer. "How beautiful and perfect was this prayer!" thought Sa'id.

After completing his prayer, Hubayb turned to the Quraysh leaders and declared:


"By Allah, if I did not fear that you would think I am prolonging my prayer out of fear of death, I would have prayed even longer..."





​The Torture and Steadfastness of Hubayb

Sa'id saw with his own eyes how the men of his tribe began to torture Hubayb, cutting off parts of his body piece by piece. While doing so, they shouted at him:


"Would you like to have Muhammad in your place while you go free?"


Drenched in blood, Hubayb responded:


"By Allah, I would not want to be safe among my family and children while even a single thorn pricked Muhammad in my place."


At that moment, the people raised their hands and the uproar of the crowd grew louder:


"Kill him! Kill him!"





​Hubayb’s Final Supplication

Then, Sa'id ibn 'Amir saw Hubayb raise his gaze to the sky from the execution platform and supplicate:


"O Allah! Reduce their numbers and destroy them one by one, leaving none of them!"


Shortly after, Hubayb’s soul departed, his body bearing countless wounds from swords and spears.

The Quraysh returned to Mecca and, amidst the whirlpool of significant events, forgot about Hubayb ibn 'Adi and his execution. However, the image of Hubayb never left the mind of the growing Sa'id ibn 'Amir—not for a single moment.

When he slept, he saw Hubayb in his dreams. When he was awake, he envisioned him, standing calmly and confidently, performing his final two rak'ahs of prayer before stepping onto the execution platform. The voice of Hubayb, calling upon Allah (the Most High) against the Quraysh, echoed in Sa'id’s ears.

Fear struck Sa'id ibn 'Amir’s heart—he feared that lightning or a stone from the heavens would strike him down.



​The Lessons Learned from Hubayb ibn 'Adi

​The Visit of 'Umar ibn al-Khattab to Ash-Sham

Soon after, 'Umar ibn al-Khattab (may Allah be pleased with him) arrived in Ash-Sham to personally assess the condition of the people. He stayed in Homs, a city widely known as “Little Kufa” (Kuwaifa).

​Complaints Against Sa'id ibn Amir

The people of Homs were known for frequently complaining about their governors, just like the people of Kufa. A delegation from the residents of Homs came to greet 'Umar. He asked them:

“How do you find your Amir?”

The people complained to 'Umar about Sa'id, mentioning four matters, each more serious than the other.

​The First Complaint

'Umar (may Allah be pleased with him) said:

“I gathered Sa'id and these people, calling upon Allah not to change my opinion about Sa'id, as I had great trust in him. When the people and their Amir stood before me, I asked:

‘What is your complaint against your Amir?’”

They replied:

“He does not come out to us until midday.”

'Umar asked:

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​The Messenger of Allah’s (peace and blessings of Allah be upon him) Supplication for Tufayl

"O Allah, grant him a sign that will help him fulfill his good intentions."

This was the supplication of the Messenger of Allah (peace and blessings of Allah be upon him) for Tufayl.

​Tufayl ibn Amr ad-Dawsi’s Status and Virtues

Tufayl ibn Amr ad-Dawsi was the leader of the Daws tribe in pre-Islamic times. He belonged to a noble and aristocratic Arab lineage and was widely known for his generosity and magnanimity.

The fire in his home never ceased burning, as he always had food prepared, and his doors were open to anyone who wished to enter.

He provided food for the hungry, comforted those in fear, and offered protection to those who sought help. Besides his kindness, Tufayl was intelligent, perceptive, refined, and enlightened. He was a gifted poet with a keen sense of language, able to distinguish between eloquent and harsh speech, which had an almost magical effect.

​Tufayl’s Journey to Makkah

The disbelievers of Quraysh fiercely resisted his call, using every means available to them to drive people away from him.

Tufayl found himself in the midst of this struggle, unprepared and without a clear purpose.

He had not come to Makkah for this reason, and until then, he had not given any thought to the matter of Muhammad (peace and blessings of Allah be upon him) or the Quraysh.

Due to these circumstances, Tufayl ibn Amr ad-Dawsi had an unforgettable experience. Let us listen to his incredible story.

​The Quraysh Warn Tufayl

Tufayl narrated:

"I arrived in Makkah, and as soon as the leaders of Quraysh saw me, they came to me, warmly welcoming and honoring me. They then hosted me in one of their finest houses.

Later, the chiefs and elders of Quraysh met with me and said:

‘O Tufayl, you have come to our land while this man, who claims to be a prophet, has disrupted our affairs, divided families, and scattered our community. We greatly fear that you and your leadership over your people will be affected as we have been. Do not speak to this man and do not listen to him. Indeed, his words are like sorcery—he separates a son from his father, a brother from his brother, and a wife from her husband.’”

​Tufayl’s Initial Fear and Precaution

Tufayl continued:

"By Allah, they continued to tell me the most astonishing things about him, filling me with fear for myself and my people, and vividly describing his so-called sorcery. Eventually, I became so determined not to approach him, speak to him, or listen to him that when I went to the place of worship to perform tawaf around the Ka'bah and seek blessings from the idols we revered, I stuffed my ears with cotton, fearing that I might hear Muhammad’s words.

However, as soon as I entered the sacred area, I saw Muhammad standing near the Ka'bah, praying. His way of worshipping Allah was unlike ours, and his prayer was different from ours. His appearance captivated me, and his worship astonished me.

I suddenly found myself, without realizing it, drawing closer to him until I was standing nearby.

By Allah’s will, I overheard part of what he was reciting. I heard beautiful words and said to myself:

‘Woe to you, O Tufayl! You are an intelligent and discerning poet, capable of distinguishing between the beautiful and the ugly. What prevents you from listening to what this man says? If his words are good, accept them; and if they are evil, reject them.’”

​Tufayl Accepts Islam

Tufayl continued:

"I remained there until the Messenger of Allah (peace and blessings of Allah be upon him) left for his home, and I followed him. When he entered his house, I entered after him and said:

‘O Muhammad, your people have told me such and such about you. By Allah, they kept frightening me about you until I stuffed my ears with cotton to avoid hearing your words. However, Allah willed that I hear some of what you recited, and I found it to be beautiful. Tell me about your religion.’

The Messenger of Allah (peace and blessings of Allah be upon him) then explained Islam to me and recited Surah Al-Ikhlas ("The Sincerity") and Surah Al-Falaq ("The Daybreak").

By Allah, I had never heard words more beautiful than his, nor had I ever encountered a cause more just than his.

After that, I extended my hand to him and testified that there is no deity worthy of worship except Allah and that Muhammad is the Messenger of Allah. That is how I embraced Islam."

​Seeking Knowledge and a Sign from Allah (the Most High)

Tufayl ibn Amr Ad-Dawsi narrated:

“For some time after this, I remained in Makkah, studying the fundamentals of Islam and memorizing passages from the Qur'an. When I was preparing to return to my people, I said:

‘O Messenger of Allah (peace and blessings of Allah be upon him), I am a man whose tribe obeys him. Upon returning to them, I will call them to Islam. Supplicate to Allah (the Most High) so that He may send down a sign to assist me in what I am inviting them to.’

The Messenger of Allah (peace and blessings of Allah be upon him) exclaimed:

‘O Allah, send him a sign!’

​A Miraculous Light Appears

As I was returning to my people, and when I reached a mountain near their dwellings, a light appeared in my eyes, resembling a bright lamp. I cried out:

‘O Allah! Do not direct the light toward my face, for I fear that people may think it is a punishment sent upon me for abandoning their religion...’

Tufayl ibn Amr Ad-Dawsi continued:

“In Makkah, I went with Abu Hurayrah to the Messenger of Allah (peace and blessings of Allah be upon him). The Prophet (peace and blessings of Allah be upon him) asked me:

‘What news do you bring, O Tufayl?’

I replied:
‘The hearts of the people are covered with a veil that hides the truth from them. Disbelief is deeply rooted in them... In the tribe of Daws, corruption and disobedience prevail...’
​The Prophet’s Supplication for the Tribe of Daws

The Messenger of Allah (peace and blessings of Allah be upon him) then rose, performed ablution, and began praying, raising his hands toward the sky.”

Tufayl recounted:

“Seeing him in this state, I became afraid that he might be calling upon Allah (the Most High) to send calamity upon my people, leading to their destruction...

I said:
‘O my people!...’
However, the Messenger of Allah (peace and blessings of Allah be upon him) supplicated:

‘O Allah, guide the tribe of Daws to the straight path... O Allah, guide the tribe of Daws to the straight path... O Allah, guide the tribe of Daws to the straight path...’

​The Prophet’s Advice to Tufayl

Then, the Prophet (peace and blessings of Allah be upon him) turned to Tufayl and said:

‘Return to your people, be gentle with them, and invite them to Islam.’”

​Tufayl’s Continued Efforts in Calling His People to Islam

Tufayl ibn Amr Ad-Dawsi continued:

“After returning to the tribe of Daws, I persistently invited all its people to Islam until the Messenger of Allah (peace and blessings of Allah be upon him) migrated to Madinah.

The battles of Badr, Uhud, and the Battle of the Trench took place. After that, I came to the Messenger of Allah (peace and blessings of Allah be upon him) with eighty families from the tribe of Daws who had sincerely embraced Islam.

The Messenger of Allah (peace and blessings of Allah be upon him) was very pleased with us and granted us an equal share of the spoils from the Battle of Khaybar along with the rest of the Muslims.

We requested him:

‘O Messenger of Allah, make us your right flank in every expedition you undertake.’”

​The Conquest of Makkah and the Destruction of the Idol Zul-Kafayn

Tufayl continued:

“I remained constantly with the Messenger of Allah (peace and blessings of Allah be upon him) until Allah granted him the conquest of Makkah.

Then I requested him:

‘O Messenger of Allah, send me to the idol Zul-Kafayn of the tribe of Amr ibn Humamah so that I may burn it...’

With the Prophet’s permission, Tufayl set out for the idol along with a small unit from his people.

Upon reaching the site and preparing to burn the idol, men, women, and children gathered around, expecting that divine punishment in the form of lightning would strike Tufayl if he harmed Zul-Kafayn.

Tufayl approached the idol and set it ablaze before its worshippers. Then he recited:

O Zul-Kafayn, I am not your slave.
We were born before you,
And I have ignited a fire in your heart...
The raging flames consumed the idol, and with it, the remnants of idolatry in the tribe of Daws perished. The entire tribe embraced Islam, and they became devoted Muslims.

​Tufayl’s Role During the Caliphate of Abu Bakr (may Allah be pleased with him)

After this, Tufayl ibn Amr Ad-Dawsi remained closely with the Messenger of Allah (peace and blessings of Allah be upon him) until Allah took his soul.

When the truthful companion of the Messenger of Allah (peace and blessings of Allah be upon him), Abu Bakr (may Allah be pleased with him), became the caliph, Tufayl pledged allegiance to him along with his sword and his son.

​Tufayl’s Dream Before the Battle of Yamamah

When the wars against the apostates began, Tufayl, along with his son Amr, was at the forefront of the Muslim army marching against the false prophet Musaylimah.

On the way to Yamamah, Tufayl had a dream and told his companions:

‘A dream came to me. Interpret it for me.’

They asked:
‘What did you see?’
Tufayl replied:

‘I saw myself with my head shaved, and a bird flew out of my mouth. A woman placed me inside her womb, and my son Amr was calling me with all his might, but there was a barrier between us.’

The people said:
‘We hope it is a good omen...’
Tufayl continued:

‘By Allah, I interpret it as follows: my shaved head means that it will be severed... As for the bird flying from my mouth, it is my soul... The woman who placed me in her womb is the earth that will be dug to bury me in its depths... I hope to die as a martyr. The son calling me represents him seeking martyrdom on the battlefield, which awaits me by Allah’s decree, though he will die in battle later.’”

​Tufayl’s Martyrdom and His Son’s Wound in the Battle of Yamamah

During the intense battles of the Yamamah campaign, the distinguished companion of the Messenger of Allah (peace and blessings of Allah be upon him), Tufayl ibn Amr Ad-Dawsi, displayed extraordinary bravery and heroism and was martyred in one of the confrontations.

His son Amr fought valiantly in the battles until he was severely wounded, losing his right hand. Afterward, he returned to Madinah, leaving his father and his severed hand in the land of Yamamah.

— What is wrong with you?! Perhaps you do not want to eat with everyone because you are embarrassed about your hand?

— Yes, O Commander of the Faithful, — Amr replied.

The caliph exclaimed:

— By Allah, I will not touch the food until you mix it with your severed hand! By Allah, there is no one among us whose body part is already in Paradise except you!

He was referring to Amr’s severed hand.

​Amr’s Aspiration for Martyrdom

The dream of dying a martyr’s death on the battlefield never left Amr after his father’s martyrdom. During the Battle of Yarmuk, Amr fought in the front ranks and bravely engaged in combat until, like his father, he fell as a martyr.

​A Martyr and the Father of a Martyr

May Allah have mercy on Tufayl ibn Amr ad-Dawsi, who died a martyr in battle and was the father of a martyr.

​The Hero of the Story: Abdullah ibn Huzafa

The hero of this story is one of the Companions of the Messenger of Allah (peace and blessings of Allah be upon him), named Abdullah ibn Huzafa as-Sahmi.

Undoubtedly, history could have passed by this man just as it had overlooked millions of Arabs before him, leaving them unnoticed.

However, the greatness of Islam granted Abdullah ibn Huzafa as-Sahmi the opportunity to meet two of the rulers of the earthly world in his time—the Persian king (Khosrow) and the Byzantine emperor.

Each of these encounters became a significant event that remained etched in the memory of people and was forever recorded in the annals of universal history.

​Meeting with the Persian King

The meeting of Abdullah with the Persian Khosrow took place in the sixth year after the Hijrah when the Prophet (peace and blessings of Allah be upon him) decided to send a group of his Companions to foreign kings and rulers with his letters, inviting them to embrace Islam.

The Messenger of Allah (peace and blessings of Allah be upon him) was fully aware of the dangers of this mission...

The envoys of the Prophet (peace and blessings of Allah be upon him) were to travel to distant and unfamiliar lands with which the Arabs had never had any previous relations.

They were unfamiliar with the languages of the people in these lands and knew nothing about the nature of their rulers...

Furthermore, they were tasked with calling these rulers to abandon their beliefs, relinquish their power and authority, and accept the religion of a people who had recently been under their influence...

Such an endeavor was extremely dangerous, and a person who undertook such a mission was considered lost, while one who returned was as if reborn.

​The Prophet's Address to His Companions

Gathering his Companions, the Messenger of Allah (peace and blessings of Allah be upon him) addressed them with a speech. First, he praised and glorified Allah, pronounced the testimony of faith, and then said:

"I intend to send some of you to foreign kings and rulers to convey this message: 'I do not want you to argue with me as the Children of Israel argued with Isa ibn Maryam.'"

The Companions of the Messenger of Allah (peace and blessings of Allah be upon him) responded:

"We, O Messenger of Allah, are ready to fulfill whatever you command. So, send us wherever you wish."

​Selection of the Envoys

The Prophet (peace and blessings of Allah be upon him) appointed six of his Companions to deliver his messages to the Arab and foreign rulers. Among these six chosen individuals was Abdullah ibn Huzafa as-Sahmi.

He was assigned the task of delivering the Prophet’s (peace and blessings of Allah be upon him) letter to the Persian Khosrow.

​A Solemn Farewell and a Long Journey

Setting out on his distant journey, Abdullah ibn Hudhafah as-Sahmi bid farewell to his wife and son before heading toward his goal. He traversed mountains and valleys, enduring the hardships of travel. Throughout his journey, he was entirely alone—his only companion was Allah. Eventually, he reached Persian territory and sought permission to enter the presence of the king. He informed the royal courtiers that he bore a message specifically for the king himself.

Upon hearing this, the Persian emperor (Khusrau) issued orders for the palace to be decorated and preparations to be made for the meeting. He summoned the noble Persian officials, who soon gathered in the throne hall. Finally, Abdullah ibn Hudhafah was granted permission to enter the court.

​The Meeting with Khusrau

Abdullah ibn Hudhafah entered the hall of the Persian ruler, dressed in a simple garment with a cloak of thick fabric draped over him. His attire reflected the simplicity of an Arab Bedouin, yet he walked in with his head held high, exuding the might of Islam and a heart filled with pride in his faith.

As Khusrau saw Abdullah approaching, he signaled to one of his courtiers to take the letter from his hands. However, Abdullah firmly objected:

"In the name of Allah, the Most Merciful, the Most Compassionate... From the Messenger of Allah, Muhammad, to Khusrau, the Persian king. Peace be upon him who follows the true guidance..."


The moment Khusrau heard these opening words, fury overtook him. His face reddened, the veins in his neck swelled with anger, and his chest heaved with rage. What enraged him most was that the Messenger of Allah (peace and blessings of Allah be upon him) mentioned his own name first in the letter instead of honoring the Persian emperor.

Consumed by anger, Khusrau snatched the letter from the scribe's hands and tore it to pieces without even reading its full contents. As he did so, he shouted:


"How dare he address me in such a manner? He is merely my subject!"


He then ordered Abdullah ibn Hudhafah to be expelled from the assembly, and his guards immediately carried out the command.

​The Escape and the Prophet’s Response

Leaving the court, Abdullah ibn Hudhafah reflected on what would happen next. Would he be killed, or would Allah grant him safety? Yet, in his heart, he reassured himself:


"It does not matter what happens to me. I have fulfilled the mission of the Messenger of Allah."


Without delay, he mounted his camel and set off toward Madinah.

When Khusrau’s anger subsided, he ordered his guards to bring Abdullah back, but by then, he was nowhere to be found. They searched for him, but he had vanished. The emperor then sent riders to pursue him along the route to Arabia, but they failed to capture him.

Upon reaching Madinah, Abdullah ibn Hudhafah presented himself before the Prophet (peace and blessings of Allah be upon him) and informed him of everything that had transpired—how Khusrau had torn the letter to shreds. Hearing this, the Prophet (peace and blessings of Allah be upon him) responded with a divine proclamation:


"May Allah tear apart his kingdom."

Without wasting time, the envoys rushed to carry out the governor’s order and soon arrived in At-Ta’if. There, they found Qurayshi merchants and started inquiring about Muhammad (peace and blessings of Allah be upon him). The people responded that he was in Yathrib.

Joyfully, the merchants headed to Makkah, where they began congratulating the Quraysh, saying:
"Rejoice! Khosrow has taken up the matter of Muhammad and will rid you of his harm."
Meanwhile, the two envoys continued their journey toward Madinah. As soon as they arrived, they sought out the Prophet (peace and blessings of Allah be upon him) and handed him Badhan’s letter.

They said to the Messenger of Allah (peace and blessings of Allah be upon him):
"The King of Kings wrote to our master, Badhan, commanding him to send men to bring you to him. So here we are, and you must accompany us to Khosrow. If you agree, we will speak on your behalf before him so that he will not harm you. But if you refuse, there is no need to remind you of Khosrow’s power, might, and ability to destroy you and your people."
​The Response of the Prophet (peace and blessings of Allah be upon him)

Smiling, the Messenger of Allah (peace and blessings of Allah be upon him) said to them:
"Go back and stay where you are for the night, and come to me tomorrow."
The next morning, the envoys returned to the Prophet (peace and blessings of Allah be upon him) and asked:
"So, have you prepared to travel with us to meet Khosrow?"
The Prophet (peace and blessings of Allah be upon him) replied:
"You will not meet Khosrow again. Allah has killed him at the hands of his son, Shirawayh, on such and such a night, in such and such a month."
​The Envoys’ Astonishment and the Prophet’s (peace and blessings of Allah be upon him) Prophecy

Both envoys stared at the Prophet (peace and blessings of Allah be upon him) in utter astonishment.

They exclaimed:
"Do you understand what you are saying? Should we write this to Badhan?"
The Prophet (peace and blessings of Allah be upon him) replied:
"Yes. And convey to Badhan that, indeed, my religion will spread over all the lands reached by the kingdom of Khosrow. If he accepts Islam, I will grant him authority over all that he governs and appoint him as the ruler of his people."
​The Acceptance of Islam by Badhan and the Persians in Yemen

After leaving the Messenger of Allah (peace and blessings of Allah be upon him), the envoys traveled back to Badhan and reported everything that had happened.

Hearing this, Badhan said:
"If what Muhammad has said is true, then he is a Prophet. If not, then we will decide what to do with him."
Soon after, Badhan received a letter from Shirawayh, which stated:
"I am informing you that I have killed Khosrow. I did so solely to avenge our people. Khosrow committed great injustices—killing the noblest and most honorable among us, taking women as concubines, and seizing the wealth of the people. When you receive my letter, make sure all your subjects pledge allegiance to me."
Upon reading Shirawayh’s letter, Badhan set it aside and announced that he had accepted Islam. Along with him, all the Persians in Yemen at that time embraced Islam.

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​The Story of Abdullah ibn Hudhafah's Encounter with the Byzantine Emperor
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​The Background of the Meeting

During the caliphate of Umar ibn al-Khattab (may Allah be pleased with him), one of the most remarkable and captivating events took place involving Abdullah ibn Hudhafah as-Sahmi.

In the 19th year after the Hijrah, Umar ibn al-Khattab (may Allah be pleased with him) dispatched an army to confront the Byzantines. Among the Muslim warriors was Abdullah ibn Hudhafah as-Sahmi.
