This module is designed to help you rediscover that sacred identity: loved, created, and sent.

Over these five weeks, we will pair core biblical truths with foundational principles of sports psychology. You will learn to build authentic confidence through self-efficacy, find your anchor through values clarification, and embrace challenges with a growth mindset, ultimately learning to live and play with balance, freedom, and purpose.

    

  

    
      Week 1


Named in Love




    

    
      “Do not fear, for I have redeemed you; I have summoned you by name; you are mine.” (Isaiah 43:1, NIV)


As an athlete, your name is everything. It is on the back of your jersey, on the roster, in the heat sheet, and, you hope, on a trophy. Your name is often synonymous with your performance: your stats, your rank, your personal best. In the world of sports, your identity is built through relentless effort, wins, and external validation.

But what happens when that identity is threatened? A bad game, an injury, a slump, or a coach’s criticism can feel like more than just a setback—it can feel like a personal erasure. If your name is only as good as your last performance, you will live in a constant, exhausting state of fear.

This is why God’s first words in this verse are, “Do not fear.” Why? Because He immediately follows it with the three pillars of an unshakable identity:

	“I have redeemed you.” This is a past-tense action. Your value was not determined this morning at practice or in your last competition. It was sealed by an act of grace. Redemption is not a prize you earn; it is a priceless gift you have already been given.

	“I have summoned you by name.” This is deeply personal. He does not just call someone an athlete, point guard, or runner. He calls you. He knows your name, separate from your achievements. He sees the person inside the jersey.

	“You are mine.“ This is the ultimate declaration of identity. It is possession in the most loving, protective sense. You do not belong to your team, your ranking, your fans, or your failures. You belong to Him.



This week, your focus is on this critical shift: moving from an identity you must earn to an identity you have already received. Your worth is not fragile; it does not fluctuate with every win and loss. It is fixed. It is not based on your performance but on His grace.


    
        Athlete Spotlight

    



In 2021, Naomi Osaka was at the pinnacle of professional tennis. She was not only a multi-time Grand Slam champion, but also the highest-paid female athlete in the world and the face of the sport. However, when she arrived at the French Open that year, she experienced a profound internal crisis.

The pressure to perform, to win, and to maintain the “champion” identity the world had given her became crushing. She made the shocking decision to withdraw from the tournament, citing the need to protect her mental health and admitting to long-time battles with depression. (ESPN, 2021)

Her decision was met with both criticism and massive support, but it highlighted a deep truth for all athletes: you can win everything the world has to offer and still feel like you are losing yourself. The identity of “champion” had become a prison.

Several months later, after time away for reflection, Osaka shared what she gained through the experience: “I’ve learned that my worth isn’t measured by wins.”

Naomi Osaka had to embark on a journey to separate her person from her performance. She realized that basing her entire sense of self on her results was unsustainable and damaging. Her journey is a powerful, modern-day example of the principle in Isaiah 43. She had to discover that her name—“Naomi”—was more important than her title—“champion.” She had to find a worth that a scoreboard could not touch.


    
        Mental Skill: Values Clarification

    



If your worth is not coming from your performance, where does it come from? Biblically, we know it comes from God. Psychologically, we anchor that worth by defining our core values.

Values are different from goals. Goals are external achievements (e.g., win the championship, get a scholarship). Values are internal drivers (e.g., be a courageous teammate, compete with integrity).

When you are value-driven instead of outcome-driven, you regain control. You can lose a game and still be a courageous teammate. You can have poor performance and still maintain integrity. When your values are clear, your why becomes stronger than your fear of failure.

This is not just a spiritual idea; it is a proven psychological tool. Research in behavioral psychology shows that clarifying your values [Rokeach (1973) and Schwartz (1992) call it “value theory”] is essential for long-term resilience. When your actions reflect your core beliefs, you increase your intrinsic motivation and psychological coherence, which in turn significantly reduces anxiety.

The Exercise: Define Your Five Core Values. Take 10 minutes. Look at the list below or add your own. What are the five guiding principles you want to define your life, both on and off the field?

      Week 2


Calling Beyond Titles




    

    
      “For we are God’s handiwork, created in Christ Jesus to do good works, which God prepared in advance for us to do.” (Ephesians 2:10, NIV)


In the world of sports, we are defined by our titles: starter, captain, rookie of the year, MVP, or champion. These titles are the goal. They are the external proof of our doing—the result of our sweat, our sacrifice, and our success. We chase these titles because they promise identity, worth, and respect.

But what if our identity isn’t based on what we do, but on what has been done for us?

Paul’s letter to the Ephesians flips the script. He says, “For we are God’s handiwork....” You are not a player on a roster; you are a masterpiece crafted by God.

This verse completely rewires our understanding of purpose. Notice the order:

	You ARE God’s Handiwork: This is your identity. It’s a statement of being.

	Created in Christ Jesus: This is your foundation. Your value is established in Him.

	To Do Good Works: This is your calling. This is the result of your identity, not the source of it.



Our culture tells us: Do good works (win, achieve, perform) so that you can become God’s handiwork (valuable, a masterpiece). The Gospel tells us: You are God’s handiwork, so you are now free to do the good works He has for you.

This calling is infinitely bigger, deeper, and more permanent than any title you will ever hold. A title is temporary—it can be lost, defended, or taken away. A calling is eternal. When you compete for a title, you are crushed by performance anxiety. When you compete from your calling, you are fueled by purpose.


    
        Athlete Spotlight

    



Sydney McLaughlin-Levrone is arguably one of the most dominant and gifted athletes on the planet. She has broken the world record in the 400-meter hurdles multiple times, won Olympic gold medals, and earned every title her sport can offer. By the world’s standards, she has it all.

If her identity were based on titles, she would live under the constant, crippling pressure to maintain that perfection—to never lose, to always break the next record.

Instead, after one of her historic, record-shattering races, her interviews consistently turn to a different focus. She has said, “I run to glorify God, not myself.” (Sports Spectrum, 2022)

This is a perfect picture of Ephesians 2:10 lived out on the world’s biggest stage. Sydney McLaughlin-Levrone understands that her athletic gift is the “good work” God prepared for her in advance. Her purpose is not to collect gold medals; her purpose is to reflect God’s glory through the gift He gave her. The medals are just a byproduct of her calling.

This perspective is an effective remedy against performance anxiety. When you know your mission is to honor God with your effort—whether that results in a win or a loss—the anxiety of the outcome loses its power. Your focus shifts from “I have to win this” to “I get to do this for Him.” It redefines success not as “Did I win?” but as “Did I run faithfully?”


    
        Mental Skill: Growth Mindset

    



The theological truth of being God’s handiwork has a powerful psychological parallel: the Growth Mindset.

Dr. Carol S. Dweck (2006), a Stanford psychologist, defines two core mindsets:

	Fixed Mindset: This is the mindset of titles. It believes your abilities, intelligence, and talents are static. You are either a good athlete or you are not. Every game is a test that could expose you as a fraud. This creates intense anxiety, avoidance of challenges, and a tendency to quit when things get hard. The inner voice says, ‘I can’t.’ 

	Growth Mindset: This is the mindset of calling. It believes your abilities can be developed through dedication, effort, and good strategy. Every challenge is an opportunity to learn and get stronger. Failure is not a permanent verdict; it is a data point for growth. The inner voice says, ‘I’m learning.’ 



As an athlete, you cannot fully embrace your calling (Ephesians 2:10) while living in a fixed mindset. If you are God’s handiwork, then struggle is not a verdict; it is the very process by which He is shaping you. That brutal conditioning drill is not ‘proof that I’m not good enough’ (fixed mindset); it is the “good work” God is using to build endurance in me (growth mindset).

This mental shift—from ‘I can’t’ to ‘I’m learning’—is the key to unlocking your calling. It lowers anxiety, increases your resilience, and helps you focus on the process of getting better, not just on the result of winning.


    
        Journal Prompts

    



	In what specific situations (e.g., in a close game, after a mistake, when a teammate gets praised) do I feel performance pressure (the title) replacing my sense of purpose (the calling)? 

	If I truly believe God is shaping me in the middle of a hard practice, how would my attitude toward the drill or the exhaustion change? 

	What is one area of my sport where I often think ‘I can’t’? How can I reframe that today as ‘I’m learning‘?




    
        Action Challenge

    



Your calling is not just for the spotlight; it is for the small, unseen moments. This week, actively take on one “good work” that has no title attached.

Choose to perform an unseen team task, like picking up the water bottles before the manager asks, being the first to shag balls for a teammate, cleaning up the locker room, or writing an anonymous note of encouragement to someone on the bench.

Do this task not to be seen or thanked but as a quiet act of worship, reminding yourself that your calling is about serving God, not earning applause.

Speak Truth to Yourself




    

    
      “Finally, brothers and sisters, whatever is true, whatever is noble, whatever is right, whatever is pure, whatever is lovely, whatever is admirable—if anything is excellent or praiseworthy—think about such things.” (Philippians 4:8, NIV)


The most important competition you will ever have is not on the field—it is in your mind. The loudest voice you will ever hear is not your coach, your parents, or the crowd; it is your own inner critic.

For athletes, this inner voice can be relentless. You are not fast enough. You blew that play. She is better than you. You do not deserve to be here.

The apostle Paul knew this. In this famous verse, he is not just giving friendly advice; he is giving a direct command. He is telling us to seize control of our thought life. Why? Because the direction of our mind determines the direction of our life.

Notice, Paul does not say “whatever is easy” or “whatever feels good.” He says, “whatever is true.” This is not naive optimism; it is about anchoring your mind in reality. Moreover, the ultimate reality is not your last mistake, but God’s unchanging truth. This is the core of your work this week: to capture that negative, critical voice and replace it with the voice of truth.
