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Opening times often vary, so we recommend checking them directly on the website of the place you plan to visit.
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INDUSTRIAL
CULTURE

Built between 1960 and 1964, the former urban power station known as Kraftwerk encapsulates a whole piece of Berlin’s industrial and party history. Home to the famous techno club Tresor since 2006, today it’s also a spectacular setting for exhibitions, concerts and dance performances.

The space isn’t open every day, so make sure to check the programme on the website and book your tickets in advance.
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PLAYING PING PONG
IN BERLIN

Don’t forget your ping pong racket when you come to Berlin, my tourist friend. Real Berliners know that the city’s a paradise for table tennis players. There are hundreds – yes, hundreds! – of ping pong tables scattered around town, available for anyone to use, just waiting for you.

Where? We’re eternally grateful to the brilliant Peter Ulrich for creating the amazing ‘Ping Pong Map’ app, which clearly pinpoints all the city’s tables. But beware: some are in schools and therefore off limits.
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THE TASTE OF
OLD BERLIN

Few cities in the world have as many authentic historic restaurants as Berlin. Despite the war, despite the Wall, despite the Nazis, several charming hang-outs where you can while away the hours have managed to survive. Places you go to not necessarily for the quality of the food but to soak up the timeless atmosphere, undisturbed.


> Josep-Roth-Diele

One of our favourite spots, named after the Austrian Jewish writer Joseph Roth (1894–1939), who lived next door until 1933, when he was forced into exile. Except for the ceiling, the room is authentically vintage (1898), with a delightful atmosphere and retro music. Very good crème caramel … and the day’s newspapers are on offer too.
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> E. & M. Leydicke

Opened by Emil and Max Leydicke in 1877, Leydicke is a little jewel far from the trends and the crowds – the decor doesn’t seem to have changed since the place opened. The colourful owner, Raimon Marquardt, still distils homemade liqueurs, which he serves on the premises or to take away.

We love to linger here, savouring the unique atmosphere. A rare spot.
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> Alt Berliner Wirtshaus Henne

A delightful spot. Opened in 1908 (in a building dating from 1888), ‘Henne’ survived for a long time just 5 metres from the Berlin Wall.

Today, you can enjoy a wonderful fried half-chicken (secret recipe) with traditional potato salad or coleslaw.

Not to be missed!
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> Diener Tattersall

Opened in 1893, the superb Diener Tattersall, always packed to the rafters, is a place where you’re likely to experience intense encounters. Taken over by former boxer Franz Diener in the 1950s, it has become a must for artists and Berlin’s beautiful people (note the 500 or so portraits of artists that adorn the walls), who love to hang out in the relaxed atmosphere there. A real institution.
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A MASTERPIECE OF
SILENT CINEMA WITH A LIVE ORCHESTRA

About twice a month, the legendary Babylon Mitte offers the chance to see Fritz Lang’s 1927 masterpiece of silent cinema, the mythical Metropolis, in exceptional conditions. At the heart of the enormous auditorium with its art deco vibe, an orchestra some thirty musicians strong provides a musical accompaniment for two and a half hours, evoking the glory days of pre-war cinema, when every screening was a true performance.

Remember to book in advance on the cinema’s website so you’re sure to get a seat.

The Babylon also lets you (re)discover other cool silent films accompanied by an organ every Saturday night at midnight – free of charge. 0:00 am, 0€, 0 dialogue – a programme as original as it is minimalist.
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A ONE-OF-A-KIND CINEMA

Opened in 1963, a few minutes’ walk from Alexanderplatz, it retains its inimitable East German atmosphere despite renovations after the fall of the Wall – especially in the upstairs bar, where you can have a drink under chandeliers from the former Czechoslovakia. Then there’s the 17.5-metre screen, a large auditorium that seats 608 (currently 551) and impeccable acoustics, thanks in particular to the wave-shaped ceiling … If the Funkhaus (see p. 65) wasn’t enough to convince you that they also knew how to build quality buildings in East Germany, head on over to Kino International.

THE MAGIC OF OPEN-AIR CINEMA

The city is teeming with great open-air cinemas in every district, whether in parks (Hasenheide, Rehberge) or in gardens right in the heart of the city. Our favourites are the ones in Kreuzberg (behind the Künstlerhaus Bethanien) and especially the Pompeji in Ostkreuz (in the grounds of the ZUKUNFT cultural centre).

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EAST GERMANY
AT THE TOP OF ITS GAME

The Funkhaus is an amazing place. Headquarters of the East German state radio until 1990, the building – designed by Franz Ehrlich in 1951 – is a masterpiece of 1950s architecture.

Today, the vast 13-hectare complex offers exciting guided tours (the fantastic staircase that leads nowhere, designed with different surfaces to make it possible to record the nuances of footsteps on the stairs, is particularly impressive), concerts (some of which take place in the world’s largest music recording studio) and sound performances.

After lunch in one of the Funkhaus’s two restaurants, you could spend a delightful afternoon and evening on the terrace next to the Spree, which you can also explore by renting a kayak a few metres away.
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THE BEST RESTAURANTS
IN NEUKÖLLN

Neukölln is the district of Berlin with the city’s coolest bars and restaurants. Here are our top picks.


> Our kind of restaurant

Located in the very pleasant Schillerkiez, not far from Tempelhof, Barra is our kind of restaurant: lovely decor, top-quality cuisine, friendly service, reasonable prices … In fact, you’ll eat better here than in many starred restaurants and you’ll always have a better time. So definitely not to be missed – make sure to book several days in advance.
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> Exceptional ice cream at an excellent pizzeria

Gazzo Pizzeria is one of Berlin’s best pizzerias: dough that’s crispy (just a touch, exactly the way we like it), quality ingredients, original combinations of toppings. But Gazzo has a secret weapon: its exceptional ice cream, made with buffalo milk from Brandenburg and eaten with a drizzle of olive oil (yes, really!), which makes all the difference.
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> The perfect brunch

One of our favourite places in Berlin. Modern but cosy decor, simple but good food (don’t skip the fantastic croque monsieur or the French toast with crème fraîche), very cool welcome … What’s not to love? Another advantage: Sorrel is one of the few good restaurants in Berlin that’s open for lunch.
