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Introduction

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Chapter 1 – The Angel as Messenger
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hroughout history, the most common role of angels has been as messengers. The very word angel in Greek—angelos—means “messenger.” In Arabic, the term malak carries the same sense: one who is sent with a task. If God is infinite and transcendent, beyond human sight, then there must be a bridge between heaven and earth. This is where angels come in—not as gods themselves, nor as mere symbols, but as intermediaries carrying truth.

The question is: are these messengers real, or are they the product of imagination? Let us turn to one of the most famous encounters in history: the angel Gabriel delivering the Word of God.

The Story of Gabriel and Revelation

What followed was twenty-three years of divine communication: laws, moral teachings, stories of past prophets, visions of heaven and hell—all delivered by Gabriel. To Muslims, this is not legend but history, and it is the foundation of their faith.

Parallel Traditions

The story of an angel bringing a message is not unique to Islam.


•  In Christianity, Gabriel appeared centuries earlier to Mary, announcing the miraculous conception of Jesus. “Do not be afraid, Mary,” he said, “you have found favor with God.”

•  In Judaism, angels were sent to Abraham, Jacob, and Daniel with warnings, blessings, and prophecies.

•  Even outside the Abrahamic faiths, messengers from the divine appear: the Zoroastrian yazatas, Hindu devas, and Buddhist devas all carry messages between higher and lower realms.
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The striking similarity across cultures raises a question: why do so many traditions insist that divine truth requires a messenger?

The Argument: Why a Messenger?
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	Human Limitation

Skeptic’s Objection
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Of course, critics argue differently. They claim that Muhammad’s experience in the cave was a seizure, that Mary’s vision was a hallucination, that prophets simply heard the echoes of their own minds under stress or meditation.

Modern psychology explains visions as a result of fasting, sleeplessness, or intense emotion. Perhaps, skeptics say, “angels” are just archetypes—symbols of the human subconscious.

But here lies the problem: if they were purely psychological, why would the content of the messages transcend the individual? Why would they produce teachings that reshape civilizations, legal systems, moral codes, and spiritual traditions for millennia? Hallucinations do not build empires of faith; messages do.

A Real-Life Encounter

Exhausted and nearly defeated, they claimed to witness shining beings who urged them not to retreat. The event became known as “The Angels of Mons.”
