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INTRODUTION

1 - Sweat, wonder of God 

God,  when  designing  the  human  body,  created  a complex  system  to  make  the  body  eliminate  sweat  every time  the  internal  temperature  threatens  to  increase.  The sweat  glands,  most  of  which  are  located  on  the  palms  of the  hands,  the  soles  of  the  feet,  the  armpits  and  the forehead,  began  to  eliminate  sweat  that  contains  water, sodium  chloride,  urea  and  uric  acid,  reducing  the  internal temperature.  There  is a  rare  disease  in  which  the person does not have these glands and they are forced to live in cold  regions  or  in  an  air-conditioned  environment. 2 - Chickens, wonders of God. 

When most  people  lived  in  rural areas,  they  raised chickens  that,  in  addition  to  providing  eggs  and  meat, sanitized the environment by eating insects, beetles, frogs and  even  snakes. 3 - Natural laws, wonders of God. 


The  world  is  governed  by  God  through  implacable and  irreducible  laws  established  by  Him.  These  natural 15
