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When a sinner hears the gospel of our Lord Jesus Christ, is convicted of sin and then confesses the Lordship of Christ, he immediately passes from the domain of darkness and the authority of Satan into the Kingdom of God’s dear Son, Jesus Christ. He comes under the Lordship of Christ. Coming under the Lordship of Christ means that he has also come under the Lordship of the Holy Spirit. 

The Lordship of the Holy Spirit is the reign of the Spirit of God in the hearts of those who are saved. For the unsaved men, who the bible refers to as those who have not obeyed the gospel, Satan rules in their hearts and spirits. He is the spirit at work in the children of disobedience.

And you hath he quickened, who were dead in trespasses and sins; Wherein in time past ye walked according to the course of this world, according to the prince of the power of the air, THE SPIRIT THAT NOW WORKETH IN THE CHILDREN OF DISOBEDIENCE:

Ephesians 2:1-2

The Christian, the one who is saved, does not have Satan working in his heart. His spirit is recreated and indwelt by the Holy Spirit. The main reason for the indwelling of the Holy Spirit in our hearts is the very same reason why God created man in the first place—it is so that He would have fellowship with us. This fellowship between God and man is the main ministry of the Holy Spirit indwelling us. 

We must also understand that without the Holy Spirit, Christianity will not be possible, for it is His presence in us that makes us Christians (Romans 8:9). Without Him, there’s nothing we can ever do which will be acceptable to God the Father. Everything we do, therefore, must be directed and ordered by Him and must be done in the power and anointing of the Holy Spirit. 

We see this in the life of Jesus when He walked the earth. First, His public ministry did not start until He was anointed and filled with the Holy Spirit at His baptism by John in the Jordan (Matthew 3:13-17, Luke 3:21-22). From then onwards, everything He did was done in the power of the Holy Spirit. He was led by the Holy Spirit into the wilderness to be tempted by the devil (Matthew 4:1, Luke 4:1). After this, He came from the wilderness full of the Holy Spirit to start His ministry (Luke 4:14). 

He spoke about how the Spirit of the Lord had anointed Him to do all that He was doing (Luke 4:18). It was by the Holy Spirit that He offered up Himself to die on the cross (Hebrews 9:14) and He was raised from the dead by the same Holy Spirit (Romans 8:11). Finally, before He was taken up to heaven, He gave further instructions to the disciples through the Holy Spirit (Acts 1:2)

Jesus Christ, though Himself God, submitted completely to the Lordship of the Holy Spirit when He was here on earth. The Christian must also submit completely to the Lordship of the Holy Spirit so that the Spirit of the Lord can carry out His ministry sufficiently in him and through him. For this submission to be fruitful, he must become acquainted with the Holy Spirit who is within him and learn how to be completely yielded and submitted to His Lordship. This is the reason for this book.  

My dearest brother or sister in the Lord, I have written this book to help you to know the Holy Spirit. Like Paul prayed for the Ephesian church, I also pray for you, that as you read this book, the God of our Lord Jesus Christ, the Father of glory, will give unto you the spirit of wisdom and revelation in the knowledge of Him and that the eyes of your understanding be flooded with light so that you can comprehend the full and exact knowledge of the Holy Spirit and walk with Him in total submission to His Lordship so that He can efficiently carry out His ministry in you and through you. God bless you.

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Chapter One

The Third Person Of The Godhead
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For there are three that bear record in heaven, the Father, the Word, and the Holy Ghost: and these three are one. 

1 John 5:7

The Holy Spirit is the third Person in the Godhead. The Godhead, also known as the Holy Trinity, is one God in three Divine Persons— God the Father, God the Son and God the Holy Spirit and these three Personalities, though distinct, are one; one in purpose, power, majesty and glory. This means that God the Father is fully God, God the Son is fully God and God the Holy Spirit is also fully God. This does not mean, however, that there are three Gods. These three distinct Personalities are an absolute Oneness, sharing a single Divine essence.  

We see a manifestation of the three Personalities in the Godhead during the baptism of Jesus Christ in the Jordan by John the Baptist. Jesus Christ, who is the begotten Son of God, was physically on earth, being baptized by John. The Holy Spirit, who proceeds from the Father, lighted upon Christ like a dove and the Father, the Source of all things, spoke from heaven to approve of Christ as His beloved Son in whom He is well pleased.

And Jesus, when he was baptized, went up straightway out of the water: and, lo, the heavens were opened unto him, and he saw the Spirit of God descending like a dove, and lighting upon him: And lo a voice from heaven, saying, This is my beloved Son, in whom I am well pleased.

Matthew 3:16-17

For the purpose of this book, we will focus on the third Person in the Holy Trinity, which is the Holy Spirit. His being third in the Godhead is not because He is lesser in any way than the other two, but because He is the third to be manifested to us in the world. He is fully God and is no less than the Father and the Son. He is as much God as both are. He is equal to both of them in majesty, power, glory and eternity. The bible shows us different attributes of the Holy Spirit which prove to us that He is God. Let us take a look at these different attributes. 

The Holy Spirit is God because He is given names which are only ascribed to God. There are names which are only ascribed to God. Calling someone else or anything by any of such names is to blaspheme against the Lord. Since the Holy Spirit is God, referring to Him by such names is not blasphemy. The Holy Spirit, as God, is referred to as Lord on many occasions in the scriptures. In fact, in many instances of Scripture, where the Lord is spoken of as doing something, it was the Holy Spirit who was actually at work. 

When the Lord appeared to Moses on mount Horeb, we are told that the “the angel of the LORD appeared unto him in a flame of fire out of the midst of a bush”. When Moses turned to see the bush which was burning and yet wasn’t being destroyed, we’re told that “when the LORD saw that he turned aside to see, God called unto him out of the midst of the bush...” In this scripture, you’ll see that the Angel of the LORD who appeared to Moses is also referred as the LORD and God. 

Now Moses kept the flock of Jethro his father in law, the priest of Midian: and he led the flock to the backside of the desert, and came to the mountain of God, even to Horeb. And the angel of the LORD appeared unto him in a flame of fire out of the midst of a bush: and he looked, and, behold, the bush burned with fire, and the bush was not consumed. 

And Moses said, I will now turn aside, and see this great sight, why the bush is not burnt. And when the LORD saw that he turned aside to see, God called unto him out of the midst of the bush, and said, Moses, Moses. And he said, Here am I.

Exodus 3:1-4

Who is this Angel of the LORD who is also referred to as LORD and God? Obviously, this is not an ordinary angel because no ordinary angel or archangel is ever referred to as LORD in scripture. God the Father and the Son are also never referred to anywhere in scripture as angels. But the Holy Spirit is referred to elsewhere as the ‘Angel of His Presence’, that is, the Angel of God’s presence.

In all their affliction he was afflicted, and THE ANGEL OF HIS PRESENCE SAVED THEM: in his love and in his pity he redeemed them; and he bare them, and carried them all the days of old. BUT THEY REBELLED, AND VEXED HIS HOLY SPIRIT: therefore he was turned to be their enemy, and he fought against them.

Isaiah 63:9-10

So you can clearly see that the Holy Spirit is sometimes referred to as an Angel— either as the Angel of the LORD or the Angel of His presence. Whenever you see these titles, ‘Angel of the LORD’ and ‘Angel of His presence’ in scripture, the context will tell you whether it is referring to the Holy Spirit or an ordinary angel. 

In the case of the story of Moses on mount Horeb, the Angel of the LORD who is mentioned is the Holy Spirit and He is also referred to as the LORD and God, who met and spoke to Moses. You see that the Holy Spirit is given the same names which are only appropriated to God. When Paul was explaining the differences between the Old and New Covenants, he said that the Lord is the Holy Spirit. 

But even unto this day, when Moses is read, the vail is upon their heart. Nevertheless when it shall turn to the Lord, the vail shall be taken away. NOW THE LORD IS THAT SPIRIT: AND WHERE THE SPIRIT OF THE LORD IS, there is liberty. 

2 Corinthians 3:15-17

The fact that the Holy Spirit is Lord means that He is God. He is also referred to as the Spirit of the Lord and the Spirit of Christ and you will agree with me that the spirit of someone is the person himself. 

But ye are not in the flesh, but in the Spirit, if so be that the SPIRIT OF GOD dwell in you. Now if any man have not the SPIRIT OF CHRIST, he is none of his. 

Romans 8:9

This is why a Christian can boldly say that God the Father or Jesus Christ is in his heart even though in reality, it is the Holy Spirit who is in his heart and both the Father and Jesus are in heaven. Romans 8:10 says that “And if Christ be in you...”, then in the eleventh verse, it says, “But if the Spirit of him that raised up Jesus from the dead dwell in you...”. Though Romans 8:10 mentions Christ, the eleventh verse makes it clear that the One being referred to is actually the Holy Spirit. He is the One who is dwelling in our hearts, representing both God the Father and God the Son. 

AND IF CHRIST BE IN YOU, the body is dead because of sin; but the Spirit is life because of righteousness. BUT IF THE SPIRIT OF HIM THAT RAISED UP JESUS FROM THE DEAD DWELL IN YOU, he that raised up Christ from the dead shall also quicken your mortal bodies by his Spirit that dwelleth in you. 

Romans 8:10-11

The Holy Spirit is God because He is equally associated with the other Persons of the Godhead. The Holy Spirit is equally associated with both the Father and the Son. This is why we are tasked to baptize people not only in the name of the Father and of the Son, but also in the name of the Holy Spirit, all three of them. 

Go ye therefore, and teach all nations, baptizing them in the name of THE FATHER, AND OF THE SON, AND OF THE HOLY GHOST: 

Matthew 28:19

The Holy Spirit is God because He possesses Divine attributes. God is Omniscient, which means that He is all knowing and has a complete or unlimited knowledge and understanding. The Holy Spirit is God because He is also Omniscient.

But God hath revealed them unto us by his Spirit: for the Spirit searcheth all things, yea, the deep things of God. For what man knoweth the things of a man, save the spirit of man which is in him? even so the things of God knoweth no man, but the Spirit of God. 

1 Corinthians 2:10-11

God is also Omnipresent, which means that He is present everywhere at the same time. The Holy Spirit is also Omnipresent because His mighty presence is also everywhere and at the same time. 

Whither shall I go from thy spirit? or whither shall I flee from thy presence? 

Psalms 139:7

Thirdly, God is Omnipotent, which means that He is the Almighty, having unlimited or infinite power and authority. The Holy Spirit is also God because He has an infinite power and authority too. This is the infinite power and authority we see at work in creation. 

In the beginning God created the heaven and the earth. And the earth was without form, and void; and darkness was upon the face of the deep. And the Spirit of God moved upon the face of the waters. 

Genesis 1:1-2

The Holy Spirit is God because He does the works of God. The Holy Spirit is also God because we see Him at work, doing the works that only God can do. Examples of such works are creating (Genesis 1:2), inspiring men (2 Peter 1:21), begetting Christ (Luke 1:35), regenerating (John 3:5-6), convicting men of sin (John 16:8), comforting (John 14:6), interceding (Romans 8:26-27) and sanctifying (2 Thessalonians 2:3)  

The Holy Spirit is God because He proceeds from God the Father. Jesus said that the Holy Spirit is the One who proceeds from God the Father. It means that He comes out of God whenever God has to move out to accomplish a task. You see, God the Father hardly leaves the throne and so the Holy Spirit proceeds out from Him to do the works of God.

But when the Comforter is come, whom I will send unto you from the Father, even the Spirit of truth, which proceedeth from the Father, he shall testify of me: 

John 15:26

The Holy Spirit is indeed God and is equal to the Father and the Son in power, majesty, glory and in eternity but His role in the Godhead is quite distinct. Let us look at His role in the Godhead and in relation to us.

The Holy Spirit is the Presence of the Godhead. The Holy Spirit is the very presence of the Godhead at work in the earth and in our lives. He is the first manifestation of the presence of the Godhead in Scripture. He has been the very presence of God the Father and God the Son from the creation of the earth up until now and He will continue to be till the end of the world. 

In the beginning God created the heaven and the earth. And the earth was without form, and void; and darkness was upon the face of the deep. AND THE SPIRIT OF GOD MOVED UPON THE FACE OF THE WATERS. And God said, Let there be light: and there was light. 

Genesis 1:1-3

He has also been the very presence of the Godhead at work with and in the lives of God’s people. As we saw earlier, Isaiah calls Him, the Angel of God’s Presence. He was the presence of God who was with God’s people throughout their journey in the wilderness. He was the One who saved them on many occasions, redeemed and carried them all their days. Unfortunately, they rebelled against Him.  

In all their affliction he was afflicted, and THE ANGEL OF HIS PRESENCE saved them: in his love and in his pity he redeemed them; and he bare them, and carried them all the days of old. BUT THEY REBELLED, AND VEXED HIS HOLY SPIRIT: therefore he was turned to be their enemy, and he fought against them.

Isaiah 63:9-10

You see, the Holy Spirit is the One in the Godhead that we can really relate with because we cannot easily bear with the presence of God the Father Himself and that of the glorified Son of God. “How is that?”, you may ask. The manifestation of God the Father Himself is always accompanied with great and terrible earthquakes, thunder and lightning, thick smoke or clouds and a consuming fire (Exodus 19, Psalm 97:1-5, Isaiah 64:1-3). His very presence causes the earth to tremble.

Tremble, thou earth, at the presence of the Lord, at the presence of the God of Jacob; 

Psalms 114:7

Those who experienced the mighty manifestations of God have always trembled in fear and sometimes fell as dead men. When John the Beloved experienced the manifestation of the glorified Jesus in the book of Revelation, he fell as though he was dead out of fear of the presence which he saw (Revelation 1:12-17).  This is why the Lord usually told them, “Fear not!” any time He manifests Himself to men and most of the time, He had to empower them supernaturally so that they could withstand His presence. 

The Holy Spirit is therefore the One we can relate with. He is the presence of both the Father and the Son in our lives. Does this make Him lesser in power? No way! He is as powerful as the Father and the Son and where the Holy Spirit is, the Godhead is fully represented.  

The Holy Spirit is also the Voice of the Godhead to us. He is the voice of both God the Father and the Son to us. Most of the time, when people say that they heard the voice of God or the Lord Jesus speaking to them, what they literally heard was the voice of the Holy Spirit. Take, for example, the prophet Isaiah who said he heard a message from the Lord. 

ALSO I HEARD THE VOICE OF THE LORD, saying, Whom shall I send, and who will go for us? Then said I, Here am I; send me. And he said, Go, and tell this people, Hear ye indeed, but understand not; and see ye indeed, but perceive not.  Make the heart of this people fat, and make their ears heavy, and shut their eyes; lest they see with their eyes, and hear with their ears, and understand with their heart, and convert, and be healed. 

Isaiah 6:8-10

Many years later, Paul preaching in Rome, said that the Holy Spirit was the One who spoke those words to Isaiah the prophet. What Isaiah said was spoken to him by the Lord, Paul later tells us clearly that it was spoken by the Holy Spirit. That doesn’t in any way make Isaiah a liar because the Holy Spirit is God. 

And when they agreed not among themselves, they departed, after that Paul had spoken one word, WELL SPAKE THE HOLY GHOST BY ESAIAS THE PROPHET UNTO OUR FATHERS, Saying, Go unto this people, and say, Hearing ye shall hear, and shall not understand; and seeing ye shall see, and not perceive: For the heart of this people is waxed gross, and their ears are dull of hearing, and their eyes have they closed; lest they should see with their eyes, and hear with their ears, and understand with their heart, and should be converted, and I should heal them. 

Acts 28:25-27

Just as we cannot easily relate directly with the presence of God the Father and the glorified Lord Jesus Christ, it is the same with their voices. How does the voice of the Father and the Son sound like and what is their effect on us? When Job heard the voice of God, he said that it caused his heart to tremble and even moved out of place because it was a thunder. 

AT THIS ALSO MY HEART TREMBLETH, AND IS MOVED OUT OF HIS PLACE. Hear attentively the noise of his voice, and the sound that goeth out of his mouth. He directeth it under the whole heaven, and his lightning unto the ends of the earth. After it a voice roareth: HE THUNDERETH WITH THE VOICE OF HIS EXCELLENCY; and he will not stay them when his voice is heard. GOD THUNDERETH MARVELLOUSLY WITH HIS VOICE; great things doeth he, which we cannot comprehend. 

Job 37:1-5

Habakkuk the prophet also became afraid when he heard the voice of God (Habakkuk 3:2). Daniel also tells us how the people with him fled to hide themselves out of great fear and he himself fell to his face at the voice of God (Daniel 10:5-11). The same fear fell on Peter, James and John and they fell to their faces on the mount of transfiguration when they heard God’s voice (Matthew 17:5-7). When Jesus prayed to the Father to glorify His name, the Father spoke an answer back to Him and those around heard His voice and described that it thundered (John 12:27-29). 

John, the revelator, describes the voice of Jesus as sounding as the sound of many waters (Revelation 1:15). Imagine that we have to hear these mighty thunderous voices on a daily basis. It won’t be easy for us at all, so God gave us the Holy Spirit whose voice is more gentle to us. He is the voice of the Godhead and the One who tells us what heaven is saying to us. Even before Jesus was caught up to heaven, we are told that He gave instructions to the apostles through the Holy Spirit.

Until the day in which he was taken up, AFTER THAT HE THROUGH THE HOLY GHOST HAD GIVEN COMMANDMENTS UNTO THE APOSTLES WHOM HE HAD CHOSEN: 

Acts 1:2

When we say that Jesus is in our hearts, we are not entirely true because He is in heaven. The Holy Spirit is the One who is literally in our hearts. He is the representative of Jesus in our lives and He receives from Jesus, who is in heaven, and gives to us right here on earth. Jesus said that He, the Holy Spirit, will not speak of Himself but whatsoever He shall hear from Him and the Father is what He will speak. 

Howbeit when he, the Spirit of truth, is come, he will guide you into all truth: FOR HE SHALL NOT SPEAK OF HIMSELF; BUT WHATSOEVER HE SHALL HEAR, THAT SHALL HE SPEAK: and he will shew you things to come. He shall glorify me: for he shall receive of mine, and shall shew it unto you. 

John 16:13-14

The Holy Spirit conveys the Lord’s voice to us and He does not alter the message. He says exactly what He hears because He is always in agreement with the Father and the Son. 

The Holy Spirit is also the power of the Godhead. He is the power with which God the Father and the Son execute their works. Whenever God gives an instruction or a command, the Holy Spirit is set in motion to execute that command. How did God create the world and everything in it? He gave commands and instructions and the Scripture says that it was so. 

For example, when God said, “Let there be light”, the light appeared, there was light. The question is, who was responsible for ensuring that the light came? It was the Holy Spirit. We know this because before God started giving the creative and permissive commands, the Holy Spirit was already moving on the scene, waiting for those commands to act. 

In the beginning God created the heaven and the earth. And the earth was without form, and void; and darkness was upon the face of the deep. AND THE SPIRIT OF GOD MOVED UPON THE FACE OF THE WATERS. And God said, Let there be light: and there was light. 

Genesis 1:1-3

Later, Job told us that the Holy Spirit is the power behind creation. In other words, whenever God the Father gave the commands, it was so because the mighty power of the Holy Spirit was there, ensuring it. I can imagine God the Father, sitting on His throne in heaven, and looking down into the earth and telling the Holy Spirit exactly what to do by speaking forth His Word. His Word later took on flesh and became Jesus Christ.  

BY HIS SPIRIT HE HATH GARNISHED THE HEAVENS; his hand hath formed the crooked serpent. 

Job 26:13

The Holy Spirit is this same power which is still at work in the earth and in the lives of God’s people today. Any time God wanted to do something or perform a special task in the earth, He gave the command and the Holy Spirit would come mightily upon someone with His power and used him to do the will of the Father on the earth. In our dispensation, The Holy Spirit fills us with God’s mighty power and causes us to do such mighty works of God in the earth. He is indeed the power of the Godhead.

BUT TRULY I AM FULL OF POWER BY THE SPIRIT OF THE LORD, and of judgment, and of might, to declare unto Jacob his transgression, and to Israel his sin. 

Micah 3:8

The Holy Spirit is the breath of the Godhead. The Holy Spirit is the breath of God the Father and the Son. Anytime God wants to impart life, whether physically or spiritually into something, He breathes His breath upon or into it. When the Lord first formed man, there was no life in him till God breathed the breath of life into him and he became a living soul (Genesis 2:7). This breath of life, which is the Breath of God, is the Holy Spirit. 

All the while my breath is in me, and the spirit of God is in my nostrils;... The Spirit of God hath made me, and the breath of the Almighty hath given me life. 

Job 33:4, 27:3

After His resurrection, Jesus also breathed on the disciples to receive the Holy Spirit (John 20:22). The Holy Spirit is the Breath of God and He is the One who gives life to us, whether physically or spiritually. This is why He is referred to as the Spirit of life (Romans 8:2, Revelation 11:11). It is this same breath which inspires men. The Word of God has so much life and is full of so much power because the Breath of God, the Holy Spirit, inspired men to write it. A Christian’s words will also be full of so much life and power if he is inspired by the Holy Spirit. 

Every Scripture is God-breathed (given by His inspiration) and is profitable for instruction, for reproof and convincing of sin, for correction of error and discipline in obedience, [and] for training in righteousness (in holy living, in conformity to God’s will in thought, purpose, and action)

2 Timothy 3:16 (Amplified Bible) 

The Holy Spirit is the One who connects man to the Godhead. He is the One who makes our fellowship with God the Father and Jesus Christ possible. He connects us to God by co-mingling with our recreated spirits. Paul says that he that is joined unto the Lord is one spirit with Him (1 Corinthians 6:17). Our union with the Godhead is through the Holy Spirit who is living in us and Jesus gives us access unto the Father by Him.

For through him we both have ACCESS BY ONE SPIRIT UNTO THE FATHER. 

Ephesians 2:18

Without the Holy Spirit, we cannot connect with God and fellowship with Him will be an impossibility. He helps us to keep in touch with the Father and the Son. Since God is a Spirit Being, man must depend on the Holy Spirit in order to reach Him and God also depends on Him to reach us.  

God is a Spirit: and they that worship him must worship him in spirit and in truth. 

John 4:24

The Holy Spirit receives from the Lord, and gives to us. Whenever the Lord has a message for us, He relays it through Him. We’ve already seen that He is the voice of the Godhead to us. 

Howbeit when he, the Spirit of truth, is come, he will guide you into all truth: for he shall not speak of himself; but whatsoever he shall hear, that shall he speak: and he will shew you things to come. He shall glorify me: for he shall receive of mine, and shall shew it unto you. 

John 16:13-14

Whenever we also need to get to the Father, and the Lord Jesus Christ, the Holy Spirit helps  to connect us. He makes intercession for us as our Advocate who is living inside us. You can call Him ‘The Connection Man’. A personal close Friend who helps us to get access. The fact that the Holy Spirit is God, makes it clear that He is a real Person, and a Divine One for that matter, and not a force or some wind or a bird as people have thought. In the next chapter, we will look closely at other attributes of the Holy Spirit which prove that He is a real Person. This is important because until you know Him as a real person, you will not be able to successfully relate with Him. 
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Chapter Two

The Holy Spirit, A Real Person
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Howbeit when HE, the Spirit of truth, is come, HE will guide you into all truth: for HE shall not speak of HIMSELF; but whatsoever HE shall hear, that shall HE speak: and HE will shew you things to come. HE shall glorify me: for HE shall receive of mine, and shall shew it unto you. 

John 16:13-14

People have always wondered what the Holy Spirit really is. Some say that He is just a force and others say He is wind and some kind of mist. Some also believe that the Holy Spirit is a very mysterious entity who cannot be known or understood by us. “After all, He is a Spirit”, they say. The Holy Spirit was given to us so that we can have an intimate fellowship and communion with Him and the Godhead (2 Corinthians 13:14), but how will this fellowship be possible, if He is just some mysterious cloud, mist or wind which we cannot relate with?

The Holy Spirit is a Person- A Real Person. He is as real a Person as your closest friend is. Notice that in the scripture above, Jesus, in referring to the Holy Spirit, used the pronouns He and Himself. He could not have used these pronouns if He is not a real Person. If He is a Person, then surely, He must have a body and truly, the Holy Spirit does have a body. You may ask, “If He is a real Person with a real body, why can’t
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
