This guide aims to understand the history and teachings of why this movement is well known. 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Chapter 1: The Birth of Rosicrucianism
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What if we could live in an enlightened society without crime, violence, war, poverty, and greed, or selfishness? What if we found a way to remove all the disadvantages that face us today?

Rosicrucianism refers to a spiritual and cultural movement founded on esoteric principles. It is a philosophy and way of life that was first established by a secret society called the “Fraternity of the Rose Cross” in late medieval Germany to reconcile the emerging scientific discoveries with the spiritual life of humanity. This chapter will explore the emergence of this cultural and spiritual movement. 
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The Origin of Rosicrucianism
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There are several different stories of the origin of the Rosicrucian Order as an organization. The first is about a German philosopher and physician called Christian Rosenkreuz. He made a pilgrimage to the Middle East, where he studied with Sufi masters, and on his return to Europe, he was unable to find a European teacher with adequate knowledge. He subsequently moved to the West Indies, where he wrote a book on alchemy titled The Chymical Marriage, which foretold the coming of a “Universal Reformation” based on esoteric truths buried under centuries of dogma.

In 1614, a book titled Fama Fraternitatis was published anonymously in Germany, describing a global fraternity of natural philosophers, sages, and scientists devoted to studying nature. The book encouraged a spirit of camaraderie, goodwill, and unification of knowledge among its readers. Subsequently, Rosenkreuz was alleged to have assembled a small circle of enlightened men to work towards this purpose. This story is perhaps most famously outlined in the Fama Fraternitatis (1614) and later, more explicitly, in the Confessio Fraternitatis (1615).

In 1616, another book titled the Confessio was published to support Fama Fraternitatis. It was authored under the pseudonym of a mythical German adept called “C.R.” or in Latin, “Christian Rosie Crucian.” In these writings, Christian Rosenkreuz was presented as having come from an ancient line of German kings imbued with mystical powers. He allegedly wrote three letters and had them posted in various places around Germany. These letters described miraculous cures and helped spread his renown. They also invited others to join him in his mission.

In 1604, the third book titled The Chemical Wedding of Christian Rosenkreuz was published. This work describes a mystical and alchemical wedding. It is significant in that it includes a statement of principles that are significant as later adherents to the movement would use them. This marked the first appearance of key Rosicrucian concepts, including pansophism and Christian mysticism.

The Rosicrucians described themselves as “an order for the study of God’s miracles within nature.” They believed that they possessed secret wisdom and knowledge, known only to a select few. They were said to be in possession of all knowledge as set out in a secret book or “Liber Mundi” (the Book of the World). They claimed that they could travel to the inner Earth and dwell amongst the manufacturing gnomes in their self-governed utopian communities.

The Rosicrucians were known to have studied the following topics:

	Alchemy

	Astral projection

	Astrology

	Cabala (the study of esoteric Jewish mysticism)

	Hermeticism (the study of wisdom supposedly revealed by the Egyptian God Thoth, who was said to have authored The Emerald Tablet, which outlines the basis of all existence)

	Number mysticism

	Palmistry (the study of the lines on people’s hands, which are believed to reveal information about that person)

	Phrenology (the study of the bumps on people’s heads, which are believed to reveal information about that person)

	Reiki (an Eastern healing method)
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The Significance of the Term “Rosicrucianism”
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The term “Rosicrucian” or “Rose Cross” was derived from the image of rose petals encircling a cross that allegedly appeared on the cover of the Fama Fraternitatis. All of these symbols were meant to signify spiritual enlightenment. In the Hermetic Qabalah, the “Rose Cross” is a symbol of the starry universe. It is also known as the Rose of Sharon, which grows in Palestine. The Rosicrucian Order AMORC uses this symbol in its seal.

Towards the end of the 16th century, strange literature began appearing in Europe, published by several anonymous writers under such titles as Fama Fraternitatis and Confessio Fraternitatis. These works claimed that an ancient and secret brotherhood existed behind the existing fraternities and orders, originating with the legendary Christian Rosenkreutz (1459-1523), who traveled to Damascus and was initiated into Arab occultism; returning to Europe, he established a secret order in Germany.

This alleged brotherhood was said to have maintained lodges in all parts of Europe, with a central College at Kassel in Germany. Its members were said to be bound together not only by bonds of Christian friendship and charity but also by initiation into certain mysteries handed down from generation to generation since the time of Moses.

The works also claimed the secret society had been founded and based on knowledge of alchemy, necromancy, magic, and other forbidden arts. They further declared the brotherhood had been started to oppose superstition and fanaticism, freeing mortals from the bonds of civil and religious despotism and preparing the way for the second advent of Christ upon the Earth.

Although these writings were treated as fiction, their novelty aroused widespread interest, especially as the alleged authors of the works professed a desire to establish a universal religion, harmless or helpful to all persons. At that time, Rosicrucianism’s origins and purposes were unknown. It was believed to be a Secret Order of Adepts, possessing the secrets of alchemy and many other mystical arts. Its influence during this time was due to the desire of certain persons to reform society by removing the reputed evils of religious and political life.
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
