In more advanced cases, the clone can act with its own will, interfering in the individual's decisions and emotions, as if an unconscious reflection gained its own life. Identifying, understanding, and integrating it thus becomes an essential step on the path to self-knowledge and inner harmonization. It involves recognizing that the subtle world is not a fantasy, but a legitimate extension of reality, where forgotten fragments of ourselves await, silent, the chance to be heard.

	Unlike the scientific clone, made from genetic material, shaped in laboratories, and laden with ethical and biological implications, the astral clone does not depend on cells, DNA, or incubators. Its substance is subtler, composed of astral or mental matter, and its origin occurs through means unknown to most. This being is sometimes not even perceived by its creator. Each subtle body performs specific functions, responsible for capturing, processing, and distributing energies originating from the universe and the individual's own spiritual essence. This multiplicity has been recognized by different traditions throughout history, which, despite their cultural divergences, converged in the perception that the human being is much more than flesh and bone. From ancient Egypt to Vedic India, from Hermetic philosophy to contemporary spiritual doctrines, the idea emerges that individuality manifests in various vibrational layers, where each subtle body reflects a facet of the soul in its process of evolution and learning. These bodies, although distinct, are not isolated, but communicate and react in synchrony, like gears of the same cosmic mechanism.

	A deep understanding of these subtle bodies not only illuminates the internal dynamics of the being but also offers keys to interpreting spiritual phenomena that, at first glance, might seem inexplicable. Imbalances in one of these levels, for example, are not restricted to the energetic field; they reverberate in emotions, thought, and even physical health. When there is harmony between the bodies, the being acts in fullness, guided by its higher center of consciousness. However, when there are cracks—caused by traumas, repressed emotions, or irresponsible spiritual practices—this cohesion breaks, and fragments of the psyche can detach, originating autonomous forms of existence on the subtle plane. It is at this point that space opens for the emergence of entities like the astral clone, whose understanding only becomes possible through recognizing the complexity of these invisible bodies. Thus, the study of subtle bodies presents itself not just as a metaphysical investigation, but as a vital necessity for anyone seeking to understand the hidden unfoldings of their own existence.

	The concept of the astral clone cannot even be scratched without first understanding this multiplicity. The idea of subtle bodies is ancient, rescued from traditions that transcend religions and geographies. Egyptians, Hindus, Hebrews, Greeks, Tibetans, medieval alchemists, and modern mystics—all, in their respective languages, dealt with these invisible structures that, together, form the integral being. Each operates at a specific frequency and responds to its own laws, connecting the individual to different planes of reality.

It is at this level that acupuncturists act when manipulating meridians, and it is here that the chakras are found, vortices of energy that regulate harmony between the physical and non-physical levels.

	Above the etheric double vibrates the astral body. This is the true field of emotional experiences. Every emotion, before manifesting in bodily expressions or mental impulses, reverberates in this body. It is not just a storehouse of feelings, but also a vehicle for projection: it is with it that consciousness moves during lucid dreams, out-of-body experiences, astral travels. It is where encounters with spiritual entities occur and where reality assumes a plasticity moldable by will and belief.

	Even higher is the mental body. Here reside thoughts, ideas, reasonings, but also obsessions, repetitive patterns, and mental constructs that can take on a life of their own. When a thought is charged with emotion and sustained long enough, it gains density in the mental body and begins to influence the other levels. From this point, the possibility of something more begins to delineate: a fragment, a copy, a double—the embryo of an astral clone.

	In Spiritism, Allan Kardec synthesized these subtle bodies under the term "perispirit." For him, it is the link between the immortal spirit and the physical body, a semi-material envelope that captures the spirit's impulses and transmits them to the body, and vice versa. But the perispirit is not an indivisible unit: it is composed, in turn, of layers, and within them are contained both the astral and etheric bodies and other, even subtler levels. The perispirit is a living bridge, shaped by thoughts, emotions, and choices, and capable of faithfully reflecting a person's state of spirit.

	These bodies normally operate integrated, united like the notes of a harmonic chord. The physical body feels the cold, the astral reacts with discomfort, the mental interprets and judges the sensation. Everything moves in unison, like a single, coherent organism. However, there are moments when this integration fails—due to trauma, spiritual practice, external manipulation, or emotional imbalance. And it is in this vacuum, in this moment of partial disintegration, that something can detach.

	Spiritual unfolding, a phenomenon known by various names in different traditions, is the state where one of the subtle bodies temporarily moves away from the physical body, while still remaining connected to it by an energetic cord. During sleep, for example, the astral body partially frees itself and travels through the spiritual planes, sometimes without the individual having any conscious memory of it. But when this process becomes unstable—whether due to traumas, imbalances, or irresponsible practices—there is
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
