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Father: In the name of Allah, the Most Merciful, the Most Compassionate. All praise is for Allah, the Lord of all worlds, and peace and blessings upon the leader of the Messengers and the good ending is for the pious. As for what follows!

Mother: Can anyone tell me what makes the Quran so special?

Son: The Quran is greater in honor and dignity than all revealed scriptures. It’s a book of grandeur and virtue, rich in goodness and blessings, filled with guidance and wisdom.

Daughter: It is far above any doubt, distinguishing between truth and falsehood. It brings people out of the darkness of ignorance and illuminates them with the light of Tawhid.

Father: That’s right. And what else does it do?

Son: It gives glad tidings of Paradise to the believers and warns the rejecters of Hellfire. It is the greatest blessing for humanity.

Mother: How was the Quran revealed to us?

Daughter: The Noble Quran, the speech of Allah, the Most High, was revealed on the Night of Decree, which is superior to a thousand months of worship.

Father: And how significant is this Night of Decree?

Son: Worship during that night is deemed superior to a thousand months, which is about 83 years.

Mother: What if only this one verse had been revealed about the Quran’s greatness?

Daughter: Even if only this single verse had been revealed in the Quran's praise, it would have been enough to establish its greatness and virtue.

Father: But did the Noble Messenger, peace be upon him, say anything more about the Quran?

Son: Yes, The Noble Messenger, peace and blessings of Allah be upon him, narrated so many hadiths about the virtues and blessings of the Quran that if every individual of the Ummah of Muhammad were to spend their entire life in prostration before Allah in gratitude, even then they would not fulfill the right of gratitude.

Mother: Can you share some of these hadiths?

Daughter: Sure! Here are a few:

1. “The best among you is the one who learns the Quran and teaches it.” (Bukhari)

2. “Whoever goes out in search of knowledge of the Quran, Allah makes the path to Paradise easy for him.” (Muslim)

3. “The reciters and teachers of the Quran are the people of Allah and His chosen ones.” (Ibn Majah)

4. “For those who learn the Quran, everything in the heavens and earth, even the fish in the water, prays for them.” (Ibn Majah)

5. “Those who frequently recite the Quran are worthy of being envied.” (Bukhari)

6. “On the Day of Judgment, the one who recites the Quran frequently will be in the company of the closest angels.” (Muslim)

7. “For those who recite and teach the Quran, tranquility descends upon them, the angels surround their gathering in respect, and Allah mentions them with pride in the presence of His angels.” (Muslim)

8. “One end of the Quran is in the hand of Allah and the other end is in the hands of the believers. Those who hold on to it will neither go astray in this world nor be destroyed in the Hereafter.” (Tabarani)

9. “On the Day of Judgment, the parents of the children who were taught the Quran will be given two valuable garments, which will surpass all the wealth of the world.” (Ahmad)

10. “For every letter recited from the Quran, ten good deeds are written.” (Tirmidhi)

Father: These are just a few of the countless virtues of the Quran.

Mother: And what about the Companions and their dedication to the Quran?

Son: The endless virtues of the Quran created such a deep passion among the Companions for its recitation, memorization, teaching, and learning that many of them dedicated their lives to the Quran.

Daughter: Like Abdullah ibn Mas’ud, may Allah be pleased with him.

Mother: What can you tell us about Abdullah ibn Mas’ud (Allah be pleased with him)?

Son: Abdullah ibn Mas’ud embraced the wealth of faith at a young age. After accepting Islam, he stayed close to the Noble Messenger, peace be upon him, and took great interest in learning the Quran.

Father: I remember something interesting about his recitation. Can you share that?

Daughter: One night, while reciting the Quran loudly during prayer, the Noble Messenger, peace be upon him, entered the mosque and stood listening to his recitation. He then told the Companions, “Whoever wishes to recite the Quran in the same manner in which it was revealed should adopt the recitation style of Abdullah ibn Mas’ud.”

Mother: What did Abdullah ibn Mas’ud say about his understanding of the Quran?

Son: He used to say, “By Allah, there is no god but Him, by His grace I know the place where each verse of the Quran was revealed and its reason for revelation. Whenever I find someone who knows more about the Quran than me, I go to him to seek knowledge.”

Father: And what about Abdullah ibn Amr (Allah be pleased with him)?

Daughter: Abdullah ibn Amr was so passionate about reciting the Quran that after memorizing it, he would finish the entire Quran during the night.

Mother: What did the Noble Messenger, peace be upon him, say to him?

Son: The Noble Messenger, peace be upon him, said, “I fear that you will live a long life, and it will be difficult for you to maintain this practice. Therefore, complete the Quran once a month (i.e., one Juz daily).”

Father: How did Abdullah ibn Amr respond?

Daughter: He replied, “O Messenger of Allah, I have the strength for more than that.”

Mother: What did the Noble Messenger say next?

Son: The Noble Messenger, peace be upon him, said, “Then complete it in ten days.”

Father: And Abdullah ibn Amr’s reply?

Daughter: He said, “O Messenger of Allah, I have the strength for more than that.”

Mother: So, what did the Noble Messenger finally instruct him?

Son: The Noble Messenger, peace be upon him, said, “Then finish it in seven days.” Abdullah bin Amr (may Allah be pleased with him) again requested, "O Messenger of Allah, I have more strength than that." The Prophet (peace be upon him) did not allow him to reduce the duration further. (Ibn Majah)

Father: Let’s talk about Ikrimah, may Allah be pleased with him. What was his devotion like?

Daughter: After embracing faith, Ikrimah spent his days and nights immersed in the recitation of the Quran. He would place the Quran on his face and say, “This is the Book of my Lord, this is the speech of my Lord,” and then would weep out of fear of Allah.

Mother: What about Usayd ibn Hudayr?

Son: Usayd ibn Hudayr embraced faith after hearing the Quran. He became so devoted to the Quran that it completely occupied his life.

Father: What did he do at night?

Daughter: When others would fall into sleep, Usayd ibn Hudayr would begin to recite the Quran melodiously in the solitude of the night.

Mother: And did something special happen during his recitation?

Son: One night, while reciting, he saw radiant lamps descending from the sky. When he told the Noble Messenger, peace be upon him, the Messenger said, “These were angels who descended from the heavens to listen to your recitation. Had you continued reciting, they would have come close to you, and people would have seen them with their own eyes.”

Father: Isn’t it wonderful how the Quran touches our hearts and connects us with the divine?

Mother: Indeed, it is a profound blessing and guidance for all of us.

Father: Children, have you heard of Hazrat Uqbah bin Aamir (may Allah be pleased with him)?  

Son: Yes, father! Wasn't he known for reciting the Quran in such a heart-wrenching voice that it made the Companions' eyes overflow with tears?  

Mother: That's right! The Companions would tremble out of fear of Allah when they heard him. One day, Hazrat Umar (may Allah be pleased with him) called Hazrat Uqbah and asked him to recite the Quran.  

Daughter: And did Hazrat Uqbah recite for him?  

Father: Yes, he did. Hazrat Umar wept so much upon hearing his recitation that his beard became soaked with tears.

Mother: Hazrat Abbad bin Bishr (may Allah be pleased with him) was also known for his love of the Quran. He was even called the "friend of the Quran" among the Companions.  

Son: Wasn't he the one who kept watch during the night after the Battle of Dhat al-Riqa?  

Father: Yes! Upon returning from the Battle of Dhat al-Riqa, the Islamic army camped at the foot of a mountain. During the night, the Messenger of Allah (peace and blessings be upon him) asked, “Who will keep watch tonight?” Hazrat Abbad bin Bishr (may Allah be pleased with him) and his brother from brotherhood, Hazrat Ammar bin Yasir (may Allah be pleased with him), immediately spoke up, saying, “O Messenger of Allah (peace and blessings be upon him)! We will keep watch.” Hazrat Abbad asked Hazrat Ammar if he preferred to sleep during the first part of the night or the latter part.  

Daughter: And Hazrat Ammar chose to rest during the first part, right?  

Mother: Exactly! While Hazrat Ammar slept, Hazrat Abbad performed ablution and stood in prayer. He began reciting Surah Al-Kahf in such a beautiful and heart-touching voice.

Son: But wasn't the enemy tracking them?  

Father: Yes, they were! While Hazrat Abbad was praying, the enemy saw him standing as a guard in the mountain pass. They shot an arrow that struck his body, but he was so absorbed in reciting the Quran that he pulled out the arrow and continued.  

Daughter: That’s so amazing! He continued even after being hit?  

Mother: Yes, he did! The enemy shot two more arrows, both hitting him, but Hazrat Abbad kept reciting. Only after the third arrow, when he was bleeding heavily, did he end his prayer and wake Hazrat Ammar.

Father: Hazrat Ammar was alarmed and asked why he didn’t wake him earlier. Hazrat Abbad replied that if it weren’t for the responsibility given to him by the Messenger of Allah (peace and blessings be upon him), he wouldn’t have stopped his prayer, even if his soul had departed.  

Son: SubhanAllah! His dedication to the Quran was incredible.

Mother: Do you know about Hazrat Zayd bin Thabit (may Allah be pleased with him)? He was a young Companion who deeply loved the Quran.  

Daughter: I think he couldn’t participate in the Battle of Badr because of his young age, right?  

Father: Yes, and that made him very sad. One day, his mother took him to the court of the Prophet (peace and blessings be upon him) and told him that her son had memorized seventeen chapters of the Quran.  

Son: And didn’t the Prophet (peace and blessings be upon him) listen to him recite?  

Mother: Yes, he did. The Prophet was very pleased with Hazrat Zayd’s recitation. When he learned that Zayd could also write Arabic, he asked him to learn Hebrew so that he could assist with important matters.  

Daughter: So, through his love for the Quran, Hazrat Zayd became close to the Prophet and later became the scribe of revelation?

Father: Yes, exactly! Hazrat Abu Bakr Siddiq (may Allah be pleased with him) was another Companion who was deeply affected by the Quran. When he recited it, tears would continuously flow from his eyes.  

Son: His recitation was so emotional that people would gather around him to listen, right?  

Mother: Yes, even the children, women, and men of Quraysh in Mecca would stop to hear his recitation.

Daughter: What about Hazrat Ubayy bin Ka'b (may Allah be pleased with him)?  

Father: Ah, he had such a great passion for reciting the Quran with correct pronunciation and a beautiful voice. Allah the Most High even commanded the Prophet (peace and blessings be upon him) to recite the Quran to him.  

Son: That’s so special! Did Hazrat Ubayy know that Allah mentioned his name?  

Mother: Yes, when the Prophet told him, Hazrat Ubayy began to cry out of joy. During the caliphate of Hazrat Umar, he was even appointed as the imam to lead the congregational Taraweeh prayer.

Father: Another Companion, Hazrat Salim (may Allah be pleased with him), the freed slave of Hazrat Abu Hudhayfah, would recite the Quran so emotionally that people would stop in their tracks to listen.  

Daughter: Wasn’t the Prophet (peace and blessings be upon him) also pleased with his recitation?  

Mother: Yes, one night, the Prophet stood for a long time listening to Hazrat Salim’s recitation and praised Allah for creating such beautiful reciters in his Ummah.

Son: The Prophet himself used to recite the Quran with so much emotion during Tahajjud that he would cry, right?  

Father: Yes, the sound of boiling would come from his blessed chest. But he also enjoyed listening to the Quran from others. Once, he asked Hazrat Abdullah bin Mas'ud (may Allah be pleased with him) to recite for him.  

Daughter: Did Hazrat Abdullah start reciting Surah An-Nisa?  

Mother: Yes, and when he reached the verse, “How will it be when We bring from every nation a witness?” the Prophet’s eyes filled with tears, and he asked him to stop.

Father: The Quran truly shaped the lives of these Companions. Hazrat Uthman bin Abi al-As (may Allah be pleased with him) was appointed as the governor of Taif simply because he had memorized more of the Quran than the others.  

Son: And Hazrat Mu'adh bin Jabal and Hazrat Abu Musa Ash'ari were chosen as governors because of their knowledge and recitation of the Quran, right?  

Mother: Exactly! Hazrat Abu Musa Ash'ari was blessed with a voice like that of Dawud (peace be upon him), and the Prophet appointed both of them as governors of different provinces in Yemen.  

Daughter: Did Hazrat Mu'adh once ask Hazrat Abu Musa how often he recited the Quran?  

Father: Yes, they met and discussed matters of mutual interest, and their love for the Quran was always central to their lives.

Son: SubhanAllah! It’s amazing how deeply the Companions were connected to the Quran.  

Mother: Their love, dedication, and passion for the Quran are examples for all of us to follow, inshaAllah.

Father: Children, have you heard how Hazrat Abu Musa Al-Ash'ari (may Allah be pleased with him) recited the Quran?  

Son: Yes, father! I know that Hazrat Abu Musa Al-Ash'ari (may Allah be pleased with him) used to recite the Quran while sitting, standing, and even on his mount. He would complete his daily portion this way.  

Mother: That's right! He once asked Hazrat Mu'adh bin Jabal (may Allah be pleased with him), "How do you complete your recitation?"  

Daughter: And what did Hazrat Mu'adh bin Jabal reply?  

Father: Hazrat Mu'adh said, "I sleep during the first part of the night, then after getting some sleep, I wake up and recite. I sleep with the intention of gaining reward, and I wake up with the intention of gaining reward."  

Son: SubhanAllah! Hazrat Mu'adh's routine shows how they sought reward from Allah in everything they did.

Mother: And do you know about Hazrat Umar Al-Farooq (may Allah be pleased with him) and his connection to the Quran?  

Daughter: He was also a Hafiz of the Quran, right?  

Father: Yes! During his caliphate, Hazrat Umar set the criteria for membership in the Shura Council. The members had to be either Huffaz or scholars of the Quran. This was also the standard he set for appointments to other key positions.  

Son: Who did he appoint as the governor of Makkah Mukarramah?  

Mother: He appointed Hazrat Nafi’ bin Harith (may Allah be pleased with him) as the governor. Once, Hazrat Nafi' had to leave Makkah, and he appointed Abdur Rahman bin Abza (may Allah be pleased with him) as his deputy.

Father: Hazrat Umar inquired, "Who have you appointed as your deputy?"  

Daughter: Hazrat Nafi' replied, "Abdur Rahman bin Abza."  

Son: And Hazrat Umar asked, "Who is this man?"  

Mother: Hazrat Nafi' informed him, "He is from among the freed slaves, but he is the greatest reciter of the Quran and the most knowledgeable in the laws of inheritance."  

Father: Upon hearing this, Hazrat Umar was very pleased and remarked, "The Messenger of Allah (peace and blessings be upon him) spoke the truth when he said that Allah elevates some people through this book and disgraces others."
