Ramesh was in full motivational mode. He had just returned from a “Get Rich Quick” seminar and was vibrating with energy like a fully charged electric scooter.


“Ravi! You’re wasting your life!” Ramesh said, waving his new book titled ‘10X Your Hustle’.

“Yawn” Ravi replied. “Tell me after I finish this nap. Or the next one.”

“You don’t invest in crypto? You don’t buy options? You don’t track the Sensex every hour?”

“Nope. I just put ₹1000 a month into a mutual fund” Ravi said, lazily adjusting his pillow.

“That’s it? That’s your big money plan?” Ramesh laughed. “Even tea costs ₹20 now!”

“That’s why I drink homemade tea” Ravi winked.





The ₹1000 Miracle

Ravi’s financial plan was surprisingly boring:


●  He opened a mutual fund app.
●  He picked one simple SIP (Systematic Investment Plan).


●  He set it to auto-debit ₹1000 every month.


●  Then... he slept.

₹1000/month = ₹12,000/year

●  Final value = over ₹348,900 (if 20% returns per annum)


●  And he didn’t even break a sweat

“Wait” Ramesh stammered, “I worked 10 times harder... and you still have more money?”

“Exactly” Ravi said. “You’re the hard-working hero. I’m just the background napper. But compounding is the real main character.”
