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The Christian life is not only a journey—it is also a battle.

Not a battle you can see with your natural eyes.
Not a battle fought with physical weapons.
But a real, ongoing spiritual battle that affects your thoughts, your emotions, your decisions, and ultimately, your life.
This is not an idea to be debated.
It is a reality to be understood.
The book of Ephesians gives us one of the clearest revelations of this truth.

It shows us:

	Who we are in Christ 

	What God has done for us through grace 

	And how we are to live in response to that calling 


But in Ephesians chapter 6, the focus becomes very specific and deeply practical.

The Apostle Paul shifts from teaching identity to preparing believers for conflict.

He writes:

“Put on the whole armour of God...”
“Take up the whole armour of God...”
This is not a suggestion.
It is an instruction.
Because the Christian life is not only about receiving truth—it is about standing in it.

THE REALITY OF SPIRITUAL WARFARE

Every believer, whether aware or not, is engaged in spiritual warfare.

Scripture makes this clear:

“For we wrestle not against flesh and blood...”

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Have you ever noticed how quickly your atmosphere can change?

You wake up with peace, hopeful about the day ahead. Then suddenly, a thought crosses your mind—“What if this doesn’t work out?” A phone call comes in with troubling news. A delay stretches longer than expected. A memory of a past failure resurfaces. Before you realise it, your confidence begins to shake, your peace fades, and your heart feels unsettled.

Nothing physical may have happened around you, yet something very real has taken place within you.

This is the nature of the believer’s daily battle.

Many Christians expect spiritual warfare to be dramatic—strange manifestations, visible confrontations, or extraordinary encounters. But in reality, much of the warfare we face is subtle, quiet, and deeply personal. It often shows up as thoughts, emotions, and situations that challenge what we believe about God, about ourselves, and about our future.

A sudden wave of fear.
An unexplainable doubt.
A lingering feeling of discouragement.
A persistent sense of unworthiness.
These are not random experiences. They are part of a spiritual conflict that every believer must learn to recognise and overcome.

The Apostle Paul, writing to the church in Ephesus, gives us a clear picture of this reality. He urges believers to put on the whole armour of God—not as a suggestion, but as a necessity. Among the pieces of this divine armour, he highlights one that is especially crucial for everyday battles:

“Above all, taking the shield of faith, wherewith ye shall be able to quench all the fiery darts of the wicked.” (Ephesians 6:16)

This statement is both powerful and revealing.

First, Paul says “above all.” This does not mean that the other pieces of armour are unimportant, but it emphasises the vital role of faith in the believer’s defence. Faith is not just one part of the armour—it is the piece that actively engages the attacks of the enemy.

Second, he speaks of “fiery darts.” These are not ordinary attacks. They are targeted, intentional, and designed to cause damage. In the natural, a fiery dart was meant not only to strike but also to burn, spread, and destroy. In the spiritual sense, these darts represent the enemy’s attempts to ignite fear, plant doubt, stir confusion, and weaken your confidence in God.

But notice the assurance given: you shall be able to quench all.

Not some. Not a few. All.

This means that no matter the intensity of the attack, no matter how sudden or persistent it may be, God has already provided a way for you to overcome it. That way is the shield of faith.

However, there is something we must understand clearly: a shield is only effective when it is used.

Faith is not something we admire—it is something we apply. It is not something we keep in reserve for emergencies—it is something we live by daily. Many believers possess faith, but they do not consistently use it. As a result, they
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
