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    Introduction: The Permission to Ask

    Have you ever been afraid to ask God a question?
Perhaps it felt too bold, too disrespectful, or too faithless to voice the uncertainty churning in your heart. In our desire to be “good believers,” we often silence our deepest inquiries, worried that they expose a spiritual failing. We treat God as a stern headmaster who only accepts perfectly recited answers, not a loving Father who welcomes a child’s curious, and even confused, heart.
This book is founded on a radical, yet thoroughly biblical, truth: God is not afraid of your questions.
From the very beginning, humanity’s relationship with God has been built on dialogue. The Psalms are a sprawling, unedited collection of human emotions—full of praises, yes, but also searing questions. “My God, my God, why have you forsaken me?” cried David, a cry that would later find its ultimate echo on the lips of Jesus Himself (Psalm 22:1, Matthew 27:46). The prophet Habakkuk stood at his watchpost and boldly demanded, “How long, Lord, must I call for help, but you do not listen?” (Habakkuk 1:2). And Mary, upon receiving the most stunning news in history, did not simply nod in passive acceptance. She asked, “How will this be?” (Luke 1:34). In each case, God did not rebuke the question. He engaged with it. He answered, He reassured, and He deepened the relationship through the very act of questioning.
Doubt voiced in seeking is not the sin of unbelief; it is the raw material of a maturing faith. It is the difference between the skeptic who stands at a distance and scoffs, and the child who climbs into their parent’s lap, looks them in the eye, and says, “I don’t understand, but I trust you enough to ask.” God can work with our honest confusion. It is our silent resentment and hidden fear that creates distance.
This book is an invitation to climb into that lap and have an honest conversation. It is structured around the heartfelt questions we all whisper in the dark but are often too hesitant to speak in the light. Questions about our purpose, our pain, our struggles, and our world. Each chapter will give voice to one of these universal human cries, followed by a response framed as God’s loving, biblically-grounded answer. These answers are not meant to be simplistic, magical solutions, but rather reflections of the character, promises, and wisdom of God as revealed in Scripture and through the person of Jesus Christ.
Think of this not as a theological treatise, but as a guided dialogue. My hope is that as you read these human questions and divine responses, you will find the courage to bring your own questions before the Throne of Grace. For in the asking, we open the door.    Our Question: A cry from a place of shame, past mistakes, and feeling unworthy.
The question doesn’t always form in complete sentences. Sometimes, it’s just a heavy feeling in the chest when you’re alone with your thoughts. It’s the flinch of memory when an old failure replays in your mind. It’s the whisper that slithers in after a harsh word from a boss, a friend, or your own inner critic: "If they really knew you… If God really saw everything… how could you possibly be loved?"
We come to God aware of our own mess. We see the resume of our lives: the broken promises, the jealous thoughts, the selfish ambitions, the things we’ve done and the good things we’ve left undone. We feel we must clean ourselves up before we can approach Him, that we must achieve a certain level of goodness to earn His affection. We point to our accomplishments, our moral efforts, our service, and secretly hope it’s enough to tip the scales in our favor. And in our quietest, most honest moments, we look at the grime still clinging to our hands and wonder if we will ever be truly, fully, unconditionally acceptable.
This is the cry of the human heart—from the garden, where Adam and Eve hid in shame, to the modern heart that hides behind busyness and achievement. It is the fundamental question that must be answered before any other: Am I loved, not for who I aspire to be, but for who I am, right now, in this moment?
God's Answer: A gentle response rooted in Romans 5:8 and the Cross, emphasizing that His love is not conditional on our performance.
My Beloved Child,
I hear the question beneath your words, the fear that your worth is a prize you must win. Come closer, and listen to the truth that existed long before your first failure and will remain long after your last.
You are loved not because you are flawless, but because I am love.
The world’s love is a transaction. It is offered in exchange for beauty, for usefulness, for agreement. But My love is a revelation. It is a declaration of who I am. “God is love,” is not a description of what I do, but of who I am (1 John 4:8). I cannot not love you, for it is My very nature to do so.
You look at your life and see a record of wrongs, and you assume I see the same. But I want you to see what I see. I see you through the lens of the Cross. The apostle Paul penned this truth for you: “But God demonstrates his own love for us in this: While we were still sinners, Christ died for us” (Romans 5:8).
Please, read that again. While you were still a sinner.
I did not wait for you to get your life in order. I did not wait for you to be “good enough.” In the very midst of your rebellion, your confusion, your shame—that is when I acted. I loved you at your darkest. If My love was willing to bridge the infinite chasm between us through the sacrifice of My Son when you were far from Me, what could possibly make me turn away from you now that you are drawing near? Your performance does not increase or decrease My love for you. It is a fixed, eternal, and unshakable reality.
You strive to become a masterpiece worthy of a gallery. I want you to understand: You already are My masterpiece. “For we are God’s handiwork, created in Christ Jesus to do good works, which God prepared in advance for us to do” (Ephesians 2:10). The word “handiwork” in the Greek is poiēma—from which we get our word “poem.” You are My poetry. You are My work of art. A masterpiece is not loved because of what it does; it is valued because of who its Maker is. Your value is derived from My signature upon your soul.
So, when you feel unworthy, do not hide from Me. Come to Me. Your shame cannot survive in the light of My acceptance. Your past mistakes are not a barrier to My love; they are the very reason it was so gloriously demonstrated on the cross. I have cast all your sins behind My back (Isaiah 38:17) and remember them no more (Hebrews 8:12). I am not holding them against you, so why are you holding them against yourself?
You ask, “Do you really love me as I am?”
I answer with the nail-scarred hands of My Son, with the empty tomb, and with the promise that you are Mine.
Rest in that. You are My beloved child. In you, I am well pleased.

   Our Question: The struggle to find meaning in daily routines and the fear of missing our "calling."
The alarm clock rings. Another day of the same routine—commute, work, chores, responsibilities. In the quiet moments between tasks, a nagging question emerges: “Is this it? Is there not something more, something grander I was meant to do?”
We look at the lives of missionaries in distant lands, pastors in large churches, or influential artists and leaders, and we label that a “calling.” We then look at our own ordinary lives—the spreadsheets, the school runs, the laundry, the small acts of service—and feel a sense of spiritual insignificance. We fear that we have missed a divine memo, that our one true purpose has passed us by, leaving us in a life of mundane obligation.
This anxiety creates a restless heart, constantly searching the horizon for a more meaningful destiny, while devaluing the sacred ground beneath our feet. We long for a specific, personalized mission statement from heaven, a clear job description that will finally make us feel we are fulfilling our reason for being. We whisper, “God, why am I here?” and listen for an answer that sounds important enough to satisfy our longing for legacy.
God's Answer: A clarification that our primary purpose is to know Him and to glorify Him in all we do.
My Precious Child,
I hear the yearning in your heart for significance, and I want to calm your fears. You have not been overlooked, and you are not living a “Plan B” life. Your search for purpose has simply been directed toward a destination, when it is first and foremost about a relationship.
Your primary purpose is not a what; it is a Who.
This is the eternal life I offer: “that they know you, the only true God, and Jesus Christ, whom you have sent” (John 17:3). Before you are called to do anything, you are called to know Me. Everything—your joy, your peace, and yes, your purpose—flows from this one central fountain. The most profound destiny you can ever fulfill is to plunge the depths of My love for you in Christ. Do not rush past this in search of a task. Abide here.
From this place of abiding, your entire life becomes a canvas for My glory. “So whether you eat or drink or whatever you do, do it all for the glory of God” (1 Corinthians 10:31). Your purpose is not locked away in a future, more impressive version of your life. It is alive and available to you in this very moment—in the way you draft that email, in the patience you extend to your child, in the integrity you show in a mundane task, in the kindness you offer a stranger.
You are asking about your “calling.” Let Me reframe that for you. Your fundamental calling is to be faithful right where you are, with what I have given you. I have uniquely equipped you. “For we are God’s handiwork, created in Christ Jesus to do good works, which God prepared in advance for us to do” (Ephesians 2:10). Notice the order: you are My masterpiece first; the good works follow naturally from that identity. I have woven specific gifts, passions, and circumstances into the fabric of your being. Your calling is to bloom where you are planted, to be My witness in the office, in the neighborhood, and in your family, using the gifts I’ve placed in your hands.
The world shouts that purpose is found in platform, impact, and achievement. I whisper that it is found in faithfulness, love, and worship. The widow who gave two small coins in the temple (Mark 12:41-44) fulfilled a grander purpose in My eyes than many who made large, public displays. Her small, faithful act was a glory to Me.
So, do not be anxious that you have missed your purpose. You are living it right now. Seek Me first in the ordinary. Be faithful with the small things. Love the people I have placed in your path. Use your gifts to serve others. In doing so, you will not only find your purpose—you will be living it, and you will be glorifying Me. That is why you are here.
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
