CHAPTER 1: THE TOURNAMENT - HISTORY, FORMAT, AND THE ROAD TO NORTH AMERICA

	1.1 The World Cup Story: From Uruguay 1930 to North America 2026

	The story of the FIFA World Cup begins in a small South American nation that dared to dream on behalf of the entire footballing world. When Uruguay hosted and won the inaugural tournament in 1930, just thirteen teams participated, and many European football administrators viewed the competition as a gamble unlikely to survive a second edition. These additions produced unexpected storylines that reshaped perceptions of where football power truly resided: Cameroon's 1990 quarter-final run, Senegal's 2002 performances, South Korea's semi-final at the same tournament.
