Introduction 

Brief Overview of Kindle Books and the Amazon Ecosystem Kindle books are digital versions of printed books that can be read on Amazon’s Kindle devices or through the Kindle app on smartphones, tablets, and computers. They are part of Amazon’s larger digital reading ecosystem, which includes the Kindle Store, Kindle Unlimited subscription service, and Amazon account-based library system. 

When you buy a Kindle book, it is not stored on a single device permanently. Instead, it is linked to your Amazon account. This means you can access the same book across multiple devices—your iPhone, iPad, Kindle e-reader, or even a web browser—without needing to repurchase it. All your books are stored in the cloud and automatically sync your reading progress, bookmarks, and notes. 

Explanation of Limitation: Kindle App on iOS Does Not Allow Direct Book Purchases 

Although the Kindle app on iPhone and iPad is fully capable of reading and managing books, it does not allow users to purchase new books directly inside the app. This is not a technical limitation of Amazon, but rather a restriction imposed by Apple’s App Store payment policies. 

Apple requires that digital purchases made within apps use its in-app payment system, which includes a commission fee. Because of this, Amazon removed the option to buy books directly from the Kindle app on iOS. As a result, users cannot tap a “Buy Now” button inside the Kindle app like they might expect.
