	🏛 HISTORY BURST: The Jewish “Sheol” was a neutral underworld for all the dead, not a place of punishment. The shift toward a fiery Hell was influenced by Greek Hades myths and Zoroastrian dualism during the Persian period.

	Eastern religions and pre-Abrahamic traditions had no such notion of a place of eternal punishment—suggesting that Hell is not a universal truth, but a cultural construct.

	📊 DATA POINT: Anthropological surveys of over 60 ancient cultures show that fewer than 15% believed in any form of eternal punishment. The majority viewed the afterlife as a cyclical or transitional state.

	📜 CASE STUDY: The Tibetan Book of the Dead describes post-death states as opportunities for liberation or rebirth — even the “hell realms” are impermanent stages shaped by one’s own mind, not divine sentencing.

	Christianity and Islam, as offshoots of Judaism, hijacked and reinterpreted ancient symbols to build doctrines that would fuel empires and control populations.

	🏛 HISTORY BURST: In 533 AD, Emperor Justinian declared belief in eternal punishment mandatory for all Christians under threat of excommunication. This marked the political cementing of Hell as dogma rather than scripture-based truth.

	The image of Satan as a red, horned monster ruling over Hell is a theological Frankenstein—stitched together from Zoroastrian dualism, Greek Hades mythology, medieval superstition, and political propaganda.

	📜 CASE STUDY: The 14th-century poet Dante Alighieri’s Inferno painted Hell in such vivid detail that it became the public’s primary mental image of the afterlife — even though it was fiction, not theology. Artists like Hieronymus Bosch later popularized these grotesque depictions in religious art.

If Satan is God’s creation, then God created evil—or at least allowed it to become what it is. If Satan is an autonomous force beyond God’s control, then God is not omnipotent. And if God created Satan knowing what he would become, then the entire system is rigged and divine justice is a farce.
