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The piano was invented in the 1700S by the italian bartolomeo cristofori, who sought to improve the harpsichord,

Allowing for greater control of dynamics (soft and loud). His creation was called "gravicembalo col piano e forte," and that is where the name "pianoforte" comes from.
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Well, most standard pianos, with around 88 keys, have white keys, but also black keys. Specifically, there are 52 white keys and 36 black keys.

However, some pianos have fewer keys.

The white keys are usually the ones i've listed here...

These... c-d-e-f-g-a-b-c

Do-re-mi-fa-sol-la-si-do

And that is to say, it's the diatonic scale, or the c major scale.

And once we finish the eight-note scale (it's an octave), it repeats itself, either to the left or to the right:

C-d-e-f-g-a-b-c

Do-re-mi-fa-sol-la-si-do

And to the left it gets much lower.

And to the right it gets much higher.

And on the black keys, you'll find the sharps (#) and the flats (♭).

And the sharp (#) when we move to the right.

And now the flat (♭) when we move to the left.

But also remember that the e and if they don't have sharps, it will only be the flat.

• and the musical notes in latin are these:

Do-re-mi-fa-sol-la-si

Then, of course, i'll also give them to you in english/anglo-saxon:

C-d-e-f-g-a-b

• the notations that have numbers often correspond to a specific finger on your hand, and these are:

1-thumb

2-index finger

3-middle finger

4-ring fingers

5-pinky finger

• and before we can start these exercises, i have to remind you of something very important: you'll need to warm up your wrists and fingers.

• now i'll also tell you another very important step: you'll need to keep your shoulders and arms very relaxed and your back straight.

• next, keep your fingers slightly curved when you play, making your hands look like a spider.

• and if at first you can't use all your fingers for certain exercises, try using just your index finger.

• and well, in all the exercises we'll start on c.

How can we create scales?

To build scales, we need intervals. These are useful for the major scale:

Intervals:

Whole step - whole step - half step - whole step - whole step - whole step - half step

And then for the minor scale:

Whole step - half step - whole step - whole step - half step - whole step - whole step

So, here's how to make the major scale:

The scale goes: c-d-e-f-g-a-b

The minor scale:

The scale goes: c-d-eb-f-g-ab-bb

C-d-d#/eb-f-g-g#/ab-a#/bb
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Now we also have the chromatic scale.

It goes like this, which i'll show you here:

C-c#-d-d#-e-f-f#-g-g#-a-a#-b

C-c#-d-d#-e-f#-g-g#-a-a#-s

And that's basically how you play all the black and white notes.

Although there are also other types of scales, like these ones i'll show you here, such as the...

-pentatonic:

Which is already known for having only 5 notes. It's pentatonic = 5.

And i'll tell you something: the pentatonic scale is also widely used in rock and all these subgenres...

-blues

-etc.

And how can i form chords?

Well, to form chords, we'll have to start with major scales and then move on to minor scales.

First things first, let's look at major chords.

To form a major chord, we need the first note of the scale, the root or fundamental. We also need the major third and the perfect fifth.

So, in this case:

C-d-e-f-g-a-b

C-d-e-f-g-a-b

And just like that, very easily, we have the c major chord (and the c major chord):

C-e-g

C-g

And then for a minor chord:

C-d-eb-f-g-ab-bb

C-d-eb-f-g-ab-bb

C minor (c minor)

C-eb-g

C-eb-g

The root, minor third, perfect fifth

And you see, the only difference between a major chord and a minor chord is that only the third note changes!

Easy, right?

And now we'll look at chord inversions.

Well, this is actually quite simple, very easy because

All you have to do is change one of the chord's notes, like the third or fifth, or even the root note, and then move it so it sounds in the bass instead of the root.

And the chord itself doesn't change; only the sound and timbre change.

For example:

Make alt-c

Ce-g

And now, with the e note as the root note at the beginning of the chord:

C/e
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E-g-c

And now the g note is the bass note:

C/g

G-c-e

Complex chords

And there's a wide variety of more complex
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
