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            As a born again Christian you need deliverance to ensure that you make it to your Godly destiny without losing focus because of derailment from the devil's schemes. Deliverance ministry's role is to bring spiritual victory and freedom to individuals who are in bondage, thus restoration to their original capacity of functionality that God had destined them to be, but Satan has tampered with.         
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Chapter 1
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1.0 Purpose and vision of deliverance ministry

Deliverance ministry in a Christian setup refers to the activity of; disposal, discharging, emotional release, purging or cleansing an individual of demons or evil spirits in their spiritual life. Deliverance can also be defined as saving, rescuing or setting free an individual who is in bondage, or simple put; setting the captives free. In Luke 4v18, the Lord Jesus Christ was sent fourth to preach deliverance to the captives, “The Spirit of the Lord is upon me, because he hath anointed me to... preach deliverance to the captives...” The core course on why the Lord Jesus Christ came to the earth was to save mankind or ‘set the spiritual captives free,’ and that is deliverance. Bear in mind that Jesus’ ministry was threefold; he taught, conducted healings and miracles, and cast out demons. 

It can be argued that although Christ died on the cross of Calvary, to set the captives free, the whole human race one way or the other, is still on the receiving end up to today from Satan who happens to be the ‘god of this world’ and his demonic forces. Up to today, Jesus Christ is the word of God that destroys any of ‘the works of the devil’ in your life if you simply believe that word and act on it by faith. Surprisingly, many people who are in spiritual chains are unable to get free on their own. The question is why? The answer might be that; either they do not know how or because they do not understand the spirit realm and demonic activities. Then, who shoulders the blame? The likely culprit is that, the Church has slept on its job, by not teaching Christians about the dark world and demonic forces. The other factor might be the erroneous teachings by most preachers that a Christian cannot be afflicted or possessed by demons. Thus Christians who have the right to be free are still held captive because of these serious blunders from the ‘called’ shepherds.

It must be noted that, conscious or unconscious as you might be, the linkage to being held captive to Satan is sin as seen in 1John 3v8, ‘He that committeth sin is of the devil; for the devil sinneth from the beginning. For this purpose, the son of God was manifested, that he might destroy the works of the devil.’ In this regard, you are tasked as a born again Christian believer to do likewise as your master Christ, and minister deliverance to the captives, John 20v21, “Then said Jesus to them... as my Father hath sent me, even so send I you.” Scriptures like John 14v12, support what you have been tasked to do, ‘He that believeth on me, the works that I do shall he do also...’ In Matthews 10v8, it is indeed clear that casting out devils is a task upon your shoulders. 

This is done in order to address problems or setbacks manifesting in your life. These setbacks are as a result of the consequences of the presence of the said entities, that is demons, and the root causes of their authority to oppress you. These setbacks manifest as physical, psychological, spiritual and emotional challenges that you experience due to the activities of the oppressing spirits. Thus the deliverance ministry’s role is to bring spiritual victory and freedom to you who is in bondage, hence, restoration to your original capacity of functionality that God had destined you to be. This bondage may render you to be deemed; demonized, afflicted, possessed, oppressed or whatever, but the fact remains that, the devil is directing your life one way or the other. Therefore in bondage as you might be, you may be in need to tear down a stronghold, break up a legal ground, cast out a demon, or all three to liberate yourself to your originality. Remember that casting out demons, is just part of the overall deliverance ministry that may be a brief or marathon race depending on how you have been affected. The fact of the matter is that, there are more people globally today in need of deliverance than there are in need of healing, prosperity and others. 

You learn that, Lendrum, in an article, “The ministry of deliverance,” says, ‘The first thing we need to do is to define what is meant today by the ministry of deliverance. In modern use it means more than deliverance from the power of sin. It refers to setting someone free from the presence and control of evil spirits and therein lies it’s ‘seriousness and its danger’. This is not a prayer for healing. It’s a form of what used to be called exorcism... There is no authority to which we can go to find a full answer or official definition. It is not an expression or phrase in scripture. Obviously, it is intended to be a form of exorcism, but that too is a word that is not in scripture.’ Lendrum, 2024.

www.chelmsford.anglican.org, in an article, “The healing ministry and ministry of deliverance,” states that, ‘the ministry of healing is praying for God’s blessing and God’s healing power for people, and into situations and places... Priests are ordained to bless, anoint and absolve people in the name of Christ. The ministry of deliverance is a different but related ministry. The Bishop of Chelmsford has authorised a team of ministers to support parish clergy in their work of pastoral care and support.  They will assist in discerning the source or cause of disturbing experiences and in determining appropriate ways of resolving them. The purpose of deliverance ministry is to make real to those who might feel possessed, oppressed or afraid the love and peace that God intends for all people, through the work of Jesus Christ and his Church.’ www.chelmsford.anglican.org, 2025.

Sproul  Jr in an article, “What is Deliverance Ministry?” wrote that, ‘... deliverance ministry still affirms that truth, but fashions another doctrine, that Christians can be oppressed or assaulted by demons...“Deliverance ministry” does precious little to deliver us either from our sins or from our guilt. Repentance and resting in Christ does that. What it seems to remove is our mere feelings of guilt. Because the cause of our sins are laid at the feet of the demon oppressing us, or some childhood trauma, or some generational curse we’re suffering under, who could blame us? Sure, I may be a quick tempered, angry jerk, but my grandfather was the same. It’s his fault. Sure, I may be unfaithful to my spouse, but it’s because I was hurt by my mother when I was a child...We, again, surely need to be delivered from our own sinful patterns. This happens as we run to Christ in repentance. Surely we need to be delivered from the fiery darts of the devil. This happens when we put on the full armour of God. We won’t, however, ever be delivered from our sins unless we are delivered by Jesus, and delivered to a place of repentance and faith. There are no special tricks. No secret insights. There’s only the problem in the mirror, and the solution on our knees.’ Sproul  Jr, 2024.


	How is deliverance different from exorcism?


Lendrum continues to say, ‘Collins Dictionary defines exorcism as “the expulsion of evil spirits form a person or place by prayers and religious rites’. That sounds like serious business and so it is. The exercise of the ministry of deliverance rebukes the spirit and commands it to depart, forbids it to return and seals up the channel or line that it has established into the person’s life.”’ Lendrum, 2024.

Deliverance is often confused with exorcism, but these are two different exercises. In defining exorcism, demons are driven from you by adjuration and conjuration, that is, incantation. It must be noted that incantation is a definition for witchcraft, and as such is nothing, but an expression or tricks used in conjuring. Conjuration can be further defined as an act of invoking supernatural powers of darkness or aid by application of magical set of words, and magical arts practice. Some of the witchcraft terms and acts are; enchantment, hex, spell, bewitchment and charm, that are all synonyms to the term, conjuration. Still in relation to conjuration, there are practices of the kingdom of darkness bearing such names as; wizardry, voodoo, sorcery, necromancy and magic, among others. Simply put, an exorcist is an individual who summons up evil spirits and specializes in demonic worship and its unscrupulous dreaded healing by magical rites. Exorcism is a worse exercise in the sense that, instead of rescuing an individual from the grip of Satan, it deepens your woes. It is actually transfer of demons from a high source to a lower source. It is common to hear of an exorcist dying on the spot or after a short illness in the process of this exercise. 

The question is why? Usually, the demonic spirit the exorcist is taking chances on or provoking, will just weigh in his authority over it (demon), if he is found wanting and weak in his authority with Jesus, it will just leave the ‘client’ he intending to help and go for him. The consequences are often disastrous. A living example is what transpired in Acts 19v13-16. Some Christian copycats, a couple of Jewish exorcists tried their luck in using the Lord Jesus Christ’s name to cast demons. They learned it the hard way, and up to today, copycats are beaten to their game by demons. In their quest for power, the exorcists had to say, ‘we command you to come out in the name of Jesus whom Paul preaches.’ There were seven sons of a Jewish high priest named Sceva doing this. The evil spirit answered, ‘I know Jesus, and I know Paul, but who are you?’ Then the man in whom the evil spirit was jumped on them, overpowered them, and prevailed against them, so that they fled from that house naked and wounded.” 

It is that beating that at times, can be physically or spiritually. The spiritually component of such a beating can lead to a gruelling silent death that even the next of kin or modern medicine can hardly explain. What should be taken into account is the fact that, in exorcism, one is being dedicated to the devil, and more demons are being given certain legal grounds that give them the rights to have ownership over your life. Usually all the exorcists are thoroughly grilled in the kingdom of darkness and well versed on recruitment drive activities for their master, Satan. Demons are very legalistic, hence one of their own (exorcist) cannot break their legal grounds regarding your life. The best he can do is to only substitute what is in your life with a high ranking demon in the form of healing, cleansing, financial breakthrough and many others which are short lived solutions.

Therefore exorcisms are ritualistic in nature, and are applied through the use of rituals of exorcism, and often utilize attendance of certain sacraments. As they depend much on the exorcist and the amount of times he summons some sacred powers, there is little regard of the client. The main interest within exorcism is to cast out the evil, of which you as the client you have little or no responsibility to be engaged in the entire process. The whole process is nothing, but a circus legalising demonic occupation of your life. No matter how exorcists assert the Lord Christ in their dirty dealings by placing the Holy Bible on your chest, head or just opening it and having it idling as they consult you, their hearts heavily trust man-made objects, and traditional practices that are anti-Christ. The whole excise is man led, and the Holy Spirit is highly acknowledged, but some spirits. Man-made formulas form the package list to problem solving to the equation in your life, thus a confused counselling session that worsens your situation in the pretext of chasing demons. 

Exorcism simply glorifies the devil as it is centred only on the quantity of demons cast out or affliction that is lessoned. Whatever act that occurs on the client, let it be healing, prophesy or casting of demons, is often glorified singularly. The exorcist with their acts of spitting a bunch of religious statements that often open flood gates of eccentric manifestations among clients, incite fear with their incantations, thus the exorcist is exalted and deemed, ‘powerful.’ It is common that exorcists are more of a show case in performing their act with raised voices because they do not have the power of the Holy Spirit, but they intend to scare the demons or so. There is no authority and power to command demons, but intention to use force, that in turn provoke fear on the client and may worsen their situation. From all that, there is no how God receives any glory, and it cannot be a demonstration that can lead anyone to magnify God, but a counterproductive exercise inciting fear, and hell-bent on causing mayhem to exalt Satan.

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2.0 Why do you need to be delivered?

To be delivered is to be set free from captivity of demonic spirits that tend to derail you from the destiny that God had designed you to enjoy. Thus you are delivered to be restored, as it has been the case in all the yester years. You are to a certain extent a captive, if you could not have demons, and then somehow you would have automatically shed them the moment you got born again or accepted Jesus Christ as your lord and saviour. If that was the issue, you may ask, what would be the point in casting out demonic spirits out of any believer because they are a new creation? Then remember Jesus’s words in Mark 16v17, “and these attesting signs will accompany those who believe: in my name they will drive out demons; they will speak in new languages.” That statement, ‘Those who believe,’ in that phrase, refers to you the Christian sister or brother. Jesus did it, and as a believer you can do it, and it can be done on you too, therefore it can be confirmed that you are prone to demonic attacks as a born again Christian. The devil would rarely fight one of his own, but Christians because they belong to the opposite kingdom. You are born a sinner, and then you become born again, hence a defection to the other camp and the devil does not forgive you and forget. He is after your head with all sorts of attacks to down you, and have your soul back at any cost. Note well, casting of demons existed in Jesus’ era with his twelve disciples, and was later presented after he died and rose again as seen in Mark 16v17. That clearly indicated that the casting out of demons still applies to you today and not just in the Jesus' days and the twelve disciples only.

When you are born again as a Christian, the Lord Jesus becomes the Lord of your heart, as there is a shift from darkness to light in your life spiritually. The Holy Spirit comes to abide in your spirit.  It must be noted that demons, no matter what, cannot go and get into your spirit, born again or not. A human being is a triune made of three significant components being, the body, the soul and the spirit. Your soul comprises of your mind, will and emotions. As a Christian believer, like a non-believer you can have an illness that purely result because of a demonic attack, and it is your body that is on the receiving side.  Then demons can attack your mind, will or emotions. Such an attack is illustrated by among others; spirit of anger, bad temper, familial history of mental sickness and other familial history of conditions of generational poverty. As for the spirit man, evil spirits cannot access that, but have a way of cutting you down to size. They are smart enough to surround your spirit like a glass jar would cover its contents.  Such a move is recipe for disaster as it signals trouble for you in serving the interests of the kingdom of God fully, and let alone fulfilling your God given destiny. 

Thus deliverance rears its good head here to get rid of the uninvited guest or list of guests. Indeed, the contents of the jar cannot get out until the lid (demons) is removed.  Let us look at how Jesus did deliverance in Mark 5v1-20 and Luke 8v27-39. Here you have a man possessed by a legion of demons, which is worse than affliction.  In this case, his soul had been taken over by demons, and it is no longer him (God’s desired pure creation) who calls the shots, but a contaminated soul of whom the devil who was in charge of and reduced to his play ground, through the demon of madness. Remember, the demon of madness is rated high in the hierarchy of demons. It is a worse demonic spirit that is seen in these scriptures driving the man wild to reside in tombs, and being condemned to chaining like a wild beast. The spirit is so violent that even the chains are not powerful enough to withstand it. It was a demonic power or force that no mortal man could withstand, but only the heavenly power could handle it. 

It must be noted that at the mention of the name Jesus, demons tremble. In verse 6, you see the power of darkness facing the power of light. Jesus, the power of light exerts so much power and authority wherever he set foot that lesser powers have no option, but surrender pleadingly. As this man sat his eyes on Jesus, deliverance which is a process had just begun. Here you see regional or territorial demons that hardly wanted out of the region.  There is a live conversation between Jesus and the legion. Jesus had exercised his authority and power, and the legion did not dispute to leave the soul of the man they had possessed, but negotiated with for residential status in other candidates as a substitution. The unfortunate candidates happen to be pigs of which permission is granted. Anything to do with possession of your soul drives you crazy as we see the ones lively grazing pigs heading for the worst at the command of demons of madness that have entered them. The once held captive man is now a free agent, but captivity had now befallen the pigs, two thousand in number. Mark 5v15 reads, “When they came to Jesus, they saw the man who had been possessed (his soul had been in captivity) by the legion of demons, sitting there, dressed and in his right mind (his soul now set free of captivity); and they were afraid.” The man who was a feared monster because of insanity, and used to terrorise the tombs because of an impure spirit (Mark 5v2-5) is seen delivered back to his pure spirit in Mark5v18-20. The lid (demons) had been disposed, and the contents of the bottle are at free will. 

As you look at John 11v1-44, it is another interesting case of deliverance of the highest order. Power of life confronts power of death. The demon of death is ranked the highest in the hierarchy of the kingdom of darkness. When Satan assigns you this demon, unless Jesus stands in the gap, your days on earth will be short lived. Lazarus’s body is first downed by a demonic disease, and Jesus is aware of the lurking demon of death that intends to consume Lazarus. In John 11v11-14, he tells his Apostles that the power of darkness has befallen Lazarus, but he shall see to it that it is reversed. Jesus stresses in verses 25-26, that he has power and authority to deliver, resurrect and restore to originality whatever the powers of darkness had tempered with. 

In verses 40-44, Jesus ensures a complete deliverance of Lazarus from the spirit of death to spirit of life. From these two scenarios, you can see that a contaminated man spiritually, is bound and can never rise to reach his destiny, and let alone serve God. Therefore with most individuals, it is no longer them who live in their bodies, but demons run the daily show to fulfil Satan’s agenda. Unless you are set free from captivity, you always rue the day you were born. It is common to hear someone saying, I almost got that job, got married or got promoted. Then you ask them, what transpired then? The answer is always the same, ‘I cannot really explain, and it is more than once I have lost it.’ The fact of the matter is that, you are an individual who is afflicted, or obsessed, possessed, and oppressed by demons. 

Satan will use everything; from the spirit of Pisgah, spirit of Ahitophel, spirit of Uzziah, spirit of Pharaoh, spirit of Herod, spirit of Haman, spirit of Balaam or spirit of Goliath among others to cut you to size and reap your soul. It was the spirit of Pisgah that led to Moses’ downfall, a prophet of God who in his life time saw the glory of God, a prophet whom God introduced himself as, ‘I am who I am.’ The devil saw to it that even though, he was a great warrior who had won many battles against him face to face, he still mapped a way for him to fall from grace. Moses’s weakness was anger, and the devil capitalised on this to push the Israelites to annoy him such that he blundered in following Godly instructions. The consequences were too bad for him. God got fed up with Moses such that his heroic leadership of the Israelites for forty years to the Promised Land turned from a hero to a zero in an instant, as God banned him from entering the place. God could only tell him to stand upon Mount Pisgah and have a look at the Promised Land, but he would never get there. Indeed, he never did. No wonder the devil had the guts to dispute with the arch-angel Michael over the body of Moses, in Jude v9; he knew how badly he cost Moses a ticked to the Promised Land. This spirit of Pisgah or the almost there spirit, is a spirit of failure at the edge of success or breakthrough, Deuteronomy 34v1-4.

He may nail you down with the Ahitophel spirit. Here you have a spirit of evil counsellors. Such counsellors offer counsel in order to destroy you, as seen in 2 Samuel 15v31, and 16v23. He may as well, attack you with the spirit of Uzziah, a spirit that blocks divine vision. You are hindered from receiving the best from God. It causes problems or situations to arise when you are about to enter into your breakthrough, Isaiah 6v1. Then you have spirit of Pharaoh, which are stubborn pursuers. Here you have practitioners who dwell on occult prayers, and have vowed to their gods not to let you go and attain your destiny or area of breakthrough, as seen in the book of Exodus.  You may as well be a candidate of the spirit of Herod. This spirit eliminates good things at an infancy stage. It is a spirit of amputation, and destroys callings and potentials of an individual. You will recall that it was Pharaoh that declared the killing of Israelites baby boys after birth, and Moses almost perished; it was a certain Herod that eliminated baby boys in order to get Jesus as seen in Matthew 2v16; then another Herod had John the Baptist’s head cut, Matthew 14v3-10; yet another Herod ridiculed and mocked Jesus as seen in Luke 23v7-11; and the forth Herod had James eliminated as seen in Acts 12v1-2.

The devil may pull as surprise in your life with the spirit of Haman, which is the spirit of untimely death. In this case the devil sets a plot against you; prepare apparatus of death for you, as seen in Esther 3v9-13. The devil used Haman to plot Mordecai’s downfall, but God put a sudden halt to it, and in turn the devil’s agent tested his own medicine as seen in Esther 5v14, 6v4, 7v9-10. Your attack may come as well as the spirit of Balaam, and that is the spirit of hired curses against you. The devil’s agents consult diviners and herbalists in order to curse and conduct rituals against you. This is evidenced in the book of Numbers, whereby King Balak of Moab, summoned Balaam to curse the Israelites. Balak said in Numbers 22v5-6, “A people has come has come out of Egypt; they cover the face of the land and have settled next to me. Now come and put a curse on these people, because they are too powerful for me. Perhaps then I will be able to defeat them and drive them out of the land.  I know that whoever you bless is blessed, and whoever you curse is cursed.”

The devil may strike you with the spirit of Goliath as well. This represents a serious challenge or huge problem, a demonic spirit that
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
