In   hagiography,   Saint   George   is   one   of   the   most venerated saints in Catholicism, the Orthodox Church, as well as the Anglican Communion. He is immortalized in the legend in which he slays the dragon. 

But after al , was he a dragon or a dinosaur? 

It is natural that in many regions of the country the names of some things change, and this can also happen in other countries, and it is possible for the same animal

Considered one of the most prominent military saints, he is the patron saint in several parts of the world such as: (countries) England, Portugal (orago minor), Georgia, Lithuania,   Serbia,   Montenegro,   Ethiopia,   and   (cities) London,   Barcelona,   Genoa   ,   Reggio   Calabria,   Ferrara, Freiburg in Breisgau, Moscow and Beirut. In the East, he is known as “megalo martyr”, that is, “great martyr”. 

He is also recognized as a male virgin model, alongside Saint John the Evangelist and Jesus Christ himself. 

There is a tradition that points to the year 303 as the year of his death. 

Although   its   history   is   inspired   by   legendary   and apocryphal   documents   (6th   century   Gelasian   decree), devotion to Saint George spread throughout the world. 

Investing in the state of holiness, his celestial figure is confused with the material image that devotees have of him.

Upon   arriving   there,   he   saw   a   small procession of women led by a beautiful girl dressed in pure Arabic silk. Saint   George stood   in   front   of   the   women   with   his   horse   and,   with brave words, convinced the princess to return home. 

The dragon, upon seeing Jorge, comes out of his cave, growling as loud as the sound of thunder. But Jorge is not afraid and buries his spear in the dinosaur's throat, kil ing it. As the king of Morocco and Egypt did not want to see his daughter married to a Christian, he sent Saint George to Persia and ordered his men to kill him. Jorge escapes the danger and takes Sabra to England, where he marries and lives happily with her until the day she dies,   in   the   city   of   Coventry.   For   many   by   faith,   the  
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dragon (dinosaur) would symbolize the idolatry destroyed with   the   weapons   of   Faith.   The   maiden   that   the   saint defended   would   represent   the   province   from   which   he extirpated heresies, but it could very well be true, and dragons real y lived with humans.

Chinese   mythology   is   ful   of   interesting   stories   that seem   false   to   many,   but   it   could   not   fail   to   mention dinosaurs   or,   as   they   are   known,   dragons. 







Chinese dragon 

The   Chinese   dragon   is   one   of   the   most   important mythological   creatures   in   Chinese   mythology.   It   is considered   the   most   powerful   and   divine   creature   and according to legend, it is believed to be the regulator of al  waters. The dragon symbolized great power and was the support of heroes and gods. One of the most famous in Chinese mythology is Yinglong. He is said to be the god   of   rain. 

People  from  different  places   pray to   him   in  order  to receive   rain.   In   Chinese   mythology,   it   is   believed   that dragons   can   create   clouds   with   their   breath.   Chinese people   often   use   the   expression   “descendants   of   the dragon”   as   a   symbol   of   their   ethnic   identity. 

Discover  some species of  dragons  below:                    

Huanglong — He is the Yellow Dragon, known for his 
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wisdom. 


Yinglong  —  He  is a  powerful   servant   of  Huangdi.  A legend says that Yinglong helped a man named Yu ( 禹) stop a flood of the Yellow River by opening channels with his tail. 

 Dragon Kings (龍王) — The Dragon Kings are the four rulers of the four oceans (each corresponds to a cardinal point). They live in crystal palaces at the bottom of the sea   from   where   they   govern   animal   life. 

Fucanglong   —   Fucanglong   is   a   dragon   from   the underworld who guards buried treasures. Its exit from the earth  causes  volcanoes   to   erupt. 

Shenron — Shenron is a dragon who can control winds and   rain. 

Dilong — Dilong is the dragon  of  the earth. 

Tianlong — Tianlong are the celestial dragons who pull the   chariots   of   the   gods   and   guard   their   palaces. 

Li — Li is a smaller sea dragon. He doesn't have horns. 

Jiao — The Jiao is another hornless dragon that lives in swamps,   it   is   a   more   inferior   dragon. 
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Seiryuu (Chinese: Qīng Lóng,  青龍, The Dragon God of the East) — It is the Japanese name of one of the Four Celestial Gods of Buddhism, who represents the North, blue, the spring season and the element of Wood.

At night, I went out through the Val ey Gate, towards the Dragon Fountain and towards the Dump Gate and looked at the walls of Jerusalem, which were desolate, whose gates had been consumed by fire. Nehemiah 2:13 

In this verse it says that “Fountain of the Dragon” was the name of the place and not that there was exactly any animal   there,   but   someone   had   some   idea   of   putting

“Dragon” as the name, thus showing that this name had already been popular since that time. 

Another sign was also seen in the sky, and behold a dragon, great, red, with seven heads, ten horns and, on its heads, seven diadems.

Have   you   ever   thought   about   watching   a   Dinosaur movie   showing   them   peaceful,   walking   slowly   like elephants and not harming anyone? 

Hardly anyone would want to watch a film like that, let's face it, guys! 

A great example that I can cite here is the film Jaws, produced in 1975, including the author of the book that originated   the   film,   Benchley   had   a   guilty   conscience even on his deathbed, because his story simply burned the image of sharks and made the population afraid of them. 

The   NGO   International   Union   for   Conservation   of Nature (IUCN) says that currently around 80 of the more than   480   shark   species   are   classified   as   “threatened”, including the great white sharks so maligned in the work. 

"Thousands   of   fishermen   began   capturing   sharks   as trophies   after   seeing   “Jaws”,   wrote   George   Burgess, renowned shark expert, in 2015. This put the animal at risk   of   extinction,   al   because   the   population   really believed   that   those   animals   they   were   extremely dangerous, and this clearly proves that if the author of

the   book   “Jaws”   lied   a   little   about   the   danger   of   the animal to make the story more interesting, the authors of films about dinosaurs can also lie to make the film more exciting.

A miscalculation that is possible to see in films about dinosaurs is the issue of speed, as we have as examples the heavy animals themselves,  which currently exist  in the world and which are slow or could never outrun a car, the same happens in Hollywood films. 

It   is   common   for   stories   in   films,   soap   operas   and series   to   be   completely   unrealistic,   people   who   get beaten up a lot in fights and in the end win, others who jump from buildings, cars moving without a scratch, and others,   but   many  people  who   watch,   They  do  not   see these scenes as fiction, they think they are true, and this can   influence   many   to   believe   that   it   is   real   and   thus influence even science, not everyone (because there is opposition in everything), but the majority believe that it would be impossible for dinosaurs to live with humans.
