	Hunting meant living.

	But in the field of modern attraction, this instinct — when not mastered — becomes its worst enemy.

	Because what once guaranteed life now destroys mystery.

	And without mystery, there is no desire.

	The emotional hunt

	Many men behave in love like hunters in the forest: they detect the smallest sign of interest and run after it.

	They rush to send messages, propose dates, “show” their best version.
And in this desperate movement to conquer, they give away their own power.
