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WHAT DOES “DJ” MEAN?
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“DJ” means Disc Jockey .

A DJ (Disc Jockey) is a person who selects and mixes music for other people to listen to, usually in:

	Parties

	Clubs

	Events

	Radio

	Internet ( streaming )


Disc = Record (recorded music) 
Jockey = Person who controls or handles something
So, a DJ is:

“The person who controls and mixes recorded music”
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WHAT DOES A DJ REALLY DO?
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A DJ (Disc Jockey) is the one who selects, mixes and controls the music to create a continuous experience , keeping the audience's energy up and making them enjoy it without interruptions .
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CHRONOLOGY OF WHAT A DJ DOES
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The essential things a DJ does:

	Prepare music

	Assemble your team

	He plays his set of songs

	Store your equipment




	PREPARATION (BEFORE THE EVENT)


Before playing, the DJ:

	Select music ( playlist or crate )

	Analyze BPM and key

	He organizes his tracks in DJ software

	Practice blends and transitions

	Prepare the style of the set (party, chill , electronic, etc.)




	EQUIPMENT ASSEMBLY


Upon arrival at the location:

	Connect controller / CDJs / laptop

	Audio test ( soundcheck )

	Adjust volume and initial equalization

	Check headphones and monitors




	PLAYS HIS SET OF SONGS


Start of the set (warm up the atmosphere)

During the first few minutes:

	Start with softer music

	Observe the audience

	Adjust your style according to the reaction


Set development (energy increase)

Here's the DJ:

	It makes transitions between songs

	Synchronize BPM ( beatmatching )

	Use effects and equalization

	Gradually increase the intensity


Peak point (climax)

Play the loudest or most well-known tracks

Generates maximum energy on the track

It keeps the audience connected

––––––––
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End of set

Gradually reduce the intensity.

Use calmer songs

It ends coherently (not abruptly)

It is the DJ's "control center".

What are you doing:

	Mix songs

	Control effects

	Adjust volume and equalization


	Vinyl records and record players were used in the past.


Headphones​​

Essential for previewing songs.

What are they for:

	Listen to the next song without the audience hearing it.

	Make precise mixtures


Key features:

	Closed ( they isolate sound)

	Comfortable for long sessions


Laptop or computer

Where the DJ software runs.

Required for:

	Load music

	Use mixing programs


DJ Software

The “brain” of the system.

Most commonly used options:

	Serato DJ

	Rekordbox 

	Virtual DJ


Some come included with the controller.

Speakers / Monitors (optional at the beginning)

To listen live

Guys:

	Homemade speakers (for practice)

	Studio monitors (better quality)
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
