When God Shifts the Frequency

A high-powered radar system doesn’t just lock onto its target; it filters out ground clutter. Likewise, developing spiritual discernment requires two disciplines:

	Attuning to God’s frequency through prayer, Scripture, and stillness.

	Muting the chaos—criticism, gossip, unbelief—that drowns out His still, small voice (1 Kings 19:12).


How much of your day is spent fixated on the clutter rather than the Creator? (No need to raise hands—we all falter here.)

The Quiet Place: Where God Speaks
Why is it so hard to hear God? Often, it’s not because He’s silent, but because we’re surrounded by sin. A parent doesn’t always shout to be heard; sometimes, they wait for the child to quiet down. Similarly, God’s voice becomes audible when we still our souls (Psalm 46:10).

There’s sacred beauty in the "making up"—the moment we collapse into His arms and whisper, "I trust You, even when I don’t understand."

Final Thought: The Fine-Tuning of Faith
Spiritual sensitivity isn’t instant; it’s a lifelong calibration. Like a vintage radio’s delicate dial, our hearts require patient adjustment. But with each turn away from distraction and toward His presence, His voice becomes clearer—until His whispers drown out the world’s shouts.
