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The Blessing is more powerful than many realize. The Blessing is an anointing to increase, and this same anointing that was given to Abraham has also been given to us. We received the Blessing the day that we made Jesus the LORD of our life.

Unfortunately, many don’t know how to access the Blessing and have tried many things, such as tithing, sowing, confessing, praising, etc., but never seem to see the physical manifestation of it.

This devotional reminds you daily that the Blessing is not only already upon you, but also within you. The more time you spend reading the Scriptures and reflecting on this devotional — centered on the truth that you are ALREADY Blessed — the more your faith in the finished work will grow.

So read and reread this devotional as it will put you at rest, and in turn, your faith will cause the physical manifestation of the Blessing to happen.

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Day.1 | Poverty is a Curse – Part.1

“Your fruit baskets and breadboards will be cursed.”

- Deuteronomy 28:17 NLT

“You will grope around in broad daylight like a blind person groping in the darkness, but you will not find your way. You will be oppressed and robbed continually, and no one will come to save you.” - Deuteronomy 28:29 NLT

“You will be engaged to a woman, but another man will sleep with her. You will build a house, but someone else will live in it. You will plant a vineyard, but you will never enjoy its fruit. Your ox will be butchered before your eyes, but you will not eat a single bite of the meat. Your donkey will be taken from you, never to be returned. Your sheep and goats will be given to your enemies, and no one will be there to help you.” - Deuteronomy 28:30-31 NLT

“A foreign nation you have never heard about will eat the crops you worked so hard to grow. You will suffer under constant oppression and harsh treatment.” - Deuteronomy 28:33 NLT

“You will plant much but harvest little, for locusts will eat your crops. You will plant vineyards and care for them, but you will not drink the wine or eat the grapes, for worms will destroy the vines. You will grow olive trees throughout your land, but you will never use the olive oil, for the fruit will drop before it ripens.” – Deuteronomy 28:38-40 NLT
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Day.2 | Poverty is a Curse – Part.2
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Chapter 28 of Deuteronomy clearly outlines the basis of both the Blessing and the curse. Verses 1 to 14 reveal to us the Blessings that will come upon man when they obey God and His Word, and verses 15 to 68 reveal to us all the curses that will come upon man if they disobey God and His Word.

I’ve heard many Christians over the years champion poverty, stating that it is the will of God for one to be poor. However, according to the curse that God Himself quoted in Deuteronomy, poverty comes upon a person when they disobey God, and prosperity comes upon a person when they obey Him.

According to some of the scriptures from Deuteronomy 28 that I’ve listed on Day.1, poverty is indeed a curse, and it is not from God. Never think for a second that God wants His people to be poor because that is an outright lie from the enemy. If God wanted His people to be poor, then He would’ve listed poverty as a Blessing for one’s obedience to Him, but He didn’t.

Always remember this Biblical truth: “God is a good God and all good gifts come from Him!” (Psalms 100:5 and James 1:17.)
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Day.3 | Jesus Fulfilled the Law for Us.
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"Think not that I am come to destroy the law, or the prophets: I am not come to destroy, but to fulfil."

- Matthew 5:17 KJV

If you’ve read Deuteronomy 28 before, then Matthew 5:17 will make sense to you. Deuteronomy 28 talks about the Blessings for obedience (which include prosperity) and the curses for disobedience (which include poverty).

Not only did Jesus come to fulfill the law by being obedient to all of God’s laws and regulations, but He did it for you and me! Jesus fulfilled God’s law so that you and I could receive the Blessing of Abraham.

The Bible says: “But of Him are ye in Christ Jesus, who of God is made unto us wisdom, and righteousness, and sanctification, and redemption.” (see 1 Corinthians 1:30).

We are righteous through Jesus Christ, which means His obedience was credited to our account, and in turn, we get the benefits of His obedience, which is access to the Blessing of Abraham.

So stop looking at your own works and begin looking at Jesus, who has been made righteousness for us.
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Day.4 | You Are Redeemed from the Curse
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“But Christ has rescued us from the curse pronounced by the law. When he was hung on the cross, he took upon himself the curse for our wrongdoing. For it is written in the Scriptures, “Cursed is everyone who is hung on a tree.”” - Galatians 3:13 NLT

This same scripture from the King James Version says that Christ hath redeemed us from the curse of the law.

The Biblical meaning for the word ‘Redeemed’ has three meanings, which are as follows: 

1. To buy back or repurchase; to recover ownership by paying a price.

2. To deliver or rescue, especially from sin, bondage, or death.

3. To make amends for; to restore value or worth.

If you made Jesus the Lord of your life, you are officially redeemed from the curse. The curse no longer belongs to you, and you should not identify as a cursed man or woman any longer, as you would be lying.

Regardless of what you are going through, Jesus has already set you free from every single curse! All you need is the knowledge of what already belongs to you. The great news is, you’ll be discovering that knowledge as you continue reading this devotional.
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Day.5 | You’re Blessed through Christ Jesus
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“Through Christ Jesus, God has blessed the Gentiles with the same blessing he promised to Abraham, so that we who are believers might receive the promised Holy Spirit through faith.”

- Galatians 3:14 NLT

This verse of scripture is filled with amazing truths that can never be denied. One of the truths that jumped out at me in a time of meditating on this verse is the fact that the Blessing came on us through Jesus Christ. When we received Jesus into our hearts, we also received the Blessing of Abraham. Many don’t know this, and many don’t believe this. The people who don’t believe this usually base what they believe on their five physical senses, and if their circumstances tell them that they are broke, that’s what they will believe.

In all the years that I’ve been saved, I found out that we are to believe the Word first before we experience the change in our natural circumstances. The Bible says that the Word was made flesh and dwelt among us (see John 1:14).

God’s truth is greater than our truth, as God’s truth is eternal whereas our truth is limited. Our truth will never change God’s truth, but God’s truth will ALWAYS change ours. Learn to rest in God’s eternal truth and watch your truth line up with what Jesus already did for you!
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Day.6 | Eternally Blessed through Jesus
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8“But how can I curse those whom God has not cursed? How can I condemn those whom the Lord has not condemned? 20Listen, I received a command to bless; God has blessed, and I cannot reverse it!”

- Numbers 23:8 & 20 NLT

Would you like to hear a fascinating truth, a truth that would do you well to meditate upon? When you received Jesus, you received the Blessing because the Blessing came upon you through Jesus (see Galatians 3:14).

From the moment you got saved, you were completely redeemed from sin, the curse, and condemnation, and you were pronounced as ‘the Blessed.’

That Blessing is now a forever part of your life and can never be reversed. The Blessing is now part of your identity, it is who you are identified as from God’s perspective, it is as much a part of you as the Holy Spirit is part of you because according to scripture, the Holy Spirit is the Blessing and the great news is; He will never leave us nor forsake us (see Hebrews 13:5).

Regardless of your current circumstances, see yourself through God’s eternal truth, which is you ARE ALREADY BLESSED based on the finished work of Christ Jesus.
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
