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Chapter 2: Understanding River Cruises


For many travelers, a Rhine or Moselle river cruise will be unlike any vacation they have previously experienced. Those accustomed to ocean cruises may be surprised by the intimate atmosphere and destination-focused approach. Those who typically travel independently often discover that river cruising combines the freedom to explore with the convenience of having nearly every detail arranged in advance.

Before selecting a cruise line or itinerary, it helps to understand how river cruises operate and what you can expect during a typical voyage. The more familiar you are with life aboard a river ship, the more confident and comfortable you will feel when your journey begins.

What Is a River Cruise?

A river cruise is a journey aboard a specially designed vessel that sails along inland waterways, stopping at cities, towns, and villages along the route.

Unlike ocean-going ships, river vessels are built to navigate locks, bridges, and narrow waterways. They are smaller, lower, and more streamlined than ocean cruise ships.

Most river ships on the Rhine and Moselle accommodate between 100 and 200 passengers. Because of their size, they can dock in locations that would be impossible for larger vessels.

One of the greatest advantages of river cruising is that the destination is always close. Instead of spending days crossing open oceans, passengers travel through the heart of Europe, often waking up in a new city or village each morning.

How River Ships Operate

River ships function much like floating hotels.

Passengers check in on embarkation day, settle into their cabins, and remain aboard throughout the cruise while the ship travels from destination to destination.

Most sailing takes place during the evening, overnight, or during scenic daytime stretches when the views are especially impressive. While passengers enjoy breakfast, lunch, dinner, or leisure time, the ship quietly moves toward its next port.

Because rivers pass through populated areas, passengers rarely lose sight of land. Instead of endless horizons, they enjoy constant views of castles, vineyards, churches, farms, villages, and bustling riverfronts.

Navigating Locks

One unique aspect of river cruising is passing through locks.

Locks are water elevators that allow ships to move between sections of a river that are at different elevations.

For first-time passengers, lock passages are often fascinating to watch. Massive gates close behind the ship while water levels rise or fall, allowing the vessel to continue its journey.

The Rhine River contains numerous locks, while the Moselle features several large locks that help vessels navigate its winding route through Germany, Luxembourg, and France.
