Today, that history is being used as a weapon by digital influencers and "activists" who have turned social unrest into a business model.

We are living in a strange paradox. On one hand, the UK is crying out for hundreds of thousands of skilled workers to keep our hospitals and businesses running. On the other hand, we see thousands of unvetted people arriving on small boats while the government seems stuck in the mud.

Why is it easier to cross the Channel in a rubber dinghy than it is for a doctor to get a visa? And who benefits when we are too busy fighting each other to ask that question?

In these chapters, we’re going to follow the money. We’ll look at how figures like Tommy Robinson managed to build a platform out of outrage, how "digital skin in the game" changed the 2024 riots, and what the real cost of this "Outrage Economy" is for all of us.

I’ve tried to keep things simple. No academic jargon, just the facts, the finances, and a bit of common sense.

Introduction: The Price of a Narrative

If you look at the UK today, you’ll see two versions of reality running side-by-side.

In the first reality, the British economy is a machine that is desperately short of fuel. By the start of 2026, experts estimated that the UK needed approximately 340,000 skilled workers to fill the gaps in our hospitals, construction sites, and tech firms. But instead of making it easier for these people to arrive, the government did the opposite. They hiked the salary requirements to £41,700 for many skilled roles and raised the English language bar to an upper-intermediate level. For a doctor or an engineer, the UK didn't just feel like a fortress; it felt like a fortress that was pricing itself out of the market.

Then there is the second reality.

While the "vetted" doctor is stuck in a mountain of paperwork and paying thousands in fees, the English Channel has become a busy, unregulated highway. In 2025 alone, over 41,000 people arrived on small boats—roughly 89% of all unauthorized arrivals. Most of these people enter a legal "black hole," housed in hotels at a cost of millions per day to the taxpayer, unvetted and unable to work legally for months, or even years.

It is a paradox that defies logic. We are turning away the people we say we need, while failing to stop the people we say we don't.

But here is the thing: where most people see a "failed system," a small group of individuals sees a goldmine.

In this book, we aren't just going to look at the "what" of migration; we are going to look at the "who" and the "how much." Because in 2026, outrage isn't just an emotion—it's a business model. When a boat lands on a beach in Kent, it isn't just a political problem. It is a content opportunity for figures like Tommy Robinson, who has managed to command massive audiences and significant international funding despite a history of bankruptcy and legal battles.

We’ll look at the 2024 Southport riots, where a single viral lie—the false claim that a tragic attacker was a Muslim asylum seeker—set the country on fire. That fire didn't just cause damage to our streets; it drove clicks, donations, and "engagement" for the people spreading the misinformation.

This book is about the Outrage Economy. It’s about why it’s so profitable to keep Jewish and Muslim communities in a state of perceived conflict. It’s about why the government seems powerless to fix a system that seems so obviously broken. And most importantly, it’s about how we, the readers and citizens, are the ones paying the bill for a narrative we didn't even ask for.

My name is A.G. Sharp, and I want to show you how the gears of this machine actually turn. Let's follow the money.
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Chapter 1: The Ghost in the Machine
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If you wanted to start a riot a hundred years ago, you had to stand on a soapbox in a town square and shout until your throat was sore. You needed to convince people, one by one, to listen to you.

Today, you don’t need a soapbox. You just need an app.

In this chapter, we’re going to look at the "Ghost in the Machine." This isn't a literal ghost, but something called an algorithm. It is a piece of computer code designed to do one thing: keep you looking at your screen for as long as possible.

The problem is that the algorithm has discovered that humans stay glued to their screens much longer when they are angry than when they are happy.

How the Ghost Learns Your Weakness

Imagine you’re scrolling through an app like X (formerly Twitter) or TikTok. You see a video about a small boat arriving on a beach. You stop for five seconds to look at it.

The Ghost (the algorithm) notices. It says, "A.G. Sharp liked that. Let’s show them five more." By the time you’ve watched the fifth video, the Ghost thinks you are obsessed with boats. It starts showing you "suggested" content. But it doesn't show you a calm documentary about maritime law. It shows you a video of someone shouting about an "invasion."

The "Echo Chamber"

Within a few days, your entire phone screen is filled with people who agree with that one angry video. You stop seeing news about the 340,000 skilled workers the UK needs. Instead, you see a constant stream of "unvetted" arrivals.

Because you don't see any other points of view, you start to believe that everyone feels this way. This is what experts call an Echo Chamber. It makes the world feel much more dangerous and divided than it actually is.

The 2024 Blueprint

We saw this Ghost in action during the 2024 UK riots.

1. The Spark: A tragic event happened in Southport.

2. The Lie: Within minutes, a false name and a fake story (claiming the attacker was a Muslim migrant) were posted online.

3. The Boost: The Ghost saw this lie was getting thousands of "angry" clicks. It didn't care if the story was true; it only cared that it was popular. It pushed that lie to millions of people in hours.

4. The Result: People who had been fed a diet of "anger" for months by the algorithm finally boiled over. They went into the streets not because they had all the facts, but because the Ghost told them it was time to be furious.

Why the Ghost Wants You Angry?

It all comes down to money.

More Anger = More Time on App.

More Time on App = More Ads Seen.

More Ads Seen = More Profit for the Tech Billionaires.

The people making money off this aren't just the activists like Tommy Robinson; it's the platforms themselves. They have built a machine that profits from our division.

The Telegram Secret

While apps like X "boost" the anger, apps like Telegram are where the planning happens. It is a "private" space where groups can coordinate without anyone checking their facts. In these groups, the history of Jewish and Muslim communities is twisted into a "Us vs. Them" story.

It’s easy to feel like the people on the other side of the screen are your enemies. But most of the time, you’re both just being played by a Ghost that wants your attention so it can sell it to the highest bidder.

The Big Question: If it’s so profitable, why do they ban him?

You might be wondering: *"If Tommy Robinson’s content brings in so much engagement and money, why do platforms like Facebook, YouTube, and Instagram keep banning him?"*

It’s a classic case of "Brand Safety."

While the Ghost (the algorithm) loves the clicks that controversy brings, the big companies that pay for advertising—Coca-Cola, Disney, or Nike—do not. They don’t want their family-friendly ads appearing next to videos of riots or aggressive speeches.

When a figure like Tommy becomes "too hot to handle," the platforms face a choice:

1. Keep the engagement but lose the big corporate advertisers.

2. Ban the person to keep the platform "clean" for the big spenders.

Usually, they choose the money. They ban the person to protect their reputation with the world's biggest brands.

The Pivot to the Shadow Platforms

However, being banned from Facebook doesn't mean the money stops. In fact, for someone like Tommy, a ban can be a marketing tool. He can tell his followers, "The 'Establishment' is trying to silence me! Come find me on Telegram or X." This moves his audience from the "public square" into private, unmoderated corners of the internet. There, the Ghost in the Machine is even more powerful because there are no rules at all. The banning actually makes his core followers more loyal—and more likely to donate directly to him.

By banning him, the big platforms solve their PR problem, but they unintentionally help create a more radical, dedicated "shadow audience" that is even harder to reach with the truth.
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
