      The next morning at breakfast, Mike laughed as I recounted the experience. "Ah, that was just the old pirate from Execution Dock," he said, with a wink. He wasn’t surprised at all—locals often spoke of ghostly presences wandering the area, particularly around the dock where pirates were hanged centuries ago. That chilling night stuck with me, deepening my appreciation for the mysteries that hide behind the city’s historic façade.

      

      While ghost hunting can be thrilling, many of these sites are still places of remembrance and history. As you explore, please tread carefully, show respect for the past, and remember that these stories involve real people who once walked these streets. And, of course, some areas may be secluded or atmospheric, especially at night, so it's wise to bring a companion and remain mindful of your surroundings.
