Trust determines whether someone will believe our words, accept our proposals, follow our leadership, or be willing to share their thoughts and feelings with us.

Organizations seek leaders capable of inspiring credibility. Clients prefer transparent brands. Work teams function better when there is communication based on respect and honesty. Personal relationships thrive when people feel heard and understood.

The good news is that communicative trust is not a talent reserved for a few. It does not depend exclusively on charisma, personality, or experience. It is a skill that can be learned, developed, and refined with conscious practice.

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Chapter 1: Language As A Builder Of Trust
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Trust: The Invisible Foundation Of Relationships

Language works like a window that allows others to interpret who we are and what they can expect from us.

For this reason, people do not only evaluate what we say. They also analyze how we say it.

How The Human Brain Interprets Language

Our brain is constantly looking for signals that help determine whether a person is trustworthy.

From an evolutionary perspective, this ability was essential for survival. Our ancestors needed to quickly identify who represented a threat and who could become an ally.

Although we now live in very different contexts, our brain continues to make similar evaluations.

When we interact with someone, we pay attention to signals such as:
• Coherence.
• Clarity.
• Honesty.
• Consistency.
• Empathy.
• Confidence.
If we detect frequent contradictions, broken promises, or ambiguous messages, our trust decreases.

On the contrary, when we perceive transparency and coherence, we feel safer.

The interesting thing is that these evaluations usually happen automatically. We often cannot clearly explain why we trust or distrust someone. We simply feel a positive or negative impression based on multiple signals accumulated during
