The United Nations defines peace in SDG 16 as the promotion of peaceful and inclusive societies, access to justice, and effective, accountable institutions (United Nations, 2023). This conceptualization reflects a shift from traditional notions of negative peace absence of conflict to positive peace, which emphasizes structural conditions that sustain harmony and human well-being. Scholars argue that peace is both a prerequisite and an outcome of sustainable development, as persistent conflict undermines economic growth, social cohesion, and environmental sustainability (UNDP, 2024). Thus, understanding peace as a holistic and inclusive process is essential for achieving development goals globally.

The objectives of “peace for all” are closely aligned with the broader aims of the 2030 Agenda for Sustainable Development. These objectives include reducing violence, ensuring justice, protecting human rights, and fostering inclusive governance systems. According to global SDG frameworks, peace is not only an independent goal but also an enabling condition for achieving all other SDGs (United Nations, 2023). For instance, without peace, progress in education, health, and poverty reduction becomes significantly constrained. The principle of “leaving no one behind” further underscores the importance of inclusivity in peace building processes (UNDP, 2024). This objective emphasizes addressing inequalities and ensuring that marginalized groups have access to opportunities and resources. Therefore, the goals of peace extend beyond conflict prevention to encompass broader socio-economic and political transformations that promote equity and justice.

The dimensions of peace are multifaceted, encompassing political, social, economic, and environmental components. Political peace involves stable governance, rule of law, and effective institutions, while social peace relates to cohesion, inclusion, and respect for diversity. Economic peace is associated with equitable resource distribution and sustainable livelihoods, whereas environmental peace emphasizes the sustainable management of natural resources (Springer Nature, 2022). These dimensions are interconnected and mutually reinforcing, highlighting the complexity of achieving peace. For example, economic inequality can lead to social tensions, which may escalate into political instability. Similarly, environmental degradation can exacerbate resource conflicts and displacement. The multidimensional nature of peace requires integrated approaches that address these interrelated factors simultaneously.

Additionally, weak institutions and governance failures exacerbate these challenges by limiting the capacity of states to manage conflicts effectively. The rise of non-state actors and transnational threats further complicates peace building efforts, highlighting the need for coordinated international responses.

Another major challenge is inequality, which undermines social cohesion and fuels conflict. Economic disparities, social exclusion, and unequal access to resources create conditions for grievances and unrest. Studies show that inequality is a significant predictor of conflict, as marginalized groups may resort to violence when peaceful avenues for addressing grievances are unavailable (World Bank, 2023). These approaches align with global frameworks that emphasize the importance of participatory and inclusive governance for sustainable peace.

Another important strategy is investing in socio-economic development to reduce inequality and promote stability. Policies that support job creation, education, and social protection can address the underlying drivers of conflict and enhance resilience. The World Bank (2023) highlights the importance of inclusive growth in reducing poverty and promoting social cohesion. Furthermore, targeted interventions for marginalized groups can help address disparities and ensure that development benefits are shared equitably. These strategies contribute to both peace building and sustainable development objectives.

Community-based approaches and local peace building initiatives are also critical for promoting peace. These approaches leverage local knowledge and cultural practices to address conflicts and build social cohesion. Research suggests that community participation enhances the effectiveness and sustainability of peace building efforts (UNESCO, 2023). Integrating traditional and formal mechanisms can create more inclusive and context-specific solutions. Additionally, empowering local communities fosters ownership and accountability, which are essential for long-term peace.

Finally, strengthening international cooperation and partnerships is essential for addressing global peace challenges. Collaborative efforts between governments, international organizations, and civil society can enhance the effectiveness of peace building initiatives. The United Nations emphasizes the importance of multilateral approaches in addressing complex global challenges, including conflict, inequality, and climate change (United Nations, 2023). By fostering cooperation and sharing best practices, the international community can support efforts to achieve peace for all and promote sustainable development.

In conclusion, the literature highlights that peace for all is a multidimensional and dynamic process that requires addressing political, social, economic, and environmental factors. While significant challenges remain, including conflict, inequality, and institutional weaknesses, there are also opportunities for progress through integrated and inclusive approaches. By prioritizing human rights, strengthening governance, and promoting socio-economic development, the global community can advance toward achieving sustainable peace and development for all.
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The contemporary understanding of peace and security reflects a significant conceptual evolution from narrow, state-centric interpretations toward broader, multidimensional frameworks that integrate social, economic, political, cultural, and environmental dimensions. Recent scholarship emphasizes that peace is not merely the absence of war but a dynamic and context-dependent process shaped by historical, cultural, and structural factors. This shift underscores the recognition that sustainable peace requires addressing root causes of conflict, including inequality, injustice, and exclusion. The distinction between negative peace (absence of direct violence) and positive peace (presence of justice and well-being) remains foundational, yet contemporary studies increasingly highlight the importance of integrating these dimensions into holistic peace building strategies. Such perspectives align with recent global policy frameworks that emphasize human security, development, and sustainability as essential components of peace (Meyers, 2019; Werkner, 2017; McInerney & Archer, 2023) .

Realist approaches emphasize power dynamics and state security, viewing peace as a temporary condition maintained through deterrence. In contrast, liberal theories highlight the role of institutions, democracy, and economic interdependence in fostering cooperation and stability. Constructivist perspectives focus on the influence of norms, identities, and social interactions, while critical theories interrogate structural inequalities and power imbalances. Recent scholarship increasingly advocates for integrative frameworks that combine insights from these traditions to address the complexity of modern conflicts (Mamuaya, 2021; Ndeche & Iroye, 2022) .

Contemporary research highlights that economic disparities can exacerbate social tensions and undermine stability, particularly in fragile contexts. Development-oriented approaches to peace building emphasize the importance of creating economic opportunities and addressing structural inequalities as part of broader conflict prevention strategies (UNDP, 2022; OECD, 2016) .

Contemporary studies highlight that environmental degradation can exacerbate conflict by intensifying competition over limited resources. Conversely, cooperative environmental management can promote peace by fostering collaboration and trust among stakeholders. The concept of environmental peace building emphasizes the integration of ecological considerations into conflict prevention and resolution strategies (Ide, 2019; UNEP, 2019) .

Technological advancements, particularly in information and communication technologies (ICT), are reshaping the landscape of peace and security. ICT platforms facilitate information sharing, enhance transparency, and support conflict prevention through early warning systems. However, they also introduce new challenges, including cyber threats, misinformation, and digital surveillance. Recent research highlights the dual nature of technology, emphasizing the need for effective governance frameworks to maximize its benefits while mitigating risks. The integration of diverse perspectives—from structural and relational approaches to human security and environmental sustainability has enriched the understanding of peace and provided new pathways for effective intervention. As global challenges continue to evolve, the need for adaptive, holistic, and context-sensitive approaches to peace building remains paramount for achieving sustainable development and long-term stability (UNDP, 2022; McInerney & Archer, 2023) .
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1. Conceptualizations of Peace and Related Concepts

The concept of peace has evolved significantly over time, reflecting philosophical, political, and sociological transformations across societies. Contemporary scholarship widely acknowledges that peace is a multidimensional and contested concept that cannot be reduced to a single universal definition. Rather, it is shaped by historical, cultural, and ideological contexts, making it both dynamic and context-dependent. Early traditional perspectives often equated peace with the absence of war, particularly within realist traditions of international relations. However, modern peace studies have expanded this narrow interpretation to include broader dimensions such as justice, equity, and human well-being. This shift reflects the growing recognition that sustainable peace requires addressing underlying structural and cultural factors that generate conflict. Consequently, peace is increasingly conceptualized not merely as a static condition but as an ongoing process involving social transformation and human development (Meyers, 2019; Werkner, 2017) .

One of the most influential conceptual frameworks in peace studies is the distinction between negative peace and positive peace, originally articulated by Johan Galtung. Negative peace refers to the absence of direct violence or war, a definition that dominated early political and security discourse. This conception aligns with traditional state-centric approaches, where peace is maintained through deterrence, balance of power, or cessation of armed conflict. However, scholars argue that negative peace is inherently fragile because it does not address the root causes of conflict. In contrast, positive peace encompasses the presence of social justice, equality, and harmonious relationships, emphasizing the removal of structural and cultural violence. It reflects a more holistic and sustainable understanding of peace, integrating political, economic, and social dimensions (Galtung, 1996; Fischer, 2013) .

The notion of structural violence is central to the conceptualization of positive peace. Structural violence refers to systematic inequalities embedded within social, political, and economic systems that hinder individuals from achieving their full potential. Unlike direct violence, it is often invisible and normalized within institutional arrangements. Examples include poverty, discrimination, and unequal access to resources and opportunities. Galtung’s framework highlights that the absence of war does not necessarily indicate the presence of peace if structural injustices persist. Therefore, achieving positive peace requires transformative changes that address these deep-rooted inequalities. This perspective has significantly influenced contemporary peacebuilding approaches, which prioritize inclusive development, human rights, and social justice as essential components of sustainable peace (Galtung, 1969; Meyers, 2019) .

In addition to structural violence, the concept of cultural violence further expands the understanding of peace. Cultural violence refers to aspects of culture—such as religion, ideology, language, and art—that legitimize or normalize direct and structural violence. It operates by shaping perceptions and justifying inequalities, thereby reinforcing systems of oppression. Addressing cultural violence is crucial for fostering a culture of peace, as it involves transforming attitudes, beliefs, and social norms that perpetuate conflict. Contemporary peace education and conflict resolution initiatives often focus on promoting values such as tolerance, empathy, and mutual respect to counteract cultural violence. This broader conceptualization underscores the importance of cultural transformation in achieving lasting peace (Werkner, 2017) .

Another important conceptualization of peace emphasizes relational and social dimensions, viewing peace as the quality of relationships among individuals and groups. From this perspective, peace is characterized by cooperation, trust, solidarity, and mutual understanding. It extends beyond the absence of violence to include positive social interactions and the capacity to manage conflicts constructively. This relational approach aligns with interdisciplinary research in psychology and sociology, which highlights the role of social cohesion and interpersonal dynamics in sustaining peaceful societies. Peace, therefore, is not merely a macro-level phenomenon but also a micro-level experience shaped by everyday interactions and community practices (Lian et al., 2024; Mukerji, 2021) .

The concept of peace is also closely linked to justice, particularly within normative and ethical frameworks. Many scholars argue that there can be no genuine peace without justice, as injustice creates conditions for conflict and instability. This perspective is reflected in theories of “just peace,” which integrate principles of fairness, accountability, and human rights into peace building processes. It recognizes that threats such as poverty, disease, environmental degradation, and social exclusion can undermine peace as much as armed conflict. Consequently, peace is seen as inherently linked to sustainable development, economic stability, and social inclusion. International organizations and policymakers have adopted this perspective, integrating peace into broader development agendas such as the Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs). This holistic approach reflects the interconnected nature of global challenges and the need for integrated solutions (IEP, 2020) .

In contemporary literature, peace is also understood as a process rather than a static outcome. Peacebuilding is viewed as a continuous effort involving multiple actors, including governments, civil society, and international organizations. This process-oriented perspective emphasizes the importance of dialogue, negotiation, and reconciliation in managing conflicts and fostering long-term stability. It also recognizes that peace is context-specific and requires adaptive strategies tailored to local conditions. The dynamic nature of peace highlights the need for ongoing commitment and collaboration to address emerging challenges and sustain progress (McInerney & Archer, 2023) .

Another emerging conceptualization is the idea of “liberal peace” and its critiques. Liberal peace theory promotes democracy, market economy, and rule of law as foundations for peace. While it has influenced international peacebuilding efforts, critics argue that it often imposes external models that may not align with local contexts and can reproduce inequalities. Alternative approaches, such as “post-liberal peace,” emphasize hybrid models that integrate local traditions, practices, and knowledge systems. These perspectives highlight the importance of cultural sensitivity and local ownership in peace processes, challenging one-size-fits-all approaches to peace building (Tanabe, 2020; Pugh et al., 2016).

The ecological dimension of peace has also gained attention in recent years, leading to the concept of environmental or ecological peace. This perspective recognizes the interdependence between environmental sustainability and peace, arguing that environmental degradation and resource scarcity can contribute to conflict. Conversely, cooperative management of natural resources can promote peace and stability. Environmental peacebuilding initiatives focus on addressing ecological challenges while fostering collaboration and trust among conflicting parties. This approach reflects the growing importance of environmental issues in global peace and security discourse (Ide, 2020; UNEP, 2019).

In summary, the conceptualization of peace has evolved from a narrow focus on the absence of war to a comprehensive and multidimensional framework encompassing justice, development, human security, and sustainability. The distinction between negative and positive peace remains foundational, providing a basis for understanding the complexities of peace in contemporary contexts. However, ongoing scholarly debates continue to expand and refine the concept, incorporating new dimensions such as culture, environment, and local agency. These diverse perspectives highlight that peace is not a singular condition but a complex and dynamic process requiring continuous effort and interdisciplinary engagement.

2. Philosophical and Theoretical Perspectives of Peace, Security, and Stability

Philosophical and theoretical perspectives on peace, security, and stability have evolved through diverse intellectual traditions, reflecting competing assumptions about human nature, power, justice, and social order. Classical philosophy laid the foundation for modern debates by conceptualizing peace either as a moral ideal or as a political condition derived from order and authority. In contemporary scholarship, these concepts are treated as interrelated yet analytically distinct constructs embedded within broader theoretical paradigms such as realism, liberalism, constructivism, and critical theory. The integration of these perspectives has led to a multidimensional understanding of peace that encompasses not only the absence of conflict but also the presence of justice, human security, and sustainable development. As a result, peace, security, and stability are increasingly viewed as mutually reinforcing conditions shaped by both material and ideational factors (Mamuaya, 2021; Ndeche & Iroye, 2022) .

The realist tradition provides one of the earliest and most influential theoretical frameworks for understanding peace and security. Rooted in the works of thinkers such as Thomas Hobbes and later developed in modern international relations theory, realism assumes that the international system is anarchic and that states act primarily in pursuit of power and survival. Within this framework, peace is understood as a temporary condition maintained through a balance of power or deterrence mechanisms rather than a permanent or ideal state. One of the most prominent liberal theories is the democratic peace theory, which suggests that democracies are less likely to engage in armed conflict with one another due to shared norms, institutional constraints, and accountability mechanisms. This perspective expands the concept of security beyond military concerns to include political stability, rule of law, and economic development. Despite its empirical support, the theory has been critiqued for its Western-centric assumptions and its inability to fully account for conflicts involving democratic states (Pugh, 2005; Mamuaya, 2021) .

Constructivist approaches offer a different lens by emphasizing the role of ideas, norms, identities, and social interactions in shaping peace and security. According to constructivism, the international system is not inherently anarchic but is socially constructed through shared meanings and practices. Peace and stability are therefore contingent upon the development of cooperative norms and collective identities that discourage violence and promote mutual trust. This perspective highlights the importance of discourse, culture, and socialization processes in transforming conflictual relationships into peaceful ones. It also underscores the dynamic and evolving nature of peace, suggesting that changes in norms and identities can lead to shifts in security paradigms over time (Mamuaya, 2021; Ndeche & Iroye, 2022) .

Critical theories, including Marxist, feminist, and postcolonial perspectives, further expand the analysis by interrogating power structures and inequalities embedded within global systems. These approaches challenge dominant paradigms by arguing that peace cannot be achieved without addressing structural injustices such as economic exploitation, gender inequality, and colonial legacies. From a Marxist perspective, peace is linked to the transformation of capitalist systems that generate inequality and conflict. Feminist theories highlight the gendered dimensions of violence and security, advocating for inclusive and participatory approaches to peace building. Postcolonial perspectives critique the imposition of Western models of peace and emphasize the need for context-specific and locally grounded solutions. Together, these critical approaches contribute to a more comprehensive understanding of peace as a process of social transformation (Ndeche & Iroye, 2022) .

The concept of human security represents a significant shift in theoretical perspectives on peace and security. Unlike traditional state-centric approaches, human security focuses on the protection and empowerment of individuals and communities. It encompasses a wide range of dimensions, including economic security, food security, health security, environmental security, and political security. This paradigm recognizes that threats to peace often arise from non-military sources such as poverty, inequality, and environmental degradation. By prioritizing human well-being, the human security framework aligns closely with broader development goals and emphasizes the interconnectedness of peace, security, and stability. It also reflects a normative commitment to human dignity and social justice (Muhati & Nyanchoga, 2026) .

Stability is often understood as the persistence of a system or order over time, but its meaning varies across theoretical traditions. In realist frameworks, stability is associated with the balance of power and the absence of major conflict. In liberal and constructivist perspectives, it is linked to institutional resilience, cooperation, and shared norms. However, contemporary scholarship critiques narrow interpretations of stability that prioritize order over justice. For instance, stabilisation strategies in conflict-affected regions have been criticized for reinforcing existing power structures without addressing underlying causes of conflict, thereby producing only superficial or “negative” stability (Carter, 2013) .

Contemporary peace operations are informed by a range of theoretical approaches, including liberal peace building, conflict transformation, and hybrid peace models. These frameworks emphasize the importance of inclusive governance, local participation, and institutional capacity-building in achieving sustainable peace. However, scholars argue that no single theory can fully capture the complexities of peace processes, highlighting the need for pluralistic and context-sensitive approaches. This recognition has led to a growing emphasis on interdisciplinary and multi-theoretical frameworks in peace and conflict studies (Badmus & Jenkins, 2022) .

Emerging perspectives, such as the development–security nexus, further illustrate the evolving nature of theoretical debates. This approach examines the interconnections between economic development and security, arguing that underdevelopment can be both a cause and a consequence of conflict. New models, including the “development peace” paradigm, seek to integrate economic growth, infrastructure development, and political stability as pathways to peace. While these approaches offer innovative solutions, they also raise concerns about the prioritization of economic interests over social and political rights. As such, ongoing debates continue to explore how to balance development objectives with principles of justice and inclusivity (Dawar, 2024) .

In conclusion, philosophical and theoretical perspectives on peace, security, and stability are characterized by diversity and complexity, reflecting different assumptions about human behavior, power, and social organization. Realist, liberal, constructivist, and critical approaches each provide valuable insights while also presenting limitations. Contemporary scholarship increasingly emphasizes integrative and interdisciplinary frameworks that address the interconnected nature of global challenges. By combining insights from multiple theoretical traditions, researchers and practitioners can develop more comprehensive and effective strategies for promoting sustainable peace, ensuring security, and achieving long-term stability in an increasingly complex world.
